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WHAT WOULD HAP-

Senator Tillman Says the
Stars Would Leave Their
Course and the Sun Stand

Still, Such Is the Sanctity

Surrounding J. P. M.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 15.—1n
the senate today Mr. Tillmun contin-
ued his arraignment of trusts and mo-
nopolies and again charged that the
attorney general was responsible, pri-
marily, for lack of action against
trusts.

"Why," he inquired, "are J. Pierpont
Morgan or his co-conspirators any
more immune from the proceedings of
our courts of justice than Eugene
Debs?" Mr. Morgan, he said, had
such a sanctity thrown around him on
account of his vast wealth that to im-
prison him would cause the stars to
get out of their course or the sun to
stolid still.

The statehood bill was under dis-
cussion for a short time, Mr. Foraker
urging the right of Oklahoma, Arizona
and New Mexico to admission.

Mr. McLaurin (Miss.) called atten-
tion to charges that the people of In-
dianola, Miss., has been guilty of
threats and intimidation of the post-
master, and declared them to be un-
true, remarking that his object in
bringing the matter to the attention of
the senate was that his denial might go
Into the Record as an
answer to those who made the charge.

The senate adjourned until Mon-
day.

Department of Commerce Bill.
The house passed the army appro-

priation bill and began consideration
of the department of commerce bill,
under a special rule making it a con-
tinuing- order until disposed of. The
opposition to the measure came entire-
ly from the Democratic side and was
based chiefly on the ground that the
transfer of the bureau of labor to the
new department would subordinate
that bureau to a department which
•would represent capitalistic interests.
The friends of the bill denied the as-
sumption that the head of the new
department would be hostile to labor.
They maintained that the bill would
increase the dignity of the bureau of
labor by giving the head of the de-
partment a seat in the cabinet. Those
who participated in the debate were
Messrs. Mann (111.), Corliss (Mich.),
Adams.m (Ga.), Col«~<Kan.) and Hep-
burn (Iowa), in favor of the measure,
and Messrs. Richardson (Ala.). Galnes
(Term.), Davis (Fla.), Clayton (Ala.),
Shackleford (Mo.), Cochran (Mo.), and
Wooten (Tex.), against it.

CREATING A STAFF FOR ARMY.

Senate Committee Amends the House
Bill in Some Particulars.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 15.—The
military committee of the senate to-
day decided to report favorably the
house bill creating a grand staff for
the army.

The committee recommended amend-
ment in several particulars. One of
the amendments agreed on constitutes
the chief of artillery a member of the
general staff and gives him the rank
of brigadier general. The effect of
this amendment if incorporated into
the bill will be to the interest of Col.
Wallace E. Randolph, who is now the
artillery chief. Another amendment
gives the secretary of war, after the
president, direct supervision of the
army, through the chief of staff, sec-
tion 8 being made to read: "The chief
of staff, under the direction of the
president or the secretary of war. shall
have supervision of all troops of the
line and of the adjutant generals, in-
spector generals, judge advocates,
quartermasters, subsistence, medical,
pay and ordnance departments, the
corps of engineers and the signal
corps, etc."

The last sentence of section 3 was
amended to read: "Upon being relieved
from duty in the general staff corps,
officers should all return to the branch
of the army In which they held per-
manent commission, and no officer
shall be eligible to a further detail in
the general staff corps until he shall
have served two years with the branch
of the army In which commissioned,
except In case of emergency in time
of war." As the bill passed the house
"general officers" were relieved from
the operation of this provision.

An All-American Work.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 15. —

Senator Morgan introduced a bill
which is intended to insure Americans
the pecuniary benefits to be derived
from the construction of the proposed
interoceanic canal. It provides that
any contract made with a person or
corporation not a citizen of the United
States or of countries through which
it is necessary to pass for the construc-
tion of it or for the doing of any of the
auxiliary work connected with it shall
be void.

