DESPONDENT MAN
ASSAULTS FRIEND

John Ludlow, Crazed by
Wife's Disappearance, At-

tacks S. B. Carter.

S. T5. Carter, formerly chief deputy
assessor, yesterday swore out a war-
rant for the arest of John Ludlow,
charging him with assault arid battery.

Mr. Carter says that Ludlow has
been despondent since his wife desert-
ed him a month ago, and Monday even-
ing 1, when Ludlow came to Carter's
home, he appeared very much worried.

Soon after his arrival he asked Mr.
Carter if he knew where Mrs. Ludlow
could be found, and when the former
replied that he did not Ludlow leaped
from his chair and grabbed Carter by
the throat. Carter was sitting in a
rocking chair and was unable to free
himself from the grasp of the man,
who appeared to be mad. He strug-
gled to free himself and finally re-
leased himself from the grip on his
throat, but was unable to get up and
defend himself.

Mrs. Carter, who witnessed the asj
fault, was badly frightened, but had
presence of mind enough to run to a
neighbor's for help. She went to /
house a block away and when she re-
turned with assistance Mr. Carter was
still in the grasp of Ludlow and was
very weak. With some difficulty Lud-
low was ejected from the he use.

Mr. Carter had known the Ludlow
family for several years and has often
befriended them. Several times, he
says, he has helped them when they
had been ejected from their home for
non-payment of rent, and upon two oc-
casions had taken them into his own
home and cared for them until Ludlow
obtained employment and was able to
rent another house.

Ludlow is said to work only at in-
tervals and has a hard time to provide
a home for himself and wife. Some
time ago, Mr. Carter sa*ys, Ludlow
compelled his wife to remain in bed
during the day time, as there was no
fuel with which to heat the house.
After being treated in this manner for
some time Mrs. Ludlow disappeared
about a month ago and neither her
husband nor any of her relatives or
friendajenow what has become of her.
She disappeared very suddenly, and has
not since been heard of. Her relatives
fear that she might have committed
suicide. Ludlow has worried over the
matter until he is almost insane, and
the condition of his mind Is believed
to be responsible for the attack upon
Mr. Carter.

COURT SEES NO JOKE
IN SETTING FIRE

JO A MAN
Decision of Lower Court

Awarding Thomas Curran
$100 Damages for a Trick

- Played on Him in a Sa-
loon, Is Affirmed—Swin-
dlers Must Go to Peni-
tentiary.

The supreme court holds, Chief Jus-
tice Start writing the opinion, it's no
joke to pour alcohol on a man's feet
and set fire to the fluid while he hap-
pens to be asleep in a saloon.

This trick was played on Thomas
Curran, at East Grand Forks, in the
saloon of Skaren & Olson.

Curran, after spending all his money
in the saloon, visited the resort on the
night of Feb. 10, 1902. While he was
asleep in a chair, alcohol was poured
over his feet and set on fire. This ex-
tremely funny act was performed by a
cook in the restaurant located in the
rear of the saloon, the barkeeper giving
the cook the alcohol to work the trick.

The saloonkeepers were not present
when Curran was playing the part ofa human torch, but the supreme court
holds that the proprietors were respon-
sible for the acts of the barkeeper. The
fact that Curran had laughed while
two other patrons of the place had beengiven the same kind of treatment ear-
lier in the evening and had then gone
to sleep, the court holds is hardly what
could be called contributory negli-
gence.

The decision of the lower court
awarding Curran $100 damages against
Skaren & Olson is affirmed.

William Fay and R. G. Evans, whowere caught by Chief O'Connor while
swindling August Northrop out of $60,in October, 1901, will have to serve outtheir sentences of four and five years,
respectively.

Not an Oratorical Contest.
In the Evans case one of the points

urged for the granting of a new trialwas that the lower court erred incharging the jury that the trial was
not an oratorical contest between the
learned counsel, and the jury should
not determine which one made the
most eloquent speech or emitted thelargest volume of sound. The su-
preme court held that this portion of
the charge was not erroneous.In the Fay case the point was madethat the lower court erred in not grant-
ing a continuance when asked for by
the attorneys for the defendant. Thesupreme court holds that "a continu-
ance should not be granted upon ver-
bal statements of counsel; that it isnecessary, or upon the mere suspicion
that absent witnesses may be needed
at the trial, and that the lower court
very properly denied a motion for a
new trial based on the statement that
counsel was surprised by the testi-mony of one of the witnesses for thestate.

