Tea Company Wants Return From

Well Known Railroader Suc-
cumbs While in Employ
ofCliinese Government.

Stamp Concern.

Capt. W. W. Rich, who for the past
four years has been consulting engi-
neer of the Imperial Chinese railway
administration, died in China on Jan.
2. He was well known in the Twin
Cities and Wisconsin, having been the
first manager and engineer of the Soo
road.

Capt. Rich had entire charge of the
construction of the road, and after it
came into operation became its gen-
eral manager and chief engineer. He
remained with the company till 1898,
when he went to China to take the
position he held at the time of his
death.

Before his connection with the Soo
Capt. Rich was engaged extensively in
railroad construction work, having
had charge of the building of the Wis-
consin Central from Milwaukee to
Ashland. He was also connected with
the engineering department of the
Milwaukee for a time. He was an in-
timate friond of ex-Senator W. D.
Washburn, and his being engaged by

the Chinese government grew from a
visit to that country with the senator.
They went together to seek railroad
concessions, and, though they were
not successful in obtaining any, the
Chinese government was so favorably
impressed with Capt. Rich that soon
after his return to this country he was
tendered the position of consulting en-
gineer.

The father of Capt. Rich, Rev. Jus-
tus C. Rich, was a member of the
Minnesota Methodist church confer-
ence. Mrs. Alice Hamilton Rich, wife
of the deceased, is well known as a
contributor to American literary pe-»
riodicals, being the author of many
articles on China and the Orient.

WORK FOR DEALERS

Coal Practices of Other Cities
Transferred to St.

Paul.

There is a well defined impression
prevailing throughout the city that
there is an available supply of hard
coal, and that it is being held by local
dealers and brokers for higher prices.

That some unscrupulous dealers have
coal and that they are taking advant-
age of the public necessity, hoping to
secure higher prices by waiting until
the supply becomes so meager and the
suffering of the people so intense that
they can get any price they name,
however exorbitant, is generally be-
lieved.

Already hard coal is being retailed
by the bucketful at prices which aggre-
gates $20 per ton. It is reported that a
dealer in an outlying portion of the
city yesterday sold hard coal by the
pound, allowing each person a fifty-
pound sack for 50 cents.

A man on Seventh street, who is
known to have an abundant supply,
was last week selling hard coal at $15
per ton, but when approached by a rep-
resentative of The Globe declared
that he was disposing of but a limited
quantity. It is understood that he is
handling the coal for others, who have
about 500 tons available. He was quiet-
ly selling it for $15 per ton.

Prominent dealers, who have a repu-
tation to maintain, fear to go before thepublic demanding such unreasonable
prices, and many of them are said to
have devised the plan of having some
irresponsible small dealer do the dirty
work.
