BUT, CURIOUSLY, IT DOESN'T
HELP WALL STREET MUCH

That This Is the Case Is Further Proof
of the Apathetic Condition of Feeling
—Three Northwestern Roads Among
the Very Few That Mdke a Notable
Showing of Strength.

NEW YORK, Jan. 17.—The public
apathy towards the stock mari®t was
indicated today by the effect of the
publication of the very favorable bank
statement. Traders had bought a few
stocks in anticipation of the good show-
ing by the banks, but their attempt to
take profits after the publication caus-
ed a melting away of gains and in
some cases their total wiping out.

The known movements of currency
from- the statements of the banks
themselves indicated a gain of eight to
nine millions in the cash item, but the
actual gain by the average system of
computation shows a rise of upwar:ls
of $12,000,000. Last week’s -statement
understated the amount of the actual
cash gain by about the amount that
today’s statement overstates it, which
is not unusual where a heavy move-
ment comes late in the week. Today's
large loan increase is normal to the
season, but there has been no evidence
of the empleyment of so large a sum as
$14,000,000 in the stock market this
week and it is supposed that syndicate
operations unknown to the people have
figured -in this item, The increase of
the surplus amounts to $5,406,825.

The comparative ease which has bean
reached in the money market left ouly
a languid interest in the bank state-
ment. Only Missouri Pacific, Atchison,
St. Paul, Chicago Great Western B,
Louisville, Great Northern preferred
and American Car made any noticeable
show of strength, and their gains were
not well maintained. International
Power was run up 9 points, but drop-
ped back 3. The market closed irregu-
lar. :

The stock market has shown a re-
actionary tendency this week without
any distinctly unfavorable develop-
ments in the business situation to ac-
count for the change in sentiment from
the week before, when operators in

| stocks seemed to feel gfeat confidence

in a higher range of prices and in the
usual January boom.

MARKET VERY STRONG, FOREIGN
NEWS FAVORING THE BULLS

May Delivery Makes a New Record by

Selling Up to 79 Cents—Commission
Houses Full of Orders to Buy—Con-
tinved Liquidation in Corn, Which,
Like Qats, Closes Lower.

i

CHICAGO, Jan. 17.—Foreign news
was again favorable to the bulis in the
wheat pit today and the market was
very strong, May closing 1-2c¢ higher,
May corn closed 1-2¢ lower, while oats
were down 3-4@7-8c. May provisions
closed from 2 1-2@5c lower to 5¢
higher. .

There was an active trade in wheat
and higher prices were realized, the
May delivery making a new record for
the crop by selling up to 79¢. Com-
milssion houses appeared to have an
‘unlimited supply of orders to buy May
and with offerings rather light, the
market was extremely strong. There
was a slight reaction shortly after the
opening, which was a shade lower to
1-8c higher at 78 1-8c to 78 1-4@
78 3-8¢, due to weakness in/the North-
west and the price declined to 77 7-8
@78c, but the easiness was only mo-
mentary and active buying soon
+ brought a rally and there was a grad-
ual advance to 79c. Realizing toward
the close caused another decline, but
final figures were 1-2¢ higher at 78 5-8
@78 3-4c. A cable from Liverpool stat-
ed that French prices were close to an
importing basis and there were rumors
.of some wheat having been already
bought for home consumption. Pre-
vious reperts of serious damage to
winter wheat and rye in South Russia
'were confirmed.

Bullish Flour News.

The flour news from the Northwest
‘was bullish and there was little in the
day’s news to encourage the bears.
Ciearances of wheat and flour were
equal to 343,000 bu. Primary receipts
were 577,700 bu, against 531,400 bu a
year ago. Minneapolis and Duluth re-
‘ported receipts of 296 cars, which with
local receipts of 40 cars—none of con-
tract grade—made total receipts for
‘the three points of 336 cars, against
427 cars last week and 563 cars a year

. Continued liquidation of corn, due to
‘reports of heavy couniry acceptances
caused easiness in that pit and in the
absence of any particular demand, the
market weakened. Prospects of favor-
able weather and larger receipts were
| bear - factors. The close was easier
with May 1-2c lower at 43 3-4@43 7-8¢,
‘after selling between 43 3-4c and 44
1-4¢c. Local receipts were 433 cars,
with only one of contract grade.

Oats Weak, Yet Active.

Oats ruled weak and the market was

The freight situation was
also a depressing factor, one of two
railroads having refused business for
the East on account of inability to
