PROPOSED PEACE
5 NOT AGGEPTED

National League Magnates
Meet but Fail to
Agree.

CINCINNATI, Ohio, Jen. 19.—After
being in session at the Grand hotel
here this afternoon and again until late
tonight, the National Baseball league
failed to accept the proposed peace
agreement. Even if there had been no
injunction issued in anticipation of rat-
ification, it is doubtful whether the re~
sult would have been different.

The greeting in the hotel lobby when
the Western and part of the Eastern
representatives first met were not such
as usually characterizes such occa-
sions. Brush, Vanderhorst, Knowles
and Ebbitts had been on the same
train in conference for the past twen-
ty-four hours, and Soden and Conant
arrived but a short time previously.

All the others had been in confer-
ence and in waiting during the day,
and when all finally got together short-
ly after 3 o’clock, President Pulliam
promptly called them into his parlor,
where, from all accounts, the presiding
officer had plenty to do.

President Pulliam had before him
an opinion from Attorneys Outcalt and
Foraker as to what could be done while
the injunction was over them, and
it was on the advice of counsel that the
league went into committee of whole
to ascertain what could be done rather
than to take any decisive action.

During the evening recess, resident
counsel in Philadelphia was engaged
by wire for the hearing of the in-
junction cases on Wednesday, and this

was accepted, as indicating that Mr.
Brush had not yielded to persuasion
to drop the cas$, as it was thought
prior to his arrival that he would do,
after hearing fully from his conference

committee. It is now possible that the
meeting may adjourn to Philadelphia
until after the proceedings there in
court on Wednesday.

The Night Session.

The night session was devoted to
considering the joint peace agree-
ment, section by section, and the vote
stood 6 to 2 in committee of the whole
on all of the first sections to which
no opposition whatever had been ex-
pected. The New York and Brooklyn
clubs said they were not opposed to
these sections except that they were
interwoven in a compact to which
they were opposed as a whole.

The last two sections apply to ter-
ritory rights and players and opposi-
tion was expected to those sections be-
cause New York is included in the
American circuit and because of the
players that New York and Brooklyn
claim to have been taken from them.

At midnight no vote had been tak-
en on either of these two much dis-
puted sections, and it is doubtful
whether any vote will be reached dur-
ing the night. There was also some
doubt as to how Boston would vote
on these sections. -

President Robinson said the league
ought to have completed its work in
thirty minutes and indorsed such
measures as the new ownership of the
Cincinnati club and on that of the con-
ference committee. He and other
Western members greatly regretted
the situation.

Among those in the hotel lobby were
Capt. Donovan, of the St. Louis team;
Business Manager Frank Bancreft, of
the Cincinnati team; Buck Ewing,
former manager of the Cincinnatis;
Robert Hedges, of the St. Louis club,
and George Stallings, manager of the
Buffalo club. President Pulliam de-
nies the report that he will resign his
present position to become the head of
the new Philadelphia club when it is
secured by the Dreyfuss syndicate,
which includes Kesley Schoepf, of
Cincinnati, and Hugh J. McGowan, of
Indianapolis.

In the Afternoon.

Rogers After Delehanty.

President Pulliam read the following

Philadelphia, Pa., Dee, 16, 1902.—Mr.
Harry C. Pulliam, President, Se tary
and Treasurer, National ILeague—Dear
S I have received official notice of

1 ers’ contract with the New York club
in* which is included one E. J. Delehanty
for the years 1903, 1904 and 1905. For the
reasons advanced at our recent National
I ue meeting I hereby protest against
the action of the New York club in sign-

ing Delehanty to that contract, as it is
in violation not only of the reserve rules,
but in violation of the lawful and_ duly
renewed contract of this club with Dele-
hanty for the season of 1903. The con-
stitution of the league absolutely pro-
hibits any negotiations with a league
club and a player under contract with
another club. ;

In addition to this, it is a violation
of the pledge and agreement made be-
tween clubs at the meeting held at the
league. office Sept. 24 and 25 at which
each club promised to abide by the list
furnished each other of all players under
contract. Delehanty’s name was on the
list so furnished by the Philadelphia
club and on no other list furnished at
that meeting. Outside of all league con-
stitutions and agreements, Delehanty
was unable to play in Pennsylvania last
year because he had violated a lawful
contract which had been upheld by the
' supreme court of Pennsylvania in the
Lajoie ease. In every other court where
the contract was under judicial scrutiny
and legality of the contract has been up-
held, although in two instances its en-
forcement by a court of equity has been
refused.

Protests Against New York.

