REAL ESTATE MEN

LOOK FORACTIVE |

 SEASON

Local Situation Is Improving
and Properties That Have
Been Held Are Now on
Market—Apartment Build-
ing Is Wanted for Colored
People.

While the week just closed was an
inactive one in the movement of local
real estate, the St. Paul brokers are
preparing for an unusually large busi-
ness as soon as the ‘‘season” opens.

January is always the dull month of
the year among real estate dealers,
and while there is little doing at the
present time, business is much bet-
ter than during the same period a year
ago, and the prospects for an early
activity are very bright.

Thus far 1903 has surpassed the ex-
pectations of the most sanguine brok-
ers, and at present there is nothing in
prospect to diminish activity. The
general situation seems to be improv-
ing steadily and the indications are
that St. Paul real estate will maintain
its present broad scope.

Big things are expected from down-
town property during the present year.
Some who refused to sell in 1902 are
already offering desirable sites for sale
and some who bought last year are
realizing on their investments and are
preparing  to reinvest in other sites.
Prices in the meanwhile are still ad-
vancing, not with the same degree of
rapidity as some months ago, but suffi-
ciently to encourage purchases. The
majority of persons prefer to invest
on a rising market, and it is this pref-
erence, no doubt, that is largely re-
sponsible for the continuance of the
upward movement. Bargain- hunters
are not active, because bargains are
not to be had. This class of buyers
are waiting for a reaction, but the lat-
ter seems as remote now as it was a
year ago. Every broker thoroughly
familiar with down-town conditions
predicts still higher prices, and some
declare that in certain sections prices
will advance indefinitely.

Building Is at Standstill.

Building operations are also prac-
tically at a standstill, owing to the
uncertain weather and other deterrent
factors of long standing.

However, architects have some inter-
esting plans on the boards, but they are
not being rushed, nor is their number
equal to that of a year ago. Builders
are beginning to chafe under the in-
activity, but whenever estimates are
obtained on new work, the latter, at
least in some instances, is indefinite-
ly postponed. If anything, prices of
material are higher than ever, lead-
ing operators to believe that a tacit
understanding exists between produc-
ers to the end that prices will be main-
tained at present levels until the spring
building season opens, when, if a rush
sets in, prices are to be pushed still
higher. If that is the case, the longer
commencement on work is delayed the
more expensive it will be. And all the
while brokers are calling for more
houses, residences of the better grade,
to sell. The shortage of good dwell-
ings has reached a point where the
brokers are canvassing the better resi-
dence districts In an effort to induce
people to sell. But generally they re-
fuse to do so, because they do not
know where to look for new homes,
The outlook for a building boom of
moderate dimensions is extremely good
on that account alone.

Brokers Object to “Wildcats.”

Legitimate real estate brokers com-
plain of the methods employed by the
so-called wildcat dealers in connection
with the handling of real estate. Ref-
erence is had to the indiscriminate
manner in which many brokers offer
property for sale without the knowl-
edge of the owner. Seeing a “for sale”
sign on the property, it is the custom
of many brokers to place their own
signs on the property in the belief
that if they chance to find a purchaser
the owner will overlook their unauthor-
ized action. In this way it frequently
happens that half a dozen or more signs
are stuck about on the same lot, not
only disfiguring the neighborhood, but
working an injustice to the first and
authorized broker. The matter has
been discussed at meetings of the Real
Estate exchange, and the legislature
may be askegd to pass a bill relieving
the situation.

In speaking of the local realty sit-
uation and the prospects for the com-
ing year, J. W. Shepherd, recently
elected president of the St. Paul Real
Estate exchange, takes a decidedly op-
timistic view of conditions.

““At the present time,” says Mr. Shep-
herd, ‘“‘there are good investments to be
had in downtown property, as well as in
all parts of the city. Real estate is now
cheaper here in St. Paul than in any other
city of the same class In the countgy.
Minneapolis gets higher prices per front
foot for business locations, yet rentals
are no higher, and in many instances not
so high. I have just returned from a
business trip through Southern California,
and while there I studied the real estate
situation very closely. In Los Angeles
business property sells for much bhetter

rices than the same class of property
n St. Paul, vet after the improvements
are made, it drings no better rentals. For
these very reasons the investments made
in St. Paul are better than in the cities
named. It requires the investment of
less capital to secure the same income.

Business Houses Want Property.

“Wholesale and jobbing houses in par-
ticular,” said Mr. Shepherd, ‘“‘are having
a hard time in securing desirable loca-

tions for more - commodious  quarters,
which many of them must have within a
short time. Many of these houses have
outgrown their present quarters and have
for some time been trying to secure loca-
tions for new buildings, but the more de-
sirable locations are held at such a high
figure that none of the pending deals have
yet been closed. In some instances of-
fers have been made by jobbers to lease
desirable property for a period of ten or
more years, at a high rental.

