Payne, the Republican Floor

Leader of the House, Is

Repeatedly Turned Down

While Fighting the Pas-

sage ofPrivate Claim Bills.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 30.—
This was the last private claims day

of this congress in the house and mem-
bers with bills on the calendar carried
everything before them in committee
of the whole. Forty-five bills In all
"Were acted on favorably, despite the

efforts of Mr. Payne, the Republican
floor leader,. assisted by Mr. Cannon
and others, to defeat some of them.
Many of the claims were old, dating
back to the Civil war, and a few orig-

inated prior to that time. The latter
\u25a0were for balances due for carrying
mails in the South when the war broke
out. Mr. Payne was particularly in-

sistent in his opposition to these bills,
calling attention to the exposure of the
fraudulent character of many similar
claims in the Forty-fifth congress. He
expressed the opinion that all these
claims had been paid before. The mem-
bers interested stood their ground, how-
ever, and voted him down every time
he demanded a division.

There were several bills to reimburse
postmasters and internal revenue col-
lectors for stamps lost or stolen.

Ice at 90 Cents a Hundred.
One was to pay the balance on a

contract for ice furnished the army
hospitals in the Mississippi valley dur-
ing the war. The amount claimed is
$80,000 and is for ice at the rate of 90
cents a hundred pounds. Among the
others were bills to pay George C. Elli-
son, an engineer at the capitol In the
'70s. $5,000 for the cost of defending

himself against the charge of murder,
to pay $5,000 to the widow of Samuel
Muhleman, one of the victims of the
old Ford theater disaster, when the
building, in which were employed gov-
ernment clerks, collapsed, and to re-
fund the customers of W. M. Jacobs,
of Lancaster, Pa., the amount of the
counterfeit stamps purchased from
him.

When the committee of the whole re-
ported the bills to the house, Mr. Payne
blocked their final passage, thereby
making the point of no quorum. But
the friends of the claims refused to be
balked. A motion was made to recesa
until tomorrow morning at 10:30
o'clock in order to continue the legisla-

tive day of today and the sergeant-at-
arms and his deputies were sent out
to arrest and bring in the absentees.
It was 8 o'clock at night before the
requisite quorum was secured to carry
the motion and let the session go over
until 10:30 tomorrow forenoon.

The session of the senate was de-
voted to eulogies on the late Senator
McMillan, of Michigan.

Squally for Immigration Bill.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 30.—

Senators Penrose, Lodge and Fair-
banks, leading members of the senate
committee on immigration, who have
In charge the immigration bill, have
been in conference today with other
members of the senate with a view of
obtaining an agreement on the bill,
whereby its passage can be secured.
Senator Lodge, who has been the es-
pecial champion of the educational test
for immigrants, has agreed to allow
that provision to be withdrawn, pro-
viding unanimous consent can be had
for the passage of the bill after the
amendment is withdrawn. There are,
however, a few senators who see dan-
ger in conference, are not satisfied and
may oppose the bill even with the ed-
ucational provision eliminated. In the
present condition of legislation it is
generally recognized that the passage
of the bill is impossible unless all op-
position can be removed.

Committee Action on Treaties.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 30.—The

senate committee on foreign relations
today authorized favorable reports on
the Alaskan boundary treaty and the
protocol for the extension of time for
the ratification of the Cuban reciproc-
ity treaty. The Panama treaty was
opposed to by Senator Morgan, who
offered a number of amendments and
presented an argument in opposition to
the treaty as it now stands. The com-
mittee will meet again tomorrow to
hear the conclusion of Senator Mor-
gan's objections.

Favorable Report, Naturally.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 30.—The

committee on organization of the exec-
utive departments, of which Senator
Quay is chairman, has ordered a fa-
vorable report upon the statehood bill,
offered by the senator as an amend-

ment to appropriation bills. The com-
mittee was not formally called togeth-
er, but Senator Quay saw the mem-
bers and secured their approval to the
favorable report of the bill as a rider
to the supply bills. All the members
of the committee who are in the city
gave their consent, except Senator
Beveridge, who, as the leader of the
opposition to the bill, of course, ob-
jected.

