Will Sound Him First.

the negotiations the instructions

of the allies are such as to permit them
to forego the embarrassment of a re-
jection at the hands of Mr. Roosevelt,
and instead of making known their

wishes to him, steps will be taken to
draw up a protocol with Mr. Bowen for
a reference of the case to The Hague,
as suggested by him in his note of last
Monday.

The British ambassador was the first
of the representatives to receive in-
structions to this effeet, and the matter
was discussed at the noonday confer~
er:ce between the three representatives
of the allies.

Negotiations With Bowen Abandoned.

Announdement of the decision of the
allies to abandon further negotiations
with Mr. Bowen was not received with

surprise by the few officials of the
Washington government who have
been advised of it.

“The Hague tribunal,” said one of-

ficial of the administration tonight,
“has all along been kept in sight as a
port of safety in case the negotiations
here were not productive of a final set-
tlement. And as for the suggestion
that the president act as arbiter, that
has been a favorite idea of the allies
since the beginning of the trouble.”

Whether President Roosevelt will ac-
cept this invitation of the allies is not
known. An official of the adminfstra-
tion expressed his surprise tonight that
the allies were willing to submit the
question to the president in view of the
fact that their representatives within
the last few days have informed them
by cable that the president views with
disfavor the contention of the allies for
preferential treatment.

Would Avoid The Hague.
There is the best authority for the
statement that neither Great Britain
nor Germany is desirous of submitting
its case to The Hague. The instruc-
tions received by the British ambassa-
dor are not quite clear as to the alter-
native to be pursued in the ewvent that
the president declines to act as arbiter
of the question of priority payments.
It is not known whether the protocol,
which will be drawn up with Mr. Bow-
en, will provide for a reference of the
entire case to The Hague or whether
the allies are willing to stick by what
they have secured here and willing to

have The Hague arbitrate the one
question of preferential treatment. The
drafting of a protocol will occupy some
time, but it is the understanding that
upon the commission of the matter

either to the president or The Hague
the blockade is to be raised at once.

Cash Payments Offered.

During a call of Count Quadt, the
first secretary of the German embas-
sy, upoh Mr. Bowen this morning, the
latter stated to him his willingness to
make to Germany and Italy a cash
payment of $27,000 each. This was
done because of Mr. Bowen's action in
the early part of the negotiations in
conceding to Great Britain a similar
amount for satisfaction of the alleged
indignities which the British govern-
ment claimed its citizens have sufferel
in Venezuela. This amount was nam-
ed by the British ambassador.

It was intimated today that France
might now come forward and ask for
the same cash payment for herself as
that given the allies,

Various intimations have leaked out
here regarding certain details of tha
plan proposed by Mr. Bowen and al-
ready accepted by the allies for the
settlement of their claims against Ven-
ezuela after the vexed question of pref-
erential treatment shall have been de-
cided,

After the Preferential Question.

The plan agreed upon is: After the
preferential question has been settled.

It is expected that each claimant will

. appoint its envoy at Caracas to repre-

Where the services of an arbiter are
needed the king of Spain will, in all
probability select for this mission the
Spanish* minister to Caracas, who is
recognized as an able diplomat.

What Belguim May Do.

After the commission claims™ have
been adjusted they are to he collected
by the Venezuelan officlals of the cus-
toms receipts of the two ports of Porto
Cabello and La Guaira, 30 per cent be-
ing the amount which Mr. Bowen and
the allies agreed shall be set aside for
this purpose. In the event that the
Caracas government permits thirty
days at any time during the full settle-
ment of the claims to pass without
prompt and full payments to any na-
tion, the plan provides that the Bel-
gium government shall then step in
and take charge of the administration
of the customs receipts, to insure fair
treatment for the foreigners.

This idea was suggested to Mr.
Bowen by the fact that the Belgians

LONDON, Feb. 5.—Germans in this
city are watching with lively expect-

M. Herbert, the British ambassador, in
the game of trying to capture
America’s confidence with relation to
the Venezuelan imbroglio. The British
are watching the same effort with
equal absorption and some anxiety.

Hunn
or Secretary of State Layton. State
Senator Allee, the Addicks leader, has
repeatedly declared that he would not
accept the senatorship.

Should Be Removed From
the Management of the
Triumvirate,

Special to The Globe.

WINONA, Minn., Feb. 5.—The mem-
bers of the legislative normal school
committees arrived here this evening at
9:40 over the North-Western road from
Mankato, where they today inspected
the normal school at that place.

Tomerrow they will devote the day
to the Winona normal school. The first
two hours will be devoted to visitation

of classes and from 10 to 12 the entire

school and visitors will assemble ana
the requests of the school from the leg-
islature will be presented by President
J. . Millspaugh.

Appropriations are desired for a new
roof for the main building and to in-
stall a separate heating plant. Appro-
priations for both these objects were
made two years ago, but the amount
allewed was insufficient, so nothing
has been done.
$30,000 is desired to secure a site for
a normal home.

