If that word existed it would doubtless apply to a man who
is foolish enough to separate himself from his coin for a
piano without first ascertaining the purchasing power of
his money atthis store.

While it was all
a tremendous success and netted a
good sum, it was remarked by some
one that, infinitely more beautiful than
any similar fete in New York, it only
made about half the sum realized at
other entertainments of the kind. And
only because the crowds were literal-
ly turned away. St. Paul once had one
one of these carnivals of nations. It
was held in an old auditorium where
the Lowry Arcade now stands, and it
will be remembered how beautiful
many of the women looked and how
very funny were many of the men.
Mrs. Glenny, here no longer, made a
most beautiful and picturesque Diana,
with her two fine hounds. In the tab-

leaus or living pictures many lovely"

women, now dead or no longer here,
are remembered, notably Miss Shawe
(the late Mrs. Frank Mclver) was a
dream of beauty as Aurora, the god-
dess of morning.
