PLANS FOR NEW V.M.C.A.
BUILDING AEE READY

They Call for Six-Story Structure at
Fifth, St. Peter and Market.

Plans for the proposed Y. M. C. A.
building to be erected on a part of the
block bounded by Fifth, St. Peter and
Markets streets have been prepared by
Architect C. H. Johnson.

The lot Will cost $45,000, but the cost
of the structure has not been deter-
mined, there being such a wide rang-e
of figures, according to the extent of
the detail plan, and the further fact
that the money to construct the build-
ing is as yet largely on paper.

The plans of the architect call for a
slx-stcry structure, with a frontage of
171 feet on Fifth street, 115 on Si.
Peter street and 94 on Market street.

The features of the basement floor
are to be a swimming tank, billiard
room, bowling alleys and barber shop,
and on the ground floor a gymnasium
and offices. The second floor is to con-
tain a running track, auditorium and
stage and offices for directors. The
third floor is devoted to reading rooms,
fencing and handbaJl courts and a
oanquet hall. The fourth floor is to
contain school rooms and bed rooms.
Provision is also made in the plans for
a roof garden.

FUNERAL OF I. P. WRIGHT
TAKES PLACE TODAY

Citizen of St. Paul for Half a Century
Will Be Laid to Rest.

The funeral of Isaac P. Wright, who
died on Monday at his home, 223 Wal-

PUTS AN END TO THE
LANDLORD'S RAKE-OFF

Water Department Charges Every
Family for Water Used.

Because of. the new rule inaugurated
the first of the year which entails an
additional cost of 25 cents per family
where there is more than one family
in a house enjoying city water, the
water board yesterday was deluged
with protests from consumers.

Several irate women made their ap-
pearance before the board and the
members had hard work in explaining
the new rule. With some the expla-
nation would not go and they left
thredfening' vengeance.

tTnder the old rule a house enjoying
city water was charged only for what
the meter indicated plus meter rent,
which was lf> cents per month. No
bill wcs made out for less than 25 cents
and as this will provide about 1,800
gallons, it was found that in the cheap-
er flats and apartment houses the land-
lords were selling the excess and pock-
eting the profit. To offset this a min-
imum charge of 25 cents for each fam-
ily was made and it was this that
caused the protests yesterday.

MAX GROZOVSKY
GETS NO RELIEF

Judge Brill Holds Work

Judge Brill yesterday denied the
writ of habeas corpus sued out by Max
Grozovsky, the bath house keeper, and
declared tbe judgment of the court in
sentencing Grozovsky to the work-
house for ninety days to be right and
legal.

FIRM DISSOLVES

John M. Schwartz Retires
From Firm of A. Guthrie

& Co., Ry. Contractors.

Widespread Interest was created yes-
terday by the announcement, bald and
terse, that the partnership heretofore
existing: between Archibald Guthrie,
Charles Pfolliott and John M.
Schwar tz, doing business under the
firm name and style of A. Guthrie &
Co., had been dissolved.

This does not mean that the well-
known firm of railway contractors, A.
Guthrie & Co., are going out of busi-
ness. It simply means that John M.
Schwartz is retiring, but the business
will be carried on as usual "at the old
stand" by the remaining partners, Mr.
Guthrie and Mr. Ffolliott.

The reasons why Mr. Schwartz "re-
tired" are not stated. Inquiry at the
offices of the firm yesterday failed to
disclose the cause, while Mr. Schwarta
himself was less communicative than
an oyster. He had nothing more to
say than that the reason was his
business and not that of anybody else.

This much, however, was learned.
There has been for some months some
friction between the partners which
culminated in November or December
in a decision being arrived at that
Mr. Schwartz's interest should be pur-
chased by the other partners. Natural-
ly it took some time to arrive at the
basis of settlement in so large a con-
cern, and it was not until Monday
that everything was in shape to per-
mit of the announcement being made.
All outstanding matters having then
been adjusted, the public was informed
that the partnership had been dis-
sclved and that Mr. Guthrie would per-
soKally assume 'the responsibility fcr
outstanding accounts.

The firm of A. Guthrie & Co. has
been in business since 1896. It was
formed by Foley Brothers and Guthrie,
railway contractors and bankers, car-
rying on business in the West general-
ly, with headquarters at St. Paul.
The members of the firm were Thomas
Foley, Timothy Foley, Archibald Guth-
rie and Charles J. Ffolliott.

tion with branch lines In the "further
west," although they did some work
In Minnesota, In 1896, differences
arose between the partners, and a
dissolution followed. The result was
that two firms took the place of the
old one. Foley Brothers, consisting of
Thomas Foley and Timothy Foley,
started in business on their own ac-
count, while Archibald Guthrle and
Charles Ffollioett took in with them
their cashier, John M. Schwartz, and
formed the firm of A. Guthrie & Co.
Both Archibald Guthrle and Charles
Ffollioett were railway contractors ofexperience. John M. Schwartz was a
financial man.

Amongst their investments, the firm
owned a bank at St. Cloud, Minn., and
Jchn M. Schwartz was cashier of this
institution. The firm had been in bus-
iness for. some fifteen years, during
which period they had handled some
extensive contracts for the Northern
Pacific and Great Northern railways,

Tom Ireton Receives Extreme Penalty
for Keeping Disorderly House.

Tom Ireton, convicted last week of
running a disorderly house, was yes-
terday sentenced by Judge Kelly to
serve three months in the workhouse
without the option of a fine. Ireton's
sentence had been deferred pending
the decision handed down by Judge
Brill in the Grozovsky case.

Ireton conducted a saloon at Eighth
and Jackson streets, and was last
week convicted cf having run a dis-
orderly house.

get after Tom Ireton? There are oth-ers in St. Paul, and if you want to
make this a clean city I will help you.
