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TO TRUST THE PRESIDENT.

The Demacratic minority in congress proposed an
amendment to anti-trust legislation in the shape of a
proposition to clothe the president with power to sus-
pend duties on trust-made articles whenever necessary
to protect the public; but the Republican majority would
not permit the revision of the tariff law even to that
extent.

Judge De Armond, the Missouri leader of lower,
house Demacrats, said to the Republican majority:

“Do you prefer to trust the trusts rather than your
own president?”

And the Republican side offered no answer. They
had no adequate answer. If they had answered truthfully
they would have answered: “Yes, that is about the
situation.”

The Democrats were willing to put the proposition
of removing tariff protection from trusts in the .most
favorable shape for Republican acceptance. They were
willing te give the president full power in the premises
—the power both to determine what articles are made
and controlled by trusts and to determine when public

necessity required gevernment intervention and the free
list. They trusted the matier to his discretion absolute-
ly, and still the Republicans refused to accept the pro-
vision.

President Roosevelt’s opposition to removal of tariff
protection {rom the trusts, as stated by him during the
recent campaign, was on the ground that small industries
competing with the trusts might suffer. But the present
Democratic proposition entirely meets and obviates that
cbjection, because it places the power to determine pub-
lic necessity and the discretion to act entirely in the
president’s hands, whereby danger to small industries
or to any other innocent interests could be aveided.

The Democratic proposition to clothe the president
with power to place trust-made articles on the free list
when public geed so requires, removes the last and only
sericus argument that Republican ofjectors have pre-
sented. If the president’s discretion and executive action
can be trusted, there cannot possibly be any dange:
in the provision. That it would deprive the trusts of the
power to charge American consumers 50 per cent higher
prices than consumers abroad, must be admitted. That
it would give the government a powerful leverage in
forcing the worst trust offenders to come to time, will
be admitted.

With these admissions, there is but one conclusion
to be drawn from Republican opposition to the provis-
ion, namely, that Republican management in its anxiety
to stand by the interests of the tariff beneficiaries prefers
to trust the trusts rather than to trust the president.

Now that the backbone of the blockade is broken
in Venczuelan waters and the blockading powers are in-
tent on their protocols instead of upon the promotion
of Venezuelan revolution, the republic is beginning to
turn the tide against the revolutionary insurrection and
has apparently got the upper hand. If The Hague
tribunal succeeds in keeping the blockading powers
busy for a few months, President Castro will overcome
his insurrectionary cnemies and again get the republic
on its feet, and with a greater prestige than it has ever
had before.

TRUNK LINES FOLLOW NOAH.

The trunk lines connecting the Mississippi valley
and the Atlantic coast appear to be following the ex-
ample of Noah in declining to accept business and fur-
nish facilities theretor—at least as regards Western
freight.

It will be reealled that in the year 2349, B. C., Noah
contrelled the transportation situation” for a period of
something like one year and forty-seven days, and dur-
ing that time was exceedingly arbitrary in regard fo
his rules for accepting freight. Indeed, for something
like a vear he refused to accept freight either on a local
or through bill; in fact, closed his office.

The Chicago-New York lines have not vet reached
the extreme just noted, and yvet they are almost as ar-
bitrary as Noah during the earlier period of his transpor-
tation business. Noah barred all shippers except those
on special terms with him through blood relation. The
trunk lines seem to have excluded practically at]l ship-
ments from Western lines not closely related.

Minnesota flour, for example, is practically boycot-
ted by the Noahs of trunk line control. The farmers and
millers of the Northwest seem to be leoked upon as sin-
ners, as if the Lord repented having made them. In the
cyes of the Eastern magnates the Northwest finds no
favor, and the daily output of 105,000 barrels of flour
from Minnesota and Dakota mills is having as hard a
time to get-cars for Eastern delivery, as freight in Noah's
time had in getting ark space for Mount Ararat. \

Like Noah, the Eastern companies do not appear to
have facilities encugh to handle the business. Their
terminals are insufficient; their power is short, and their
car space is insufficient for requirements,

In the case of Noah, or of the power behind him,
there was another personal or corporate factor involved,
namely, an indisposition, as well as incapacity, to accept
freight except cn exceedingly narrow lines, and most
of the shippers were on the black list.

It is to be hoped that this is not the case today
with the Fastern trunk line managers in the matter of
refusing Western freight. A clear case of discrimination
has been made out against Noal; but 4,500 years should
have enabled the transportation magnates of Christen-
dom to progress in the matter of enlightened and just
transportation regulaticns.

