Néw M;ihods
in Fuynerals

Special to The Globe.

NEW YORK, Feb. 7.—The method
of conducting funerals has changed
greatly in this city in recent years.

The change is doubtless due to the
growing intelligence of the masses.

“The manner of performing ob-
sequies has grown decidedly more re-

spectful, dignified and unobtrusive
amongst us,” said a prominent funeral
lirec -
director.

“Those who still adhere to the old
style of doing things are the people
who have not become accustomed to
metropolitan ways and ideas.

“They may come from the interior
sections of the country or from rural

parts of Europe. With them the
boisterous wake and the clattering
brass band may still be en regle, but
not so with the people of modern taste
and training.

“These, however large their means, |

shrink from ostentation in the way of |

funerals, although they may often
spend more in a quiet way upon the
disposal of their dead. We have coffins,
for instance, which cost as much as
$5,000, and the cost of a very simple
appearing funeral could therefore
easily be brought to $6,000.

“One of the unpleasant features of
the old method of burial was the

screwing down of the coffin lid. That
has been done away with, a patent
fastening like a safe lock being sub-
stituted. Another innovation 1s the
hermetically sealed case and burglar
proof vaults, which nothing but blast-
ing could ever reopen.

“One of the principal innovations of
recent years is the use of shrouds or

robes in the place of ordinary every-
day clothing. The shrouds are made
of all kinds of soft and delicate effects,

such as silks or chiffons, etec. For
aged persons white robes are general-
1y used, but soft grays and purples are

principally favored for younger aml
middie-aged persons. For instance the

correct thing for a young lady would
be a purple lined casket and a lavender
robe. It would be more in conformity
with the age of the deceased to use
these colors; which is the point usual-
ly considered. . Black, cloth-covered
caskets with silver, gold or nickel
handles are very much in vogue, and

can be had in nice quality for _ST?;
Rosewood, cypress and various im-

ported woods are used for the uncov-
ered caskets. Red cedar, chestnut and
old oak, handsomely carved, are of the !
other varieties. It takes over twenty
vards of satin to line a casket and
when this is of a high grade it runs
into considerable money.

“One thing very noticeable
modern funeral is the decreased at-
tendawce of friends and relatives.
When the weather is at all inclement
only th€é male members are expected
to go to the cemetery. Another change
is the gradual reduction in the num-
ber of Sunday funerals. [t is being
brought about more than anything else
by the opposgition of the clergy, who
have plenty eof other work to attend to
on that day. Undertakers naturally
faver the spreading of interments out
over the week, as it is more convenient
for themselves and“also for the cem-
etery officials. The consequence is that
the endless processions of funerals
across the ferries at Grand street,
Twenty-third street, and Thirty-fourth
street on Sundays have diminished,
and the evening funerals have come
into fashion.

servable between their funerals and
those of American citizens. The Irish
wake still remains quite general as a
funeral custom, but it is conducted,
even amongst the poorer classes, with
much greater decorum than formerly.

“The most conspicuous funerals ob-
servable in New York at the present
time are those of the Italians, who are
much given to display in this direction.
It is not uncommon to see the tiniest of
coffins followed by a string of coaches
and attended by a band of music ans
to the ferry. Sometimes there will be
as many as fifteen or twenty carriages,
all filled with mourners, in procession.
The band usually forms into two lines,
one going on each side of the hearse.
It is customary with those who at-
tend the wake in an Italian family to
leave a dollar each with the head of the
household in arder to secure a seat in
the coach on the day of the funeral
In this way the bereaved friends know
what preparation to make for guests
and proceed accordingly. For instance,
there may be forty persons, each de-
positing a dollar, and at four dollars
apiece for the coaches ten would be
provided.

The orthodox Jews have extremely
simple funerals and do nothing in the
way of embalming, as they do not be-
lieve in arresting the course of nature.
The body is simply wrapped in burial
cloths and placed in the coffin, the
rabbi taking charge of the services and
superintending the making of the robes,
which must not be contaminated by
any other hands.

“With the more advanced Jews, how-
ever, there is a considerable modifica-
tion of these ideas, and Christian un-
dertakers are sometimes called in to
serve them.”

