MEN MEET DEATH IN
A BURNING MINE
AT EVELETH

Two Fall Back to Dest rue
tion When They Had Al-
most Climbed Beyond
Danger—Ten Other Miners
Have a Narrow Escape.

DULUTH, Minn, Feb. 11.—Two
lives were lost and ten men had nar-
row escapes as a result of a fire in No.
3 shaft at the Spruce mine, owned by
the United States Steel corporation,
at Eveléth, Minn.,, today. The names
of the dead are:

JOHN O’BRIEN, unmarried.

WILLIAM MATTHEWS, unmarried.

The fire was caused by the expio-
sion of a lantern which was left near
the edge of the shaft on the second
level, 150 feet below the surface. Nine-
ty feet deeper in the mine twelve men
were at work in a drift which was be-
ing put through from No. 3 to No. 1
shaft. There was no escape for them
except by way of No. 3 in which the
fire was raging. The efforts of the
firemen were-directed with good effect
on the blazing woodwork which lined
the shaft, the hose being run down
No. 1 shaft and carried through to the
point were the fire originated. There
was ventilation for the firemen, but
none for the twelve men in the drifts
ninety feet below them. The drift In
which the men were imprisoned was
cut through only about half of the 500
feet between No. 3 and No. 1 shafts.

The air soon became freighted with
steam, gas and smoke. The men were
in total darkness, the lights from their
candles being of little avail. They
groped to the point where the drift
joined the No. 1 shaft and peered up-
ward and when they could no longer
see fire' above them began climbing

Ten of the men reached the second
level. Two, O’'Brien and Matthews,
were overcome when about forty feet
from the point where safety was as-
sured, and fell back to their death.

When the news spread over Eveleth
that the shaft at the Spruce was on
fire there was much excitement. Men
and women rushed to the mine and
those who had relatives below were
in an agony of fear. The.mining offi-
cials at the Spruce are said to have
handled the disaster well. The swift
work in extinguishing the fire saved
the lives of at least ten men. The
bodies of O’Brien and Matthews have
not yet been recovered.

NORTHWESTERN LEGISLATION.

Mostly Taik in South Dakota and Work
in Wisconsin.

PIERRE, S. D, Feb. 11.—The house
put in today with talk, the principal
measures calling out discussion being
the valued policy insurance bill, which
was finally forced into the hands of
the engrossing force and reported back
later and will be up for action tomor-
row. The next talk was over the sen-
ate bill which provided the manner of
handling county funds paid into the
Yankton insane asylum, which meas-
ure was killed on the adoption of an
adverse committee report.

In the senate the principal bills in-
troduced were to fix penalties for the
collection of illegal fees by officers and
making prisoners in the penitentiary
competent witnesses. The senate
passed the senate bill fixing a uniform
system of bell signals in mines and
the house bill providing a penalty for
divulging the contents of telegraph or
telephone messages.

MADISON, Wis.,, Feb. 11.—A joint
resolution was introduced in the as-
sembly today inviting other legislatures
to join in_a constitutional convention
to secure an amendment to the federal
constitution providing for the election
of United States senators by direct
vote. A memorial to congress was in-
troduced, asking legislation to complete
the survey of islands in the Wisconsin
and Mississippi rivers within the state.
Among the bills introduced were: Pro-
viding that eight hours shall constitute
a day's labor for state, county, mu-
nicipal and town employes; authorizing
cities to license and regulate the sale
of nmitric, sulphuric and other danger-
ous acids; also similar powers to reg-
Tulate the sale of fireworks; to encour-
age the production of beet sugar by ex-
empting it from taxation for a term
of years; requiring the attendance at
school, public, parochial or private, of
all children between seven and 16 years
not less than eight months each year
in cities, nor less than five months in
villages and country districts. A bill
was introduced in the senate providing
for the distribution among schools of
a history of the Standard Oil company
and the United States senate.

ADVANTAGE OF BEING A CHEMIST

Murderers Nearly Escape From a Mon-
tana Jail.

BUTTI, Mont., Feb. 11.—At the trial
of William St. Clair, whe is charged
with assisting in the attempted escape
of Charles Lennox and James Martin,
both under sentence of death for the
murder of Fireman Williams at Silver
Bow Junction last year, and W. C,
Cusick, another murderer awaiting
trial, M. N. Hadsel, a prisoner, on the
witness stand, told a sensational tale
of an alleged plot St. Clair had form-
ed for the wholesale delivery of the
three murderers. His attempt was
frustrated by Hadsel, who informed
former Under Sheriff McGuigan of the
daring plans of the prisoners.

St. Clair was formerly an inmate of
the county jail on a charge of burg-
lary and at that time formed the ac-
quaintance of the prisoners. He was
later acquitted for lack of evidence.
Prior to his arrest St. Clair was an
assayver and chemist and to this fact
is attributed the success of Lennox in
dissolving and sawing his way through
the bars of his cell. Had another day
elapsed the men would have been out
cf their cells.