Bailey Does Some Obstructing.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 15. --

There were only two confirmations in
today's executive session of the senate,
as Senator Bailey announced that he
would oppose unanimous consent to
the consideration of business until he
could receive assurance of considera-
tion of his bill making Port Arthur.
Tex., a port of entry. He complained
at the failure of the committee on com-
merce to report the bill to the senate.
He asked in open session that the bill
be put on its passage independent of
the committee's action, but Senator
Hanna objected.

For Philippine Scouts.
WASHINGTON, D. C. Jan. 15.—A

favorable report today was authorized
by the senate committee on military
effairs on the house bill allowing offi-
cers of the army to serve as chief and
assistant chiefs of the Philippine con-
stabulary. The bill provides for one
such chief and for four assistants. Themeasure also authorizes the use otPhilippine scouts in assisting the con-
Btabulary.

Twenty-five More Battleships.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 15. —Representative Joy today introduced a

concurrent resolution directing the
house committee on naval affairs to
prepare a bill providing for the con-
struction of twenty-five additional bat-
tleships at a cost not to exceed $5 000 -000 each.

Appropriation for Agriculture.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 15.—The

agricultural appropriation bill has been
prepared by the house committee on
agriculture. It carries approximately
$6,000,000. about $50,000 more than the
current appropriation.

DR. HENDRICKS AND FORMER

FREEHOLD. N. J., Jan. 15.—Dr.
Hendrlcks and former Justice of thoPc-aco Stamen, convicted of conspiracy
to secure the entire estate of Henry
W. Bennett, a wealthy resident of
Plttsburg, Pa,, were today sentenced

to two years and six months imprison-
ment each. Dr. Hendricks and Stan-
ton were tried with Laura Biggar on
the charge of conspiracy. It was al-
leged that Dr. Hendricks falsely cer-
tified to the birth of a child to Laura
Biggar, and that Stanton issued a cer-
tificate alleging that Miss Biggar and
Bennett had been married by him,
whereas the prosecution claimed no
such marriage took place. Laura Bigr-
gar claimed she had been married to
Bennett; that a child had been born
to her from the marriage and had died,
and that she was entitled to all of
Bennett's est-ite as the child's heir. At
the trial Miss Biggar was acquitted,

but the two men weie convicted.

TREATY WITH CUBA
TO BE REPORTED

Important Changes Made by the Sen-
ate Committee.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 15.—The
senate committee on foreign relations
today agreed to report the Cuban rec-
iprocity treaty to the senate with two
amendments. The first is the guar-
antee against a further reduction of
the sugar tariff, and the other makes
a reduction of 40 per cent in the duty
on American cattle exported to Cuba
instead of 20 per cent. Senators Bacon
and Bailey voted against the resolu-
tion for a favorable report, but all
the other votes were in the affirma-
tive.

Several other amendments were sug-
gested by Senator Bacon, but all of
them were voted down. Among the
suggestions which met this adverse
fate was the provision requiring that
the treaty should be submitted to the
house as well as to the senate for
ratification. The same fate befell the
amendment eliminating article 6 pro-
viding that no rebate or concession
should be given on American tobacco
imported into Cuba. The amendment
transferring cattle to the 40 per cent
list was accepted because of some re-
cent changes in the Cuban tariffwhich
led the committee to the conclusion
that the change would be equitable.

Senator Cullom reported the treaty
and gave notice that he would call it
up Monday next and would endeavor
to secure action upon it at the earliest
possible day. This notice was in ac-
cordance with a general understand-
ing among the Republican senators.
The agreement also includes an un-
derstanding that the statehood bill will
not be urged to prevent consideration
of the treaty. Democratic senators,

will oppose ratification and the amend-
ments that were voted downr in com-
mittee will be reoffered. The Demo-
crats, however, are not solid in their
opposition.