Justice Collins wrote both, decisions.

- The supreme court yesterday handeddown fourteen decisions, ten of whichaffirm and four reverse the orders ofjudgment of the lower courts.
City of Owatonna, appellant, vs. Carl J.H. Rosebrock et al., respondents.

Syllabus—A testator bequeathed to cer-
tain persons a fund of $5.C00, the incomeof which was to be useci in aiding and
maintaining a * kindergarten in the city
of Owatonna, provided, that whenever thecity should be authorized to receive andadminister such trust the same should
be transferred to it. The estate was ad-
ministered and the fund came into thepossession of the individual trustees who
failed to devote It to the trust purposes.
Subdivision six chapter 284, General Statutes, was then amended by adding, the
maintaining of kindergartens, to the list
of objects for which municipalities might

I administer trusts. Thereupon the city
I council of Owatonna accepted the trust
and made demand for the money in thehands of the individual trustees, which be-ing refused, this action was brought tocompel an accounting and payment of
the fund on hand. Held: 1. The city
is not the beneficiary but the trustee andby the amendment of subdivision six
chapter 4284, General Statutes 1894, itwas authorized to accept and administer
such trusts. 2. The beneficiary is notso indefinite and uncertain that the trustcould not be administered and the statuteagainst perpetuities has no application.
Trusts for such purposes are expressly
authorized by the statute. 4. The ap-
pellant is entitled to the relief prayed for
in the complaint notwithstanding the factthat the trial court assumed that the ac-
tion was founded upon the theory that thecity was the beneficiary. Judgment re-
versed. —Lewis, J.

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URGE STATE AID
FOR GOOD ROADS

The delegates to the State Good
Roads association completed a two
days' session yesterday by re-electing
George W. Cooley as president and
naming George L. Wilson, of St. Paul,
as secretary. The election in each case
was without incident.

W. M. Hayes, of St. Paul, and W. R.
Hoag and James T. Elwell, both of
Minneapolis, were named as a commit-
tee to secure the revision of the con-
stitutipn in so far as it relates to the
reforms that the association is trying
to bring about. The naming of vice
president, which will include one from
each county, will be done later by Pres-
ident Cooley.

The meeting yesterday was limited in
attendance, many of the delegates hav-
ing returned to their homes, but the
sessions were productive of much work
just the same. Papers were read by
R. N. Milner, a former street commis-
sioner of St. Louis, and ex-City Engi-
neer G. W. Sublette, of Minneapolis.

Four resolutions relating to road
building and state aid were introduced
and passed without a dissenting voice.
One urged the passage of a law carry-
ing into effect the state aid plan, 'he
second favored a law providing for the
payment of the road tax in cash, the
third recommended the passage of the
Brownlow bill, and a fourth instructed
the president to name a vice president
ex-officio from each district.

A committee of five from the house
and four from the senate was decidedon as necessary for the legislation that
the association desires.

The convention closed at 4 o'clock,
with a vote of thanks to the city i'or
the use of the council chamber, and
bouquets in general for those who had
lent their aid to the good roads cause.

OWL CAR ORDINANCE
WILL HAVE HARD

SLEDDING
Some Members ofAldermanic

Board Are Opposed to
Measitre; So Are Mayor
Smith and President Haas
—Proposal Is Made to Test
the Measure for a Month.

Pr esent prospects would indicate thatthe "owl car" measure, passed by the
assembly Thursday evening, will not
have smooth sailing when it reachesthe board of aldermen, but if it is de-feated it will not be the fault of theseveral hundred advocates who arenow pleading with the obdurate mem-
bers to support the measure.

Aid. Huber, when the all-night serv-
ice was first proposed announced his
unalterable opposition to it, and Aid.Dobner, another stalwart, is said To be
of the same frame of mind. Two oth-
ers, it is said, stand against the serv-
ice, so it can be said that the measure
will have rough sledding.

It was announced yesterday that an
attempt would be made to kill the "owl
car" scheme for all time, but those thatare fathering it will, in case of refusalto aprove it, at once demand that it be
sent to the committee on streets. Here
all who favor it may be given a hear-
ing.