I also desire to protest against the
New York club through its agents, in-
terfering with the negotiations of the
Philadelphia club with players under con-
tract to it, viz: Lajoie and Flick. This
is also in violation of the constitution
of the league and the law of the land.
These negotiations of the New York club
have not only occurred during the sea-
son, but since the baseball season closed,
and cannot even be regarded as a war
measure. This paper is simply meant as
a protest to be followed up by charges
against the New York club and its offi-
cers which we propose to enforce in the
tribunals of the league, and perhaps, if
occasions justified it, in the civil courts.

The league went into a committee of
the whole with President Pulliam as
chairman and Julius Fleischman as secre-
tary. A motion by Hart, of Chicago, to
admit members of the press was with-
drawn after objection had been raised.
Previously the newspaper men had se-
cured pledges for admittance from repre-
Sentatives of the Philadelphia, Pittsburg,
Circinnati, Chicago and St. Louis clubs.
The representatives of the other clubs on
their arrival proceeded at once into the
meeting.

A motion by Robison, seconded by So-
den, carried, that the conference commit-
tee report be read by President Herrmann,
who first presented a telegram from the
directors of the Western league urging
that the agreement between the National
and American leagues be ratified in the
interest of the national games as well as
of peace.

The following report signed by Harry
{ C. Pulliam, August Herrman, Frank De
Hass Robison and James A. Hart was
submitted by Chairman Herrmann.

‘““At our annual meeting in New York,
Dec. 10, 1902, the following resolution
was unanimously adopted, all of the clubs
being represented:

The First Resolution.

“Whereas, it has been stated in the
public prints that the president of the
American league has declared that his
organization has been in faver of, and
that the National league has been op-
posed to, a peaceful settlement of the so-
called basebail war; therefore,

“Resolved, That a committee of three
be appeinted for the purpose of conferring
with representatives of the American
league, now in this city, ir they so desire,
to ascertain upon what basis such a re-
sult can be accomplished.

“Thereupon, a committee consisting of
Herrmann, Cineinnati; Robison, St.
Louis, and Hart, Chicago, was appointed.

“A conference was at once held with
the representatives of the American
league, then in New York, and it was
urged by them that their league would
appoint a similar committee and that a
meeting of the committees would be ar-
ranged for in January.

“Afterwards the American league met
in Chicago and anounced that their com-
mittee would consist of Somers, Cleve-
land; Comiskey, Chicago; Killilea, Bos-
ton, and probably Johnson, the president
of their league. When Johnson was
added to the American committee by
consent of all the National clubs, Presi-
dent Pulliam was made the fourth mem-
ber of your committee.

“Tlioreupon your committee met the
committee representing the American
league in Cincinnati, Jan. 9 and 10, 1903.

“A full and fair discussion of all mat-
ters in controversy was had.

“Having in mind the future welfare and
preservation of the national game, your
committee unanimously agreed with the
committee representing the American
league on a basis of settlement.

Recommends Agreement.

“Your committee unanimously recom-
mends that said agreement be adopted
and ratified by this league.

“We believe that in doing so, the Na-
tioral league and American association of
professional baseball clubs will make a
move that will be more lasting, more ben-
official and meet with more general ap-
proval than any action that has been
taken for some time, and will certainly be
in strict accord with the very objects of
our association as set forth in the con-
stitution.”’

A motion by Robison, seconded by
Fleischmann, then prevailed to take up
consideration of the join agreement trans-
mitted with the Herrmann report, sec-
tion by section, after which a general
and animated discussion followed. Before
taking a recess for supper, the committee
of the whole rose and the league adopted
the following, offered by August Herr-

maan:
“Whereas. This league is advised that
on Friday, Jan. 16, a bill in equity was

filed in court at Philadelphia wherein the
New York Exhibition company is com-
plainant and Harry C. Pulliam, individ-
ually and as president of the National
league, and the other constituent mem-
bers of the Ntional league are defendants,
and wherein a special order of injunction
has been granted restraiping said de-
fendants, and all of them from making,
ratifying or performing a certain agree-
ment reached on Jan. 10, 1903, at Cin-
cinnati, between a committee of the
American league and a committee of the
National league; and

“Whereas, Said temporary order of in-
junction is made returnable in Philadel-
phia in sald court of common please “on
Wednesday, Jan. 21, at 10:30 a. ., and

“Whe s, It is desired that this leagus
and constituent members thereof, be rep-
resented and heard in defense of =aid
bill in equity, and that the alleged cause
of complaint stated therein be properly
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resisted and defended; therefore,

“Resolved, That the president of the
league be direeted to retain and employ
counsel in this behalf and to arrange for
the payment of such counsel's services on
account of the National league and
American asseciation of professional base-
ball clubs.