“Arrangements were all made last year
for the erection of a building to house a
local jobbing firm, and plans for a build-
ing to cost between $300,000 and $400,000
were drawn. An Eastern capitalist had
agreed to furnish the money and put up
the building, but before the negotiations
were closed a St. Paul banker informed
the Eastern capitalists that he was pay-
ing too high a price for the ground on
Which the building was to be built and
the deal fell through. It now looks as
though the jobbers and wholesalers would
remain in their present quarters for the
present year at least, although: some of
them are badly cramped for room, and
may take steps to secure new locations
this spring.”

Desirable property for residence pur-
poses, .according to Mr. Shepherg, prom-
1ses to be more aective.in 1903 than it has
been for many years.
= ~‘Four years ago;"” said Mr. Shepherd,

there were vacant houses - and  store
buildings in all parts of the city. ‘There
Wwas no demand for them, and they could
not be'rented at any price. Today, it is
impossible to rent a store building in any
fairly decent location. All of these
houses which were vacant at that time,
and thousands of others which have since
been erected, are-now occupied at a good
price, and there is a demand for hun-
dreds of others, a demand which cannot
be supplied. Many more houses would
have been -built last year, but for the
high prices of labor and material, but
even at ghe prevailing high prices, I look
for a building boem this year. The de-
mand for such houses, and the fact that
People are willing to pay good prices for
them make such investments profitable.
Rents at the present time are from 25 to
40 per cent higher than four years ago,
vet the demand js far greater than the
supply.

Flats Wanted for Colored People.

“‘One of the best investments that could
be made is the erection of a 'modern
steam-heated apartment building to be
rented exclusively to colored persons. An
apartment house of this kind would be
welcomed by the better class of colored
people, and could be filled with good pay-
ing tenants from one end of the yvear to
the other. It hag always been a hard
matter for a -colored person to rent any
sort of a decent home in this eity, and
while there are hundreds of colored fami-
Hes in St. Paul whe are able’and willing
to pay well for good accommodations,
none are to be had. If plans which are
now being considered "do not fall through
an apartment house, modeérri in every
respect, wil; be built during the present
year in the locality west of the head of
Rice street and University avenue, to be
devoted exclusively to the better class of
colored people. The plan is to erect a
large apartment house, modern in every
detall, for which good rentals will be
charged. The ssituation has been can-
vassed, and morethan enough desirable

TELLS OF THE TORRENS SYSTEM.

Register of Deeds Makes Arguments for
Title Reglistration.

A most interesting  book. which
just made its appearanece is the "Torr}(}ﬁus
System of Land Transfers in Minnesota
and Oth(;r States,” written and published
by M. W. Fitzgerald, register of deeds of
Ramsey county. The book is a treatise
on the new land registration law which
was adopted two wears ago for the use of
c-ounlhzs_ in Minnesota having a popula-
tion of 75,000 or more. - The law is also in
Vogue in Massachusetts and Illinois, and
will probably be adopted by several other
s'tates during the present winter. The
volume was- prepared by Mr. Fitzgerald
after months of bard work and study.
The book is written for the benefit of
g;'elg;pgﬁs; of] peogﬂe, but is considered

al value to rson W

n S work Mr. Fitzgerald has
away with techniealities, and the q(\]](;r;ei
tion is treated in a. ciear and interesting
manner. All of the many benefits to be
gained from the law are pointed out in
the book. The work contains a history of
the Torrens law in general. but more es-
pecially to the law -as applied in Minne-
sota. Coples of the forms used in carry-
ing out the law and the important deci-
sions of the state and federal courts on
the matter are contained in the book.
After many years of fighting to secure
such’ a law, the present Minnesota Tor-
rens system was adopted for use in Ram-
séy, Hennepin and St. Louis counties in
1901. The fight in Minnesota to secure
the adoption of such a law was watched
by men interested in real estate all over
the country. :

Mr. Fitzgerald, who
prominent proponents of such a law, re-
ceived letters from men in all parts of
the United States, asking for information
regarding the effect of such ga law, and
after answering a few of these the writer
decided to give the public the benefit of
his knowledge of the law by writing a
book on the subject. It is expected. that
the work just published by Mr. Fitzgerald
will do much toward bringing the lJaw into
&eneral use throughout Minnesota, and it
will also aid in securing the adoption of
the law In other states.” The adoption of
the Torrens law_is now being agitated in
Texas, Kansas, Missouri, Nebraska, Mon-
tana, Washington and the District of Co-
lumbia. Requests for copies of the book
have already been received in sufficient