Post Check Notes Looking Up.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 30.—The

house committee on postofßces and
post roads today authorized a favora-
ble report on the bill introduced by

Mr. Gardner, Michigan, to "prevent
robbing the mail and to provide a safer
and easier method of sending money
by mail." It provides for a system of
post check notes, which are-made ex-
changeable at money order postoffices
and banks.

NEW GERMAN TARIFF
WILL AFFECT AMERICA

Detailed Information Forwarded by
Consul General at Berlin.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 30.—
Detailed information of much value to
exporting interests, concerning Ger-
man trade, is contained in a report to
the state department by United States
Consul General Mason at Berlin, just
published. Mr. Mason points out that
the date on which the new tariffact is
to go into effect will depend upon the
time occupied in arranging new com-
mercial treaties, which he places at
from twelve to eighteen months, thus
bringing the new law into effect some-
where between January and July, 1904.

Mr. Mason analyzes the act tersely,
showing how it will affect the future
import trade of Germany from the
United States unless, meanwhile, modi-
fied by a reciprocity treaty. Especially
significant, he says, are the largely in-
creased duties on grain and cereal
products, that on wheat rising from the
minimum rate of 80 cents to $1.78 per
100 kilograms. The duty on horses,
now uniform at $4.«6 per head, rises tc
a figure varying from $21 to $85. Bi-
cycles, instead of paying $9.52, will pay
$35.70 per 100 kilograms. Similar in-
creases are reported in other important
staple exports from the United States,
such as shoes, lumber, machinery, rail-
road apparatus and railway material.
Most raw materials remain on the free
list. Agricultural implements of small
type are given reduced duties, which
Mr. Mason cites as Illustrative of the
scrupulous care with which the new act
favors the agricultural as opposed to
the industrial and mercantile classes.

He shows that the new duty on
grain, which Will be about 58 1-2 cents
per bushel, in some years wculd have
been a fair average price for the grain

itself in the American market, while on
flour there is placed a practically pro-
hibitive duty of $4.06 per barrel. By
an ingenious provision of the act, ap-
ples in bags, or loose in canal boat
loads, when coming from neighboring
countries during the apple harvest, and
at all times under a nominal duty,
while fruit coming from over the sea
or long rail distances will be assessed
$2 per barrel. Mr. Mason says the
American apple probably could not
stand this duty. The reichstag to be
elected in June is depended on to rati-
fy the new treaties.

JURY GIVES A FRESH
READING OF LIBEL LAW

Paper Should Not Be Held Responsible for
Error Without Malice.

NEW YORK. Jan. 30.—An entirely new
view of newspaper libel was taken by the
jury that has just given the New York
World a virtual victory in the case of
Frederick Williamson, who was suing that
newspaper for $50,000 damages.

This view, as expressed by the verdict,
is that a newspaper ia a natural out-
growth of modern conditions and is sim-
ply a reflection of the life of the com-
munity that supports it. neither better
nor worse than the community, and that,
although the World was technically and
legally guilty of libel, it should not be
held financially responsible and be made
to suffer for a slight error, made with-
out malice in the honest effort to give
the news that the public demands.

This is the first time a jury in a news-
paper libel case ever has accepted such a
defense as being by itself any justifica-
tion for libelous publications. The ver-
dict was for the plaintiff, but he was
awarded only 6 cents damages. The item
of news stated that he had committed a
murder, but it was furnished by the
Associated Press and was published in
other papers than the World throughout
the country.

CHRISTIAN SCIENCE WINS
A LEGISLATIVE VICTORY

Repressive Measure In New Hampshire
Overwhelmingly Defeated.

CONCORD. N. H.. Jan. 30.—The meas-
ure prohibiting the practice of Christian
science or of mind or faith cures in heal-
ing was defeated overwhelmingly in the
house of representatives, the vote being
70 to 194. The heavy vote against the
bill was due chiefly to an emphatically
worded adverse report by the committee
on judiciary, to which the act was re-
ferred last Tuesday.

Dr. Abbot, of Manchester, who intro-
duced the bill, at once moved Its recom-
mittal, asserting that a request made to
the committee for a hearing was re-
fused. To this Mr. Na&on. of the Judi-ciary committee, replied that that body
did not deem it necessary or desiraVe
to have a hearing upon the matter. Mr.Buckley, of the committee, was the only
member to dissent from the "inexpedient-
to-legislate" report returned by his as-
sociates.