Following the presentation of the
needs of the school it
number of the visitors will make ad-
dresses. A number of prominent citi-
zens of Winona will attend the exer-
cises.

Satisfied With Mankato.

The legislative inspection party left
Mankato this afternoon weM pleased
with the normal school and its arrange-
ments and with a few of twe legislators
rather favorably inclined toward more
Jiberal appropriations.

A majority of the members of the
joint normal school committee visited
a normal school today for the first time,
and if the faculties and student bodies
of the other schools make as good im-

pressions on the lawmakers as resulted |

from the Mankato visit, the normal
board will find warm champions in fa-
vor of removing their schools from the
“financial” management of the state
board of control among the committee-
men of both houses.

President Cooper, cross-questioned
by members of the committee this
morning, skillfully parried all ques-
tions calculated to make him declare
against the board of control, and Di-
rector Clark was particularly anxious
to guard against the dissemination of

any idea of friction between the board

of control and the normal board.

Citizens of Mankato and persons
direch interested in the school were
not so reticent about the board of con-
trol, and it would be hard to find any
friend of the Mankato school who does
not heartily favor the Morley bill, re-
moving the state educational institu-
tions from the management of the tri-
umvirate.

The advocates of the board of con-

trol system argue that the law gives;

Lhat board only financial supervision
of the institutions. The friends of the
schools point out that financial man-
agement means dictation of educa-
tional policy, as suggestions of the ed-
ucators may be turned down for finan-
cial reasons and the money used in
different channels.

A case in point illustrates this quite
comprehensively. Last year the man-
agement of the Mankato school saved
$650 from the legislative appropriation.
Figuring on a similar saving this year,
a teacher of physical culture was em-
ployed, and one or tWo other important
additions to the teaching staff made,
with the idea that the salaries could
be met from the savings. The board of
control promptly decided that the $650
saved reverted to the general fund and
confiscated it. The teachers have
been hired and must be paid at the ex-
pense of some other department.

A manual training department was
denied by the beard of control, be-
cause the legislative appropriation bill
did not include the words “manual
training” and other schools were ana-
bled to institute the department denied
the Mankato institution.

The committee got hold of these bits
of information by hunting for them,
and they will undoubtedly have their
effect, >

Threatens to Remove Head
of Agricultural College
From Board of University
Rexents.

A harmless-looking bill, introduced
in the senate yesterday morning by
Senator Samuel Lord, promises to drag
the legislature into a factional fight
now - waging in -state university ecir-
cles, for Senator Lord's measure,
though it wears a most innocent look,
can apparently be ifitended to do noth-
ing other than wrest from Dean W. M.
Liggett, of the state argicultural col-
lege, his position on the board of re-
gents of the state university.

Senator Lord’s bill 1is intended to
amend the act under which the board
of regents was appointed, and the fol-
lowing clause makes it plain that it is
directed at Dean Liggett.

“No person except the president of ~
the university shall be eligible to or
hold the office of regent of the state
university who holds any office or
place under or subject to supervision
of the state board of regents, or whose

| salary is fixed or subject to change by

the regents or whose acts or doings it
ds the duty of the regents to super-
vise, investigate or control.”

" It is reported that there has been
considerable friction between Dean
Liggett and Principal Tucker and

other members of the state agricul=
tural college faculty, and in the en-
counters the dean has the better of
the argument, his position both as a
member of the board of regents and a
member of the faculty giving him the
upper hand. :

The argument is that if Dean Liggett
can bé removed either from the head of
the agricultural college, or from his
seat on the beard of regents, his posi-
tion would be weakened, and his in-
fluence and power greatly reduced.

The bill has not yet been explained
by Senator Lord, but as Dean Liggett
has but recently been appointed regent
for six years, the general belief is that
the bill is designed for no other pur-
pose than to remove him from the
board.

BIG JUNKET OF SESSION.

House and Senate Committees to Visit
St. Louis World's fair Grounds,

for place on the ¢ommittee that is to
visit The world’s fair grounds at St.
Louis, vesterday morning by naming

tin, and Wells, of Wilkin, as the ones
to go to the Missouri town for the
purpose of in\'estlggting the real worth
of the request for an additional appro-
priation of $100,000 made by the Min-
nesota commission.

Senators Schutz, Ward, Brewer, Har-
dy and Ferris and Lieut. Gov. Jones
will make up the senatorial party go-
ing to St. Louis for the purpose of in-
specting the world’s fair grounds and
particularly the site for the Minnesota
exhibit. The committee was appoint-
ed by Lieut. Gov. Jones yesterday
merning and with the house commit-
tee will leave for St. Louis tonight.

FOR WIDOWS AND ORPHANS.

Bill to Care for Them While Estate Is
Being Settled Is Introduced.

Representative Minnette has in-
troduced a bill intended to provide
temporary support for widows and or-
phans pending the settlement of the
estate left by the deceased husband
and father. The bill provides that the
judge of the probate court may fix a
reasonable sum which shall, if neces-
sary, continue for one year unless the
estate in question has been declared
insolvent.