The West will not stand for the ‘transportation mo-
nopoly to which the people of Noah’s time meekly and
tearfully submitted. If there weré giants on the earth in
those days, as Meses claims in his first book, they
certainly were not up on trensportaticn matters or they
would have got control of a few-arks themselves. :

BILL FULL OF WOODCHUCKS.

The unanimous vote of 245 to o proves that the
Littlefield “trust buster” bill had no trust opposition;
and the administration organs and correspondeénts are
already busy inventing a disclaimer of administration
responsibility. =

The Minneapolis Journal correspondent’s theory is
that the bill is unconstitutional, indeed, “as full of holes
as a sieve.”

The correspondent goes on to state that both the
president and the attorney general share in this belief;
although until last Saturday’s vote the bill was adver-
tised as an administration measure. It is admitted that
the president and attorney general participated in draft-
ing it, the latter having given six weeks’ time to its
phraseology. But it is now claimed that Mr. ittlefield,
the nominal author, was not satisfied with th& Rcose-
velt-Knox phraseology and substituted some of his own
he having aspirations as a “trust-buster” on his own
account.

Whatever the cause of the bill's supposed sieve-like
condition, it is now admitted that it is “out of the
question for the senate to pass that bill.”

One thing is certain, that, although the Democrats
voted for it to give the majority a chance to pass some
kind of anti-trust legislation, they are not responsible
for its phreseology or for its provisions. Every Demo-
cratic provision proposed was defeated.

The Democrats proposed that the publicity feature
apply to-existing ‘trusts, as well as to trusts “hereafter

organized;” and the Republicans voted the amendment
down.

The Democrats provided that nothing in the bill
should be interpreted to destroy the jurisdiction of the
states over trusts; and that was ignored.

The Democrats proposed to forbid trusts guilty of
violation of law the use of the mails and of interstate
carriers; and the Republicans would not hear of that.

The Democrats proposed that trust-controlled
goods, at the option of the president, should be trans-
ferred to the free list and be deprived of government
protection; and the Republican high tariff apostles were
stirred to the bottom at the idea.

It is now interesting news, that, after all the “trust
busting” talk of the past year and the final culmination
intc the “hereafter organized” farce known as the Lit-
tlefield bill, the authors themselves are now sick of it
and endeavoring to escape responsibility. They are
apparently at sea to knmow just where the woodchucks
are located in the bill, but the proof of their existence
is shown by the unanimous vote, which shows that the
trusts as well as the “trust busters” gave it cordial and

hearty support. %

The veracity of Congressman Grosvenor, the Ohio
advocate of imperialism and high tariff, stands an ex-
ceedingly doubtful quantity. After his strenuous and
specific denial of any connection with “The Book of
the Presidents,” and after broadcast statements that he
“had no pecuniary interest in the book,” both his letters
of solicitation and the checks of prominent men made pay-
able to him are now finding publication through litho-
graphic reproduction. The New York Evening Post
has secured a lithographic reproductian of Secretary
Leslie M. Shaw’s check for $100 and J. Pierpont Mor-
gan’s for $1,000, both made payable “to the order of
C. H. Grosvenor.” The Post likewise reproduces Gros-
venor’s letter of introduction for Mr. Elder, his chief
solicitor, in which the Ohio congressman, on official gov-
ernment stationery and under his official frank, writes:
“Mr. Elder will explain the matter to you and he is au-
therized to receive your subscriptions payable to my
order.” It was the use of a package of government
stationery furnished to Elder by Grosvenor, with the
letter head of the house of representatives, that caused
Elder’s arrest for unlawful use of the mails. Elder
had been once sentenced for use of the mails to swindle,
and had been defended by Grosvenor in a second suit
on a similar charge. The old political dodge of “denying
the interview” failed to work with letters and checks.

STATUS OF THEATRICAL DEATH.

Eastern dramatic authorities are discussing with
more or less dramatic effect the Minnesota contract
with Cole Younger, whereby the ex-convict is left theat-
rically dead for the remainder of his life.

There are two features of the case which arouse
interest. The first is the generally accepted report that
it was a theatrical company which organized and sup-
ported the propaganda for Younger’s release and par-
don; and the second, is a comparison between Jim
Younger’s status of being legally dead and unable to
marry and Cole Younger’s status of being theatrically
dead and unable to go on the stage.

The account of the origin and progress of the
Younger- propaganda is given with such detail that it
may be accepted with little question, to this extent,
that a theatrical company expended a large sum in the
movement to secure the pardon and that the anti-exhi-
bition contract which Younger was compelled to sign
leaves the company in question heavily in the hole. The
play, “The Younger Brothers, Bank Robbers,” was writ-
ten, and $5,00c worth of lithographs were ordered for
the Chicago opening. and arrangements even for pre-
sentation in New York had been begun, when the an-
nouncement of the star actor’s theatrical death at the
hands of the Minnesota pardon board was exploded like
a bombshell.