COMPANY OWNS ITS
LIABILITY FOR
'ELECTROLYSIS

Street Car Corporation Agrees
to Stipulation Which Prac-
tically ‘Assents to Claims
Made by Water Board-—
Experts Will Investigate
Proposed System of Cur-
ent Return.

Suit for $500,000 damages and per=-
manent injunction restraining the
street car company from further dam-
aging the city water mains and prop-
erty continued one month.

The appointment of two experts, one
by the water board and the other by
the street car company, they to in-
vestigate and report not later than
April 1 on the feasibility and effective-
ness of the system of current return
planned by the company.

The street car company to pay all
expenses of the suit and investigations
so far incurred by the water board,
and to make changes in return system
agreed to by experts.

The payment by the street car com-
pany of all damages to water mains
suffered through electrolitic action and
any expense incurred through tests in
determining the amount of the same.
Future damages to be paid also.

If changes in return system rec-
ommended by the experts are not ef-
fective then the company to make
further changes. If still not effective
than the water board to proceed with
its suit. If experts engaged cannot
agree on the effectiveness of the sys-
tem decided on by the company, then
the water board may proceed with its
suit, whichwill go on at the May term.

Temporarily the big suit of the St.
Paul water board against the Twin
City Rapid Transit company is off, and
the above is what the street car com-
pany agrees to in return for the brief
respite.

The negotiations, which is a com-
promise, was effected at a meeting of
the water board yesterday afternoon,
and was agreed to for the street car
company by Vice President Goodrich
and Chief Counsel Munn, both of
whom affixed their signatures to the
stipulation which was prepared and
handed them by Corporation Attorney
Markham.

The victory is the biggest ever won
by any water department against a
street railway where electrolitic action
was concerned, for by the compromise
agreed to yesterday, the street car
company admits that there is such a
thing as electrolysis, admits that it is
damaging to the city’s water mains,
and announces its willingness to com-
pensate the city for any damage suf-
fered besides correcting its system to
the extent that all further trouble will
be obviated.

Perhaps the best part of this victory
is that the city loses none of its rights
by delaying its suits against the
company for by the agreement in event
that the system of return té be made
by the company fails in effectiveness
then the suit brought by the city may
proceed even to the introduction of
expert evidence which the water board
has been several years engaged in se-
curing. g

Expense Has Been Heavy.

In preparing its suit and securing
expert evidence, the water board has
so far incurred an expense of nearly
$8,000, and this the street car com-
pany will pay. As to the damages in-
curred by the water mains, the extent
and amount is largely problematical,
but it will not be far short of $25,-
000. This, in addition to the expense
of experts that may be employed in
finding out what the damages are, the
company will also pay. Future dam-
ages are also included.

A double trolley is the only effective
system to prevent electrolysis—so the
board has been informed, but the sys-
tem which the company intends to
adopt is simply the strengthening of
the present bonded return. Copper

mp——

wires attached to the track and termi-
nating in the power house now consti-
tute the return, but this is to be
strengthened by attaching the wires
other than at some point near the sta-
tion.

Experts to be employed by the water
board and the street car company ex-
pect to get to work at once and on their
report will determine the feasability
and effectiveness of the new system.
If the city’s expert falls to agree, then
the suit will proceed. In any event,
the street car company has to make
its promises good.

FARNSWORTH WINS
BY MAJORITY OF 12

St. Paul Man Is Chosen Grand Master
of Minnesota Odd Fellows.

The close contest for the office of
grand master of the Minnesota Odd
Fellows has been concluded by the
official canvass of the present grand
master, C. A. Fosnes, and the resuit
is the election of S. A. Farnsworth, by
a majority of twelve.

The votes cast for the grand mas-
ter were as follows: S. A. Farns-

worth, 899; Winn Powers, 887; Alex
Van Praag, 401; Charles Lammers,
249.

Deputy Grand Master B. H. Covell,
1,178; Halder E. Boen, 913; John T.
Haglund, 325. Grand Warden E. M.
Clay, 1,247; William Melville, 891; A.
C. Worden, 276. H. C. Bolton was re-
elected secretary without opposition,
also, C. M. Sprague, grand treasurer.

PREMIUM LIST WILL
BE A LIBERAL ONE

State Fair Managers Meet Today at the
Merchants’ Hotel.