Hadsel declared he had seen St. Clair
pass saws and acid to a prisoner nam-
ed Harmon, who was supposed to have
been St. Clair's pal in numerous burg-
laries committed in this city. Harmon
in turn gave the saws and acid to
Lennox and Martin, who said that on
Nov. 15 they would be out and some-
body would get killed. Martin had
said that they were going to knock
Jailer John Jelbeck senseless, lock him
in the cell and allow a general deliv-
ery. Hadsel is under arrest upon a
;ha(;'ge of having forged a check for
500. 3

The cfime of which La Duke was
convicted was committed in Porto
Rico. He became involved in a quarrel
with one of the regular army men
named Parker. A fight ensued, in
which Parker was thrown over some
boxes and in endeavoring to come
back at La Duke, La Duke grabbed
his gun and fired without putting the
piece to his shoulder.

CHINESE AGITATORS IN THE
UNITED STATES EXPORTING ARMS

Paoc Wong Society Responsible for the
Unrest in China.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 11.—Advices
received at the Chinese legation here tell
of the =aectivity in San Francisco. New
York and other cities in this country of
Chinese agitators, calling themselves *“‘re-
formers.” They are said to be soliciting
subscriptions’ from Chinese for the im-
Eortzuon of arms into China to be used
by the Pao Wong, as their society is
known.

It is difficult to secure any information
about these agents, but if they can be
run down it is not improbable that the
Chinese government will make representa-
tives to the United States in the matter.
The Pap Wong society, it is thought,
nray be responsible for much of the un-
rest that is reported from China - and
which is causing apprehension among the
powers. In the peace protocol the Chinese
government pledged itself to prevent the
importation of arms, but the officials
claim that they have no control over the
agitators in this country and must look
to the United States and the other pow-
ers to do their part in preventing the ex-
portation of arms.

GERMANY IS KIGKING
IN THE TRAGES
AGAIM}-? =

Ignores Her Previous Agree-
ment and Insists on Cash
Payment of $3140,000 or a
Lien on a Venezuelan Cus-
toms Port Till This
Amount Is Paid.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Feb. 11.—Ger-
meany has ignored her previous agree-
ment made with Mr. Bowen by Count
A. von Quadt-Wykradt-¥Fzny, her
charge d’'affaires, and has insisted on
a cash payment of $340,000 or a lien
“on the customs receipts of one of the
Venezuelan ports until this amount is
paid. " This information was communi-
cated to Mr. Bowen tonight by Baron
Spec von Sternberg, the German min-
ister.

Mr. Bowen immediately informed
the Germran minister that he refused
to yleld the receipts of any pyrt prior
to The Hague decision, saying that
would be preferential treaiment. As
to the cash payment of §$340,000 de-
manded, Mr. Bowen left that matter
to the German minister to determine,
saying to him that if Germany can
afford to make a public confession
that it does not stand by agreements
signed -by its duly accredited diplo-
mats, he (Mr. Bowen) is willing that
they shall receive on the day the pro-
tecol is signed the total amount asked
in the original ultimatum. The re-
spcnse has been cabled to the German
foreign office.

Other Allies Regretful.

Great Britain .and Ifaly have re-
ncunced responsibility for the action
of Germany and éxpressed their re-
gret. They have informed Mr. Bowen
that they will stand by all agree-
ments they have made with him and
will not be influenced by the action of
Germany. DBoth the British and Ital-
ian protocols provide for a cash pay¢
ment of £5,500 and for the submission
of . the question of preferential treat-
ment to The Hague. They contain rec-
ommendations for the renewal of all
previous treaties of amity and com-
merce, and the Italian convention has
an article providing for the payment
of the Italian claims which already
have been adjudicated without fur-
ther arbitration, after her commission
has arbitrated the other claims.

‘With the exception of the demand
for-an increased cash payment the pro-
tocol of Germany will in all  essential
respects conform to that of Great Bri-
tain, but will be somewhat more con-
cise. All three protocols, it is under-
stod, will provide for the immediate re-
turn of all vessels seized by the block-
ading ships,

It is stated that the action of Ger-
many in asking for $340,000 instead of
contenting herself-with , £5,500 is due
to a misunderstanding of certain steps
ir the negotiations which had been
passed on by Count Quadt ‘before the
arrival of Baron von Sternberg. Mr.
Bowen holds that Germagy is bound
by the act of its representative.

Mr. Bowen’s Expenses.