SHOCKING CRUELTY CHARGED
AGAINST COLOMBIANS

Prisoners Whipped to Death and Sail*
ors Left to Drown.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Jan. 15.—
Among the arrivals from Panama
were Lieut. Arthur H. Dutton and J.
J. Many and four enlisted men of the
American-manned Colombian cruiser
Bogota, which sailed from this port
Oct. 7. They speak In anything but
enthusiastic terms of their experiences
in Colombian waters. Lieut. Dutton,
executive officer of the Bogota, in a
signed statement, says:

"I never heard of a court-martial
while I was in Colombia. Punishments
were carried out and sentences inflict-
ed at the sweet will of those in power.
The so-called discipline of the armies
was maintained by the bullet or the
lash. A trifling offense was at times
punished by 100 lashes on the bare
back with a flexible cane. Men were
shot for mere nothings.

"A few days after peace was declar-
ed two Liberal officers who had re-
fused to acquiesce in the conditions,
but were captured, were taken to the
Chiuqut fortress. Panama, and there
lashed brutally until dead. Some pris-
oners who had been taken after a par-
ticularly stubborn resistance had theirlegs or arms cut off or their eyes or
ears removed, and were then released,
to go maimed through life. Some died
from loss of blood.

"One of several schooners, loaded
with refugees which the Bogota was
towing, sprung a leak in deep water
at sea. The refugees were rescued
and the captain and crew of five men
were about to follow them, when the
Colombian officials in charge ordered
them back on board the doomed
schooner. 'Let them perish with her,'
he exclaimed. The six unfortunates,
innocent of any wrong-doing, were
left to their fate on a sinking schooner
with no sails and no boats."

STARVING PEOPLE IN
SWEDEN EAT BARK BREAD

Famine Extends Over a Large Part of
the Country.

LONDON, Jan. 15.—Telegrams from
Stockholm confirm the distressing- ac-
counts of famine in Northern Sweden.
About 30,000 people are affected by thisfamine, which extends from the sixty-first to the sixty-seventh degree north
latitude and from the Gulf of Bothnia
and the Russian border far into the
interior. The starving people are eat-
ing pine bark, which is dried, ground
to powder, mixed with stewed Iceland
moss and made into a kind of famine
bread.

Coincident with the failure of the
crop is the extreme scarcity of fish.
The fishermen return from their ex-
peditions empty-handed. About $200.-
--000 has been subscribed, of which sum
over $12,500 was sent by Swedes in
the United States. This amount does
not include the money necessary to
save the breed of cattle which alone
can live through an Arctic winter or
supply seed for the spring sowings.
The peasants are making pathetic
sacrifices to avert the extermination of
the hardy Northern cattle.

In previous times of scarcity good
fodder was obtainable by mixing rein-
deer moss and aspen bark. Now this
is not available, and finely chopped
twigs of birch, willow and ash are sub-
stituted. The mixture is boiled and
fed to the cattle warm, but it is found
that the milk of cattle thus fed leads
to typhoid fever. The situation
threatens a repetition of the terrible
famine of 1867, when thousands died
from starvation and typhoid.

customs congress, met in convention heretoday. By the terms of the resolution
under which the congress is being- held,
the delegates are to abstain from all rec-
ommendations which would directly or in-directly counsel the republics to . altereither the custom house duties of the va-
rious counties or the basis establishedby tariff laws for their collection. The
question of reciprocity Is not scheduled
for discussion. W. R. Grace, ex-mayor
of New York, was chosen temporary
chairman. Adjournment was taken until
Saturday. _

Federal Inspector Fined for Cruelty to
Animals.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 15.—1n
the campaign of the bureau of animal
industry against the epidemic of foot
and mouth disease in Massachusetts
new and unlooked-for obstruction has
developed and threatens considerable
trouble if persisted in by the authori-
ties. The department of agriculture
has been informed that Dr. Thompson,
one of the federal inspectors, has been
fined $15 by a local court for alleged
cruelty to animals. The report to the
department said that the inspector had
ordered a herd killed, and that two of
the cows had to be struck more than
once in order to kill them.

"If the experts of the department,"
said Secretary Wilson today, "are to
be criminally prosecuted in Massa-
chusetts, they may have to abandon
the undertaking altogether, in which
case the state of Massachusetts will
be quarantined and permitted to erad-
icate the disease within its borders
itself."