Even should the measure get through
the board of aldermen it will encounter
another obstacle in the possible veto ofthe mayor. Mayor Smith announced a
week ago that be would veto it if itever reached him, and this feature has
since been further complicated by the
attitude of President Henry Haas, ,vho
is the executive in the absence of May-
or Smith.

Mr. Haas opposed it in the assembly
on the gronnd that it would disturb thepatients in the hospitals, and it will
take considerable argument to swerve
him from his stand.

The success of an all-night servicemay be demonstrated by actual trial.

BREAKS WRONG VIOLIN
AT LARGE EXPENSE

By Mistake Leading Man Destroys an
Instrument Worth $900.

When the young minister in "AtCozy
Corners," at the Metropolitan, breaks
his wife's cherished violin he very
nearly breaks her heart as well.

Last night when Francis X. Hope
broke the violin over the pulpit of thelittle church of Cozy Corners he camenear breaking two hearts, that ofDaniel Muhlenbruch, the leader of theMetropolitan orchestra, as well as dain-ty little Adelaide Thurston.

By a regrettable mistake Mr. Hope,
instead of breaking a "prop" violin
smashed into splinters a very fine in-strument belonging to the orchestra
director of the theater.

The breaking of the violin comes at
the dramatic climax of the third act
of the play. Throughout the first part
of the act a violin belonging to the or-
chestra leader is always borrowed for
Miss Thurston to carry.

Just before the time comes for Mr.
Hope, who as the young minister, J»a temporary fit of jealousy and rage
destroys the violin, a "prop" instrument
is adroitly substituted at each per-
formance. These violins are a very
clever imitation and cost only about
$2.60 each.

Last night the property man of Miss
Thurston's company, James H. John-
son, got the violins mixed and Miss
Thurston handed Mr. Hope the valua-
ble Villaume instrument loaned by Mr.
Muhlenbrush, which cost .him $900. A
few minutes later the French violin
was a wreck, broken into a hundred
parts.

When the mistake was discovered
there was a wild and stormy scene,
far- more vehement than the mimic in-
cident which preceded.

Mr. Muhlenbrush, who speaks Eng-
lish imperfectly, tore his hair and ut-
tered exclamations in tjvo languages.
A hurried call brought Claxton WiJs-
tach, Miss Thurston's manager, from
the front of the theater back to the
stage. Mr. Muhlenbrush was demand-
ing $900 and brandishing the broken
fragments of his treasured instrument.

Mr. Wilstach deposited the amount
of damages claimed by the orchestra
leader with W. B. Egan, who represents
Manager L. N. Scott, and the matter
is to be settled today.

Miss Thurston's engagement at the
Metropolitan Is yielding the manage-
ment a fine profit, but Mr. Wilstach
said last night that if he had to settle
for the full amount claimed by the or-
chestra leader that the profits would
be for naught.

GETS NEW TRIAL AFTER
MANY MONTHS IN JAIL

Bjornaas Is Sent Back When Sentence
Is Near Served.

Lorentz Bjornaas, who has served
eight months of a twelve months' sen-
tence in the state prison on a charge of
forgery in the second degree, was
granted a new trial by a decision of
the supreme court handed down yester-
day.

Bjornaas was sentenced by Judge
Baxter, of Fergus Falls, after being
convicted by a jury. He sold a load of
wheat belonging to his wife and re-
ceived in part payment a check for $60,
made payable to Gunder Bartleson.
Bjornaas signed Bartleson's name to
the check and secured the money.

At the trial the attorney for Bjornaas
endeavored to show the facts leading
up to the transaction, but Judge.Bax-
ter would not permit the question of
intent to be shown. In his charge to
the jury the court said, "This is a cl?ar
case of forgery. The defendant does
not deny it."

In its decision the supreme court
says: "We think the trial court mis-
conceived and incorrectly stated the
rights of the defendant. It is elemen-
tary that the intent to defraud is an ts-
sential element of the crime of forgery.
The intent is an open question for the
jury to determine by the facts and cir-
cumstances. The charge of the court,
which practically imposed on the jury
the duty of finding the defendant gtsilty
upon" the mere proof of the physical
fact that he wrote Bartleson's name on
the back of the check was an error."