“Resolved, That sald counsel be di-
rected to enter the appearance in said
cause of all parties defendant thereto,
not heretofore served with process there-
in, and that upon the hearing of said tem-
porary order said counsel be directed to
ask for an injunction bond from the
plaintiff in said cause sufficient and ade-
quate and in accordance with the stat-
utes of Pennsylvania, to indemnify this
league and its constituent members from
any and all damage that may acctue by
reason of the institution and prosecution
otlgald proceedings at Philadtlphia afore-
said.”

Hart and Fleischmann Tired.

After midnight Mayor Fleischmann,
of Cincinnati, and President Hart, of
Chicago, left the meeting. The latter
Wwas not at all'satisfied with the mest-
ing, but the former sald he still had
hope of a settlement. Ashley Lloyd,
one of the New York directors, left the
meeting about the same time. He was
strongly opposed to the agreement, but
all of the retiring members were reti-
cent. At 1 o'clock the meeting was
still in session on the territorial ques-
tion, with no probability of any result
during the night, and the question of
assignment of players had not been
reached.

At 1:40 the meeting adjourned with-
out reaching any conclusion.

BAN JOHNSON’S
NARROW ESCAPE

American League Leader Safely Passes
Crisis of Pneumonia.

CHICAGO, Jan. 19.—According to
his attending physicians, President
Johnson, of the American league, yes-
terday safely passed the crisis of
pneumonia, which reached its highest
point of development Saturday night.
A small area of the left lung is af-
fected, but after a consultation yes-
terday afternoon the doctors said the
disease had not spread any within
twenty-four hours.

Mr. Johnson is not allowed to see
visitors, but he is thought to be rea-
sonably free fregs dangerous develop-
ments, and th@ s /hysicians, who have
ordered complete rest, think he will
slowly regain his former strength, al-
though unwilling to assert he is en-
tirely out of danger until at least a
week has passed.

Neither the baseball general nor the
friends who visited him during the
early part of the week realized how
serious his condition was, but it is now
thought a dangerous illness has been
forestalled. A trained nurse is in at-
tendance.

In speaking of the case, Dr. William
E. Quine, a specialist on internal dis-
eases, who was called in consultation
by Dr. Howard Crutcher, Mr. John-
son’s family physician, said last night:

“Mr. Johnson has pneumonia. A
small area of the left lung is affected.
The case began on Friday and reach-
eq its highest development iSaturday
night. Since that time it has not ex-
tended any in area. From this fact
we think he is not in an imminently
dangerous condition, although he will
hardly be free from all danger for a
week.”

Dr. Crutcher said:

“I think the crisis has passed and
Mr, Johnson will gain rapidly from
this point. He needs rest and freedom
from care, but we hope in a few days
to see him safely on the way to recov-
ery.” -

Wilmot and Cantillon Claim Contracts
With the Infielder.

MILWAUKEE, Wis, Jan. 19.—An
argument which may give the direc-

tors of the American association con-.

siderable cause for lengthy discussion
will be brought before them at an
early date in the claims of the Mil-
waukee and Minneapolis clubs for the
services of Third Baseman Oyler.

Last fall Manager Cantillon signed
Oyler, then a member of the Balti-
more club, to play third base for the
Brewers. According to the affidavits
of Manager Wilmot, of the Millers,
Oyler accepted the terms of the Min-
neapolis club, which now disputes the
claim of Milwaukee to the former
Oriole.

The claims of both clubs have been
forwarded to President Hickey, who
will submit them to the members of
the board of directors for a final de-
cision. According to the statement
which came from a member of the di-
rectors yesterday, the Milwaukee club
has the best chance to claim the lit-
tle third baseman, but Wilmot says he
will fight to the bitter end for the in-
fielder.

DISCOVERY OF RAILROAD
COUPONS LONG MISSING

Found Through the Removal of an Old

Wooden Partition.

NEW YORK, Jan. 19.—The mystery
that for more than two years has sur-
rounded the loss of 7-package containing
37,800 worth of coupons of various rail-
roads was cleared up today through the
recent remaval of an old wooden partition
in the registry division of the general
postofifice.

The package in question was sent by
registered mail on Sept. 17, 1900, by Hopé
& Son, bankers, of Amsterdam, Holland,
to the New York bankirg firm of Heidel-
bach, Ickelheimer & Co. The first trace
of the missing coupcns was obtaiced a
few days ago when a package of coupons
to the value of $3,000 was received by the
Corn Exchange bank for redemption. They
were identified as part of the missing in-
voice and the police were notifled. The
coupons were found by a carpenter who
had been employed to tear down an old
partition in the postoffice. In the cellars
of the postofiice coupons to the value of
$2,500 were discovered, and it is believed
that a more thorough search will result
in the finding of the remaining coupons.