Good Week in Pipe.

THROUGH THE PAST WEEK.
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WESTERN TRADE IN
METALS 18 STILL

HEAVY

Consuming Plants Add to
Their Capacities as Active-
ly as They Did a Year Ago
—Prke3 Reported Almost
Universally Firm.

CHICAGO, Jan. 30.—The Iron and
Machinery World says:

The first month of the new year is
going out with trade in iron and steel
in the West fully up to normal. It is
not uniformly so, for one or two lines
are unnaturally quiet, either because
buyers have anticipated their require-
ments or because they have not regard-
ed prices as firm. These two consider-
ations aside, business may be painted
in glowing colors. Where all the ma-
terial that is called for is going to is
much of a mystery, but in general
terms "It may be said that consuming
plants in the West are, with few if any
exceptions, adding to their capacities
just as actively as they did a year ago
and that the consumptive requirements
are growing steadily.

The week has been somewhat nota-
ble In heavy transactions in plates,
over 16,000 tons having been sold in
the West. The good feature of the
business Is that this material Is not
bought by one or two large concerns,
who are heavy consumers, but that it
represents a wide and miscellaneous
consumption, the buyers being progres-
sive boilermakers and other users of
the material.

Pipe, too, has had a splendid week.
It has been bought in the extreme West
and for shipments to nearby points, all
for immediate delivery, though ship-
ments from mill are interfered with se-
riously by the car situation. Light
rails have been a third factor to nota-
ble activity. Quite a bunch of users,
industries of various descriptions, have
been thus providing for early spring
work in and about their plants, new
or old, the total tonnage being large.

There are several small lots of cars
in the market, perhaps 2,000 In all, and
the railroad shops continue to buy bars
and other materially freely. Structural
shapes are rather quiet on large busi-
ness, though there is talk of some good
sized orders soon to be placed, and the
small trade presages an active spring.
The jobbing trade is not due to cul-
minate in its best proportions for a
good six weeks yet. Buyers of sheets
evidently think the bottom has been
reached. Trade has been remarkably
good this week and prices are firmer,
some- independent mills advancing
prices.

Itis a most encouraging situation for
the metals. Prices are almost, if not
universally, firm. Even in pig iron the
expected weakness is not shaping itself
and in that product mixed conditions
prevail.

Pig Iron.
Of course the vital consideration in

pig iron is the fuel supply. Encour-
agement in the Chicago territory ap-
pears, in the fact that one of the local
merchant furnaces, which has been idle
for months, has finally scraped to-gether enough coke to light fires.
There is enough coke on hand to keep
in operation for perhaps a few weeks
but it cannot be said that the coke
situation in general has improved. One
local merchant furnace and one in
Wisconsin are at this writing still idle
and the prospects of getting a suffi-
cient &tgck of coke are not golden. For
an indefinite period ahead, it seems a
surety that Chicago will have to de-
pend upon the outside more largely
than common for her pig iron.

There is, however, this good omen.
The Southern furnaces are doing quite
a little better by way of shipments.
The extreme backwardness of melters
in ordering iron has been having a ten-
dency to throw to the future, and prob-
ably the near future, some heavy re-
quirements, but this danger of tighten-
ing conditions is offset to some degree
at least by the excellent shipments of
iron from the South.

Grains in the South.
One large Southern company, which

on Jan. 7 was 110,000 tons of pig iron
behind in its order, has made material
gains this month so far, and another
large producer began the month with
practically enough iron in yards to fill
all their back orders. Ifrailroad con-
ditions in the South were entirely sat-
isfactory, excellent shipments might
reasonably be anticipated for an in-
definite period. But it is noticeable this
week that the market for Southern
iron is firm. A little irregularity pre-
vails, but It is usually on off grades.
Standard fractures and analyses are
holding up to quotations, or $18.50,
Birmingham, for No. 2 foundry, and it
is now the rule for producers to quote
for the last half of the year the same
figures as for the first half.