It is improbable that Cele Younger will take the
verdict of his theatrical death as did Jim Younger the
allegation of the attorney general as to his legal death.
Cole Younger’s love for the stage does not approximate
Jim Younger's affection for a young woman whom he ex-
pected to marry. When the attorney general’s decision
that Jim Younger was legally dead and could not marry
ended the latter’s hope to make his fair fiancee his life
partner, suicide was not an altogether unlikely possibility.
But Cole Younger’s status of theatrical death is probably
welcome to him, although financially ruinous to the
theatrical people who had invested time, labor and
money in securing his pardon.

Inasmuch as the status Jf theatrical death is a Min-.
nescota invention, it may be worth while for us to inquire
to what use it may be put. As a legal _penalty it would
not, apparently, prove effective as a preventive of out-
lawry; but it might be exceedingly effective in breaking
up the profession of prize-fighting. What pugilist of the
present day would stay in the profession if barred from
the theatrical stage, the main source of his income?

ARGUMENT ON COAL
STRIKE GOES ON

Counsel for Non;Union Men Scores the
United Mine Workers.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Feb. 10.—The
United Mine Workers of America as
an organization was severely scored by
counsel before the anthracite coal
strike commission. The non-union
men, through their attorney, John T.
Lenahan, presented their side of the
controversy and demanded considera-
tion at the hands of the commission,
claiming the legal right to earn a live-
lihood as they might elect without the
consent or dictation of the union. Mr.
Lenahan denounced the union as a fo-
menter of crime and anarchy. The
main feature of his argument was the
claim that the union had no legal or
moral right to coerce miners into mem-
bership or te arrogate to itself the au-
thority to fix the wages of mine work-
ers.

James H. "Porrey, counsel for the
Delaware & Hudson company, claimed
that the question of recognition of
the union was not an issue before the
commission,. but he devoted consider-
able time to the consideration of that
demand. He asserted that vioclence
and intimidation were agencies select-
ed for the promotion of the purpose of
the mine workers. Regarding the de-
mand for an eight-hour working day,
Mr. Torrey said the evidence showed
that for various reasons the breakers
did not average more than eight hours
a day, so that the physical effects of
long hours were not felt.

Maj. Everett Warren, counsel for the
Hillside Coal & Iron company and the
Pennsylvania Coal company, answered
the demands of the miners in detail,
and declared the soclalistic theories of
the union, or some of its leaders, to be
responsible for unreasonable claims.

PROBE PRISON CONTRACTS.

Fryberger Wins Long Fight for Con-
vict L’abm' Investigation.

The house will investigate the prison
L Jabor question. . The Fryberger resolu-
tions, calling for an investigation,
squeezed through yesterday morning
without a single vote to spare,

The resolutions presented by Mr.
Fryberger two weeks ago were prompt-
ly defeated. A day later Fryberger-
showed his fighting qualities by get-
ting the vote reconsidered, and has
spent the intervening time hustling for
votes. Yesterday he called the resolu-
tions yp, and managed te show an even
60 votes against 45 in the negative and
14 not voting.

The investigation will be taken up
next week. - Mr. Fryberger says the ob-
ject of his desired investigation is to
ascertain if the state cannot get more
advantageous rates for convict labor
when the present shoe manufacturing
contract expires, in September, 1904.

DEMING PRESENTS PLAN.

New House Bill Provides for Submis-
sion of Local Propositions.

A Dbill for separate constitutional
proposition ballots, designed to correct
the faults of the Haugland bill, was in-
troduced in the house _yesterday by
R;epresentative P. C. Deming, Henne-
pin.

The Deming bill provides for a sep-
arate constitutional proposition ballot,
printed on yellow paper, to be voted in
a special ballot box, painted yellow.
The propositions are to be plainly des-
ignated, “State questioms to be voted
for.” The ticket will be marked to
show how many propositions are to be
voted, and the judges are required to
call special attention to the yellow bal-
lot and explain the prepositions, but
are in no way to express a preference
calculated to influence the action of the
voter.

The Haugland bill wiped out the

- present law for submitting local ques-

tions, such as county divisions, bonds,
city charter, etc. The Deming bill pro-
vides that such propositions shall be
printed at the head of the red or blue
ticket, as the case may be, and marked
in the manner provided for state ques-
tions.

The bill is very similar to the Kansas
amendment proposition law, save that
it provides that propositions touching
the railroads gross earnings tax shall
have first place on the state ticket.