The board of managers of the State
Agricultural society will meet this morn-
ing at the Merchants’ nhotel in St. Paul.

This is the first meeting since the an-
nual meeting held last month, and a large
amount of business is to come before the
board. Not the least prominent of these
items of business will be the report of
the committee of revision of the pre-
mium list, and it is expected that the
board will dispose of this subject so that
the list may be put into the hands of the
printers at once.

While the premium list for many years
has been liberal, both in size of premiums
and breadth of classification, there is a
feeling among the board that greater lib-
erality will be appreciated by exhibitors
and prove beneficial to the fair.

It is probable that the needs of the
board in the way of new buildings will be
discussed, though, pending legislative ac-
tion it is impossible for the managers to
take action either on the manufactures
building or the live stock amphitheater.

Will Watch Salconkeepers.

The executive committee of the St.
Paul Law and Order league met last
evening at the Y. M. C. A. and ap-
pointed a committee, consisting of Da-
vid Morgan and Daniel T. Wellington,
to report to the city cofficers all cases
where liquor is sold to minors. This
committee will watch the police court,
and all cases that appear there will
be looked into.

WHY PENSIONS
ARE RETAINED

Trustees of Soldiers’ Home
Give Their Reasons for
the Rule.

Of the 389 veterans at the Minnesots
Soldiers’ home July 21 last, all but
fifty-five received pensions from the
government,

The amount of pension money re-
ceived from the veterans for the sup-
port of the home for the year was $13,-
509.73, which is about one-quarter of
the total amount expended.

The fifteenth annual report of the
board of trustees, which was submitted
to Gov. Van Sant yesterday, gives. the
total cost of the home in all depart-
ments as $65,320.68, in 1901, and $67,-
292.46 in 1902. The excess of cost in
1902 over the previous year was prin-
cipally in fcod and fuel, $3,313 being
the excess in fuel and $889 in food.

Concerning the practice of retaining
each month all but $4 of the pension
money paid to the veterans in the hcme
the report says:

“There are four times as many resi-
dent civil war soldiers outside of the
home as there are in it, and who are
as much disabled and dependent.
These men, worthy citizens, are doing
their best to maintain themselves and
their families, exerting themselves to
the limit of their earning capacity and
using every cent of their pension mon-
ey to support their families; this not
being enough to even furnish meager
necessaries of life, they are assisted
from the relief fund, and the amount
allowed them is based to a large extent
on the amount of their pension, and to
that part of the report we again call
Your attention,

“All of this legislation establishing
the home and creating the relief fund,
was enacted at the initiajive and in-
stance of the self-supporting ex-sol-
diers of the Civil war of the state;
and no reason has ever been adduced
to convince them that it is just and
equitable to maintain the soldier in
the home, giving him everything neces-
sary to his comfort, consisting of pos=
tage and stationery, chewing or smok-
ing tobacco, repairing to shoes and
clothing, personal laundry, underwear
and outerwear, ample subsistence, good
beds, baths, warm quarters, medical
attention, medicines, hospital service,
surgical operations and services of an
oculist, and then allow him to have all
his pension money as a clear bonus
for staying in ‘the home.”

There was expended from the relief
fund in 1901 $64,675 and in 1902 $68,-
346, which last mentioned amount ex-
ceeded the tax collections for the fund
by $2,745. Over 4,000 persons were
benefited by the fund. The number
given relief in Hennepin county was
371 and the amount disbursed, $17,396;
in Ramsey county the number was 228
and the amount disbursed, $9,815.

The per capita coest of food at the
home was $74.57; fuel, $31.87; tobacco,
$3.10, and clothing, $1409. During 1902
there ‘were ninety-nine admitted to the
home; thirty-six readmitted: thirty-
seven deaths, and ninety-two discharg-
ed. The number at the end of the
year in the home was 389, a gain of six
over the previous year. The trustees
ask for an increase in the appropria-
tion from $20,000 to $30,000.

Anthony Schmidt, 461 Rice street,
who was seriously injured Sunday aft-
ernoon while coasting on Valley
street, is much improved and it is now
believed he will recover. Elmer John-
sen and George Krahmer, the other
lads injured, are recovering.