Mr. Bowen tonight gave out a sign-
ed statement with reference to pub-
lished statements that Venezuela or
the people in that country were paying
him for his services here. He said:

“I absolutely refused to take any fee
for my services as a representative of
Veénezuela in her pending controversy
with the allied powers; but I agreed,
as I cabled to the department of state
frem Venezeula and announced on the
first day of my arrival here, to accept
$5,000 to defray my expenses. In the
same way if, by chance, I go to The
Hague, I shall accept,a  reasonable
amount for my expenses there. I see
no reason why my expenses should not
be paid, and I have a very good rea-
son for net paying them myself, and
that is I cannot afford to, do so.”

“I am certainly not exaggerating
when I express he opimion that even
if there is no absolute starvation at
present, there is great danger of it.
Unless relief, in addition to that al-
ready received, is continued, another
great slaughter of cattle will become
ngcessary, and possibly widespread
starvation among the people will en-
sue. Owing to the scarcity of fodder
the cows are milkless, and milk is the
principal constituent of the rural food,
which, in the eastern part of the prov-
ince, usually consists exclusively of
the unleavened barley bread and sour
milk. New cattle fodder cannot be ex-
pected before June, while the present
needs of the people are estimated at
7,000 tons of straw and hay, 1,000 tons
of oil cakes, 500 tons of fodder meal,
400 tons of oats and 1,200 tons of flour.
Seed barley, oats, rye and potatoes are
also necessary. If good and charita-
ble people out of their plenty wonuld
donate money and provisions, the gifts
would be recelved with the greatest
gratitude,.and the expressed wishes of
the donors would always be respected.”

Gov. Bergstrom's - statement is re-
garded as a very moderate one. The
Alpine cows frequenting these high
latitudes are not replaceable by stock
from the southern latitudes. To con-
vey the relief supplies from the rail-
road to remote sufferers is a matter of
great difficulty, as the supplies must be
carried across a trackless wilderness.
It is estimated that at least $1,000,000
will be necessary to avert starvation
till the next harvest. Three thousand
children alone lack food and clothing.

REFUSES A HOSPITAL AND
DIES IN LOFT OF A BARN

Fate of the Wife and Fellow-Fighter

: of Capt. Streeter.

CHICAGO, Feb. 11—Refusing to be
taken to a hospital where proper care
could be given to her, Mrs. Maria
Streeter, wife of Capt. George Welling-
ton Streeter, of “District of Lake Mich-
igan™ fame, died in the loft of a barn
tonight. Death was a result of inter-
nal injuries sustained in a street car
accident several months ago. °

The woman was the principal of
many battles in the contested ground
on the side of the lake shore, and was
well known and feared by the police
on account of her energetic actions in
behalf of her husband. Capt. Streeter
is in jail, awaiting removal to the
penitentiary at Joliet, to which he was
sentenced several weeks ago on a
charge of murder.

Deaths in a Blizzard.

ST. JOHN'S, N. F., Feb. 11.—Four
more deaths, due to the recent blizzard,
are reported today. The first train for
six days reached the city this after-
noon. Railway traffic is still delayed
by heavy snowdrifts.

SALT LAKE, Utah, Feb. 11.—Eight
inches of snow fell in Salt Lake today
and the storm is still raging with un-
abated fury. Street car traffic is de-
moralized, some lines being almost to-
tally at a standstill. The storm ex-
tends over Southern Idaho, Western
Wyoming and Northern Utah, and the
trains on all roads are delayed.

Prominent Creek Dead.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Feb. 11.—Rev.
Thomas A. Perryman, of Tulsa, I. T.,
president of the Creek house of kings,
died here today of pneumonia, aged
gixty-four years. Mr. Perryman was a
full blood Creek Indian and han been
a leader in national affairs for thirty
yvears. He was on all treaty commis-
sions since 1866 and was instrumental
in bringing about the allotment of the
Creek lands.

Suspected of a Double Murder.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Feb. 11.—Mrs.
George Nelk, sixty-seven years old,
and her daughter, Miss Minnie Nelk,
aged twenty-six years, were found to-
night at their home in Germantown,
a suburb, with their heads crushed.
George Nelk, a son of the dead woman,
is accused of their murder and the
police are searching for him.

lowa Pioneer Gone.

WEST UNION, Iowa, Feb. 11.—Phin-
eas Sturgis, a pioneer and a well known
politician, is dead at his home here,
aged seventy-three years. He was
formerly a member of the legisiature.

Neu Who Was Two
Years His Senior.

Judge Brooks yesterday Issued an
order appointing Louisa Schuyler guar-
dian of Edward B. Hoffenbroedel, for
the purpose of prosecuting an action
in the court whereby an effort will be
made to free young Hoffenbroedel from
his marriage contract with his pres-
ent wife.

In his petition Edward B. Hoffen-
broedel says that he is seventeen years
of age; that on June 2, 1902, when
he was sixteen years old, he was mar-
ried to Emma Henrietta Neu, who was
then "eighteen years of age. He asks
an annulment of the marriage contract
on the grounds that he was incapable
to contract said marriage.