There has been some inquiry for
these late deliveries, but when the
firmness of the market was encounter-
ed by the buyers the inquiries seem to
have been withdrawn. Car load busi-
nes is fairly brisk, and small lots up
to 100 or 200 tons. The inquiries for
early shipment are fairly numerous,
running up to 2,000 tons. Charcoal
continues scarce and strong, $28 being
a common quotation. Ohio Bessemers
are coming forward freely at un-
changed prices. The market may be
regarded as steady, with conflicting
influences.

There is no evidence of. speculative
activity, which emphasizes the whole-
some condition of th« market . and
many lines have been withdrawn.,:

Investigating Harvester Trust.

NESV YORK, Jan. 30.—R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review of trade tomor-
row will say: Domestic trade and in-
dustry continue to prosper, while the
fuel situation has grown less disturb-
ing through the special efforts oftransporters, aided to no small degree
by mild weather. Distribution of oth-
er products has been restricted by the
discrimination in favor of coal, and
shippers are importunate. Clearance
sales are about ended, leaving only
small stocks of winter goods. Advance
business in spring deliveries is very
heavy, and fall contracts are also plac-
ed liberally. At some points the har-
ness season opens favorably. In most
cases where there is no delay on fuel
account manufacturing plants are
busy, though cost of materials and la-
bor is very high. Firm prices for
finished products are consequently to
be expected. Favorable returns of rail-
way earnings are constantly issued,
figures thus far available showing an
increase of 5.7 per cent over last year
and 17.9 per cent over 1901.

Miles of loaded cars and thousands
of tons of coke piled in the yards at
Connellville tell the story of conditions
in the iron and steel industry. Fur-
naces are closing because of the fuel
shortage. By giving coal, live stock and
perishable goods precedence over all
other freight, the railroads helped
consumers everywhere, but at the ex-
pense of the leading manufacturing
industry. Many manufacturing plants
are closing or running only part time
and few orders for distant delivery are
either sought or offered, owing to theuncertainty as to when normal condi-
tions will prevail. It is stated that
deliveries of pig iron to the leading
consumer are several months behind,
and spot Bessemer has risen sharply,
yet there is much Irregularity, as cvi-

MAKES COMPLAINT
OF TREATMENT

OF POLES

By being great he made the city great.
Serving the city he upheld the state.

So shall the city win a purer fame,
Led by the livingsplendor of his name.

Member of the German Reich-
stag Makes a Series of
Charges Which Govern-
ment Officials Try to Show
Are of Slight Foundation.

BERLIN, Jan. 30.—Dr. yon Dziam-
bowski-Pompian, in the reichstag to-
day, interpellating Chancellor yon Bue-
low on the discrimination against
the Poles, cited many examples of al-
leged injustice. He said young men who
were eligible to volunteer for one year's
service in the army were compelled to
serve two years, as they were punish-
ed for slight offenses in the gymna-
sium work by prolongations of their
term of service. The most painful thing
to the Poles, the speaker continued,
was the effort to eradicate their lan-
guage He asserted that a German
teacher at Bucholz was dismissed for
attending a Polish meeting and said it
was a crime merely to listen to the
polish tongue. He said the govern-
ment, disregarding the terms of Count
Radzinski's bequest of his famous li-
brary to Posen, had appointed a Ger-
man librarian, "a person who did not
know one word of Polish, though the
will stipulated that the librarian should
be a Pole," and a Polish girl who had
rescued a drowning boy was not given
the Prussian rescue medal, "the reason
quietly alleged by the authorities being
that her father voted for Polish can-
didates."

Dr. yon Dziambowski-FompJan re-
ferred to the alleged German boycott
of Polish merchants and the invasion
of Polish churches by the gendarmerie

and said that German letter carriers
wrote insulting remarks on letters ad-
dressed in the Polish language.

Interior Secretary yon Posadowskl-
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Army and War College.

WASHINGTON, D. C Jan. 30.—The
cornerstone of the army and war college
on the Washington barracks reservation
will be laid with military and Masonic
ceremonies on Feb. 21 next. Gen. Gilles-
pie, chief of engineers, will be master of
ceremonies, and addresses will be made
by President Roosevelt, Secretary Root
and Mai- Gen. Young, president of the
war college board.
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Wehner replied that no Polish question,
in an international sense exists for
Germany. The Prussian Polish prov-
inces would remain Prussian so long as
a soldier could be placed in the field.
Dr. yon Dziambowski-Pompian, he add-
ed, had drawn an incorrect picture
which could not be discussed in the
imperial parliament. It must be taken
up In the Prussian diet. The only im-
perial question was the charges against
the army, to which the war minister,
Gen. yon Gossler, would reply.