ROAST JUSTICE COURTS.

Tighe and Chinnock Talk About
“Sharks and Pernicious Practices.”

The justice courts of Ramsey county
came in for red hot roasts at the hands
of Representatives Tighe and Chinnock
in the house yvesterday morning. As a
result, the Perley justice court attor-
ney’s fee bill was sent back to its au-
thor.

The Perley bill provides that just-
ices of the peace may appoint attor-
neys and assess attorneys’ fees, in addi-
tion to other costs on judgments. The
bill as first drawn, met the opposition
of the city members, who would have
killed it in committee, but the author
claimed it was a good thing for the
country, and amended not to affect St.
Paul and Ramsey county, was allowed
to come out of committee.

Yesterday in committee of the whole,
the bill was again amended to cover the
entire state, and the fur flew for a few
minutes.

16. The committee thinks it cannot
finlsh the work at that time and will
ask that it be given until March 10.

COMMITTEE WANTS MONEY.

Fuel Conspiracy Investigation Awaits
Receipt of Funds.

The Jacoby fuel famine investigation
committee is not sure that it has au-
thority to do anything more than exist
as a committee. At a meeting yester-
day afternoon the committee decided
to ask the house for a stenographer
and inquire about how much money it
may expend. Without funds the com-
mitteemen think they cannot secure
the attendance of witnesses or prose-
cute the investigation for which they
were appointed, nor send a subcommit-
tee and a lawyer to Duluth to look into
shipping conditions.

WORK ON A SCHEDULE.

Hugo Proposes Scheme to Expedite
Deliberations of the House.

Represntative Hugo, Duluth, thinks
the house committees are not getting
their work out of the way fast enough,
and yesterday secured the adoption of
a resolution directing a special com-
mittee to co-cperate with the speaker
and chief clerk to the end that a set
schedule of committee meetings may
be mapped out.

INCREASE KANE'S SALARY.

McNamee’s Bill Makes County Attor-
ney’s Pay $5,000 a Year.

Senator Richard T. McNamee yester-
day introduced in the senate a bill to
increase the salary of the Ramsey
county attorney and his assistant.

Senator McNamee's bill provides that
County Attorney Kane and his succes-
sors shall receive $5,000 per annum, in-
stead of $4,000, as provided by the pres-
ent law, and the salary of the first as-
sistant is fixed at $3,000 per year.

REGULATE BILLBOARD EVIL.

Calhoun Would Give City Councils En-
larged Powers.

Senator Calhoun, of Henepin, came
forward yesterday with a remedy for
the billboard evil. He would give the
city council or village boards authority
to license and regulate all street and
billboard advertising. He would also
give these bodies power to prohibit the
erection of billboards on vacant lots.

county, yesterday introduced in the
house a bill appropriating $2,500 for
the relief of the famine sufferers in
Norway and Sweden. The bill is a
duplicate of the measure introduced in
the senate last week.

In committee of the whole the sen-
ate recommended the passage of Mr.
Hickey's house bill to permit St. Paul
to issue bonds for an armory. Simi-
lar action was taken on the Hugo bill
to permit the incorperation in Minne-
sota of the Scottish Rite Masons.

Senator Brower requested that the
Johnson bill, making an eight-hour day
limit for the work of nurses in state
hospitals for the insane be referred to
the finance committee, but the author
objected, saying that the committee on
hespitals wished to visit the institu-
tions-and investigate the matter.

Several citizens of La Crosse, includ-
ing the city attorney, appeared before
the senate judiciary committee to urge
the passage of Senator Laugen’s bill
ceding Barron island, between La
Crescent and La Crosse, to Wisconsin.

The senators follow the interests of
their constitutions wit hcommendable
zeal. Among the bills presented yes-
terday was one by Senator Rieke call-
ing for $1,000 for a bridge and rcad
across Long lake, Renville county, and
Senator Ward asked for $700 for a road
across the edge of Mud lake, in Doug-
las county.

The petition of the state historical
society presented to the senate on
Monday praying for an appropriation
of $1,000 to be spent in erecting a
monument to John Johnson Emmegah-
bow, the Indian missionary, took the
form of a bill which was introduced in
the senate yesterday by Durant.

The house committee on taxes and
tax laws decided upon a favorable re-
port on Representative "W. A. Nolan's
bill providing for a distribution of a
2 per cent insurance tax for firemen’s
relief assoclation and fire prectection.

The house yesterday eon recommen-
dation of the committee on rules, con-
curred with the senate in adopting the
joint rules of the last session as per-
manent.

The committee substitute for the
Helliwell inheritance tax bill will be
a special order in the house a week
from today.