FAMILY IS FOUND STARVING.

One Dead and Six Hungry Children
Discovered in Home.

John Spears and his wife were found
yvesterday in a hovel on the outskirts
of Excelsior, weakened by hunger, un-
nerved by despair, with six children ill
in bed of measles, and the seventh ly-
ing dead on a table, covered by an old
quilt.

There was nof a serap of food in the
place. The six suffering babies lay
three in a bed. There were only two
beds in the house, and those had naught
but unclean rags for mattress and cov-
ering. .

The children, ranging in age from
three to ten years, shivered and cried
with cold as they cowered under the
pitiful scraps of covering, and one lit-
tle one racked her mother’'s breaking
heart by calling, in gquerulous tones, for
“Sister Ruth—I want my sister Ruth,”
she repeated, again and again.

But sister Ruth, stretched out so
straight and silent on the table, an-
swered never a word, and the mother
of the dead child dropped her wan,
white face into her hands and moaned
in the despair that lay upon her.

The father sat on a stool with hig el-
bows on his knees and his face-con-
cealed by two horny fists. He tried to
comfort the poor woman whoem he had
sworn to love and cherish, but there
was so very little to say, with “Sweet-
heart” Ruth, as they called her, lying
dead, and the other poor little young-
sters fighting disease under so fearful
a handicap.

And this was the scene that con-
fronted Henry Hutchins, the agent of
the Excelsior Humane society, when he
visited the Spears home. He de-
scribes it as the very worst case of des-
titution he ever encountered.

The children in the crowded beds had
no nourishment of any sort for several
days. Their faces were wasted and
gaunt, their eyes hollow and unnatural-
ly bright. They moaned and sobbed in
a subdued way, the sort of gasping
sobs that come from' children exhaust-
ed with weeping.

When the agent entered the mother
rose in a dazed sort of way and drew
the covering more carefully over her
beloved dead. The father stared
blankly at Hutchins, as though unable
to realize what any human being
could want in so dreadful a place.

The awful barrenness of the house,
if house it may be called, illustrates to
what extremities of want and suffering
human beings may descend and still
live. There is no furniture worthy the
name, no bedclothes for the beds, hard-
1y a cooking utensil that might be used
if there was anything to cook.

Mr. Hutchins immediately dispatched
fuel and food as well as clothing and
bedclothes to the house. Charitable
women of Exeelsior are now interested
in the case and all possible assistance
ig being given,

Spears is a day laborer. He has not
been employed for some months, and
for several weeks he has been com-
pelled to stay at home on account of
the children. He is said to be industri-
ous. =

Charged With Violating Pension. Law.
Dr. Arthur Klementz, of St. Michaels,

John Gillen, who was arrested at the
Washington school on Tuesday night,
when questioned yesterday said a man
named Keis had induced him to go
into the building while he was drunk.
He said Keis disappeared when he
heard the officer coming.

DID NOT HAVE A COPY OF
THE CHARGE AGAINST HIM

Decision Affecting Naval Court-Martial
Cases for Years Past.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 14.—The
court of claims has rendered a decision
of farreaching importance to the naval
establishment, If sustained by the United
States supreme court, to which an ap-
peal has been taken, the decision will
affect every court-martial case tried dur-
ing the past forty years in which tne
sentence involved a loss of pay.

The case decided by the court was that
of John Smith, a fireman in the navy,
who was tried and convicted by court-
martial on the charge of refusing to obey
a proper order from his superior officer
and sentenced to one year’'s imprisonment
with loss of pay during confinement. The
court gave judgment in his favor for the
full amount of pay claimed, $376. The
claim was based on the ground that the
accused had not been furnished with a
copy of the charges and specifications
on which he was to be tried, “at the
time he was put under arrest,”” accord-
ing to the requirements of the naval reg-
ulations,

It is represented by the law officers of
the navy department that the decision
reverses the practice of the navy for the
past forty years, and it is moreover im-
possible of enforcement in the naval serv-
ice under existing conditions.

Diamond From the Sky.

NEW YORK, Feb. 11.—In the private
collection of George Frederick Kunz, now
on exhibition at the museum of natural .
history, it a diamond imbedded in the
center of a forty-pound meteorite. The
diamond is of the purest and hardest-car-
bon, but dark in color. With several other
small particles of diamond dust it rests
in a small jagged area of less pure car-
bon, surrounded by solid meteorite iron
four to five inches thick.

Indlan Fighter Dead.

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M., Feb. 11.—Col.
. L. Morris, one of the most famous of
the Western scouts and Indian fighters, is
dead here after a long illness. In 1870
Moris with his men killed Chief Juaneka
and thirty Apache warriors who had been
terrorizing the community. Morris was
wounded in the neck, one of his men kill-
ed and ten were wounded.