Gen. yon Gossler said sixty Polish
youths had been tried for having joined
a secret society and taking an oath to
devote their powers to the Polish fath-
erland and to the restoration of the
Polish nationality. Only these were
punished by two weeks or more of im-
prisonment and by being deprived for
one year of their volunteer privileges.
Of these some* had left the country and
others had taken up the study of Cath-
olic theology, by which they were le-
gallyexempt from military service.

FILIPINO LEGALLY DECLARED
TO BE AN ALIEN

Interesting Point Decided by District of

Columbia Supreme Court.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 30.—Justice

Clabaugh, of the district, supreme court,
today decided that Antonio M. Opisso y de
Yeaza. the young Filipino who some
months ago instituted mandamus proceed-
ings to compel Clerk John R. Young, of
the supreme court, to receive his citizen-
ship declaration, is still an alien and en-
titled to become a citizen of the United
States. His declaration, therefore, was
ordered to be received, but an appeal was
taken to the district court of appeals.
The chief's refusal to accept the declara-
tion was on the ground that a Filipino is
not an alien and consequently cannot re-
nounce the allegiance he seeks to relin-
quish.

The Filipino alleged that he was born
of Spanish parents in Manila in 1880 and
lived at Manila until several years ago.
The court held that on the change of
sovereignty of a country, or part thereof,
the Inhabitants had the right to choose
their allegiance. The Filipino plaintiff
had not declared his intention by the
Paris treaty, but the court held that as
he was a minor at that time he had a
right to elect his nationality upon attain-
ment of his majority. Opisso had elected
to retain his Spanish citizenship, and
therefore was still an alien and had aright to apply for citizenship here.

ADJUSTING RATIO OF GOLD
AND SILVER CURRENCY

Secretaries Root and Hay Are Helping
the Matter Along.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Jan. 30.—The
executive branch of the government ia
not disposed to cease its efforts to
bring about an adjustment of the ratic
of gold and silver currency in the
Orient and in other silver-using coun-
tries, with the mere presentation to
congress of the Mexican and Chinese
notes yesterday. Secretary Root, who
is opposed to the amended Philippine
currency bill, is urgent in seeking to
remedy the evil financial conditions in
the Philippines, caused, in large part,
by fluctuating currency ratios, while
Secretary Hay is interested in the
proposition because It proposes to at
once alleviate the friction now exist-
ing because of the Chinese indemnity
situation.

The secretary is looking towards the
enlargement of American trade In
South and Central America, where sil-
ver is Btill the standard o£ value.
Therefore the proposition will be laid
before congress to appoint a commis-
sion of three members, expert in finan-
cial matters, to act as representatives
of the United States in an Internation-
al money conference on the lines indi-
cated by Mexico and China or in con-
sultation en any line of international

. exchange that promises success..
LEGITIMISTS HONOR THE

MEMORY OF CHARLES THE FIRST

Blue Silk Vest Worn by the Executed
King on Exhibition.

LONDON, Jan. 30.—The statue of King

Charles I. at Charirg Cross, this city,
was decorated with wreaths by the "Le-
gitimists" today, as usual, on the anni-
veroary of his execution, Jan. 30, 1649.
The Royal Oak Club of Edinburgh was
represented by a crown of immortelles six
feet high and surmounted by an orb and
cross in white and crimson. It was dedi-
cated to the sacred memory of the mon-
arch "beheaded by his rebellious sub-
jects."

A sky-blue silk vest worn by King.
Charles on the scaffold and stained with
his blood is being exhibited in the L'nited
Service museum.

EDGARTOWN, Mass., Jan. 30.—Capt.
Edwin Coffin, of Edgartown. a veteran
whaler, says he is to command the Wil-
liam Zeigler arctic expedition, which will
start from Tromsoe, Norway, in June,
and make another effort to reach the
north pole Capt. Coffin purposes to pro-
vision the America for three years.
