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JAMES HOGAN 13
FOUND GUILTY

Fatal Thirteen, Court Loun-
gers Say, Was This Sa-
loon Keeper’s Hoodoo.

The jury which heard the evidence
In the case of the state against James
E. Hogan, proprietor of the “Wood-
bine,” a Minnesota street saloon, re-
turned a verdict at 9 o’clock last night
finding him guilty of keeping a disor-
derly house. Judge Kelly will sentence
Hogan Menday morning.

Hogan’s is the third of the so-called
disorderly house cases tried, the con-
victions in the two preceding ones—
Grozovsky, the Sherburne avenue bath
house keeper, and Ireton, a saloon man
—having resulted in sentences to the
workhouse for a period of threeimonths
without the option of a fine.

Hogan made a correct forecast of
what the verdict would be when he
was informed that the jury had reach-
ed an agreement.

“lI suppose it's a cinch they have
found me guilty, ” he said to a crowd
of court attaches while awaiting the
arrival of Judge Kelly. Then he light-
ed a fragrant cigar and seemed not in
the least agitated. ;

“There is one thing, though,” said
Hogan, “and that is you will find this
Irishman taking his medicine like a
man. There will be no squeal from me.
If T have to go to the workhouse I
can do it, but mark my word, I will
have company there before I am
through with it. I can tell them a few
things about the way other places in
this town are run, and if they want
to go after this sort of places, it will
keep the workhouse filled for the rest
of the year. They picked out a few
of us and let the rest go, but I am not
the one to make a holler. When the
proper time comes I will show up some
of these other guys.”

The hangers-on about the criminal
court room had Hogan convicted long
before the jury reached an agreemenﬁ

“Look what the man is up against,”
said one. “His case going to the jury
on Friday, and on the thirteenth of
the month at that. Then there were
Just thirteen witnesses called in behalf
of the defense. You can’t beat.a game
like that.”

Attorney Stan Donnelly said last
night that he was as yet undecided
as to what further action he would
take in the Hogan case. It is possible
he will sue out a writ of habeas
corpus should Hogan receive a work-
house sentence. In this manner Hogan
could be released on bail until the
matter is disposed of by the supreme
court. Hogan is now out on bonds,
and will not be placed in custody un-
til Monday.

FORRESTERS AFTER
OLMSTEAD’S SCALP

Owen L. Jones Wants Court to Remove
Him From Office.

An action was commenced in the dis-
trict court yesterday, the object of which
is the ousting of 8. C. Olmstead from his
present position as a member of the na-
tional executive council, and the special
office of supreme councilor of the United
Order “of Poresters. The suit is brought
by Owen L. Jones, of St. Paul against
the United Order of Foresters.

The complaint charges a conspiracy to
defraud the order throughout the United
States and operate it in the personal in-
terests of the national executive council,
of which Olmstead is one of the four
members. It is charged that the members
of this council have so arranged matters
that they can perpetuate themselves in
office, and that the funds of the order
are practically at their disposal for in-
Vestment at will. The court is asked to
issue an injunction preventing the al-
leged fraud to continue, to force the ex-
ecutive council to observe the authorized
by-laws and rules of the order, and to
oust 8. C. Olmstead as a member of the
council.

The complaint states that although Mr.
Olmstead has ben ousted from Court- of
Minnesota No. 17, located in St. Paul, he
insists upon attending its meetings, and
has twice had to be ejected from the
hall; that the local treasurer continues to
accept the fees of Olmstead as a For-
ester, and that he should be enjoined from
so doing.

It is also asserted that, In order to vin-
dicate Mr. Olmstead, his friends in the
executive counecil have assumed jurisdic-
tion in an appeal of his case. and the
court is asked to restrain the council from
far#t\er asSumptien® eof -such unauthorized
rights.

Will of Mary F. McClurg Contains Many
Liberal Bequests.

The will of Mary F. McClurg, whose
death occurred at Pasadena, Cal., Feb. 1,
was yesterday filed in the probate court
hy Harry T. Drake, executor. The estate
is valued at $35,000, of which amount
$8,000 goes to different church and be-
nevolent socleties. These societies and
the amount left théem dre as follows:

American Baptist Missionary union,
$2,000; American Baptist Home Mission
society, to_be expended in = Minnesota,
$1,000; St. Paul Baptist union, $500: First
Baptist church of St. Paul. of which de-
ceased was a member, $2,000. The sum
of §1,000 is left for the endowment of
schools for freedmen in some of the
former- slave states, and $500 for Indian
schools. The St. Paul Home of the
Friendless gets $1,000.

To her nephews, Harry T. Drake and
A. M. Drake, and to her nieces, Mary D.
Tompkins and Carrie A. Lightner. chil-
dren of her sister, Caroline M. Drake.
she leaves $500 each. or. if the heirs
elect, five shares of stock in the Mer-
chants National bank. To the children
of her Brother, Willlam. the sum of
$2,000 is left, and to Mrs. Sue L. McMil-
lan, $1,000. Trevor McClurg, a nephew, is
to be paid. $3,000 when he reaches the age
of twenty-five, and Aleck M. McClurg,
another nephew, is to receive $2,000 when
20 shall have reached the age of twenty-

ve.

DITCHES INCREASE
VALUE OF THE LAND

Drainage Englneer Ralph Submits Report
of Work Done,

Engineer George A. Ralph, who for
the past two years has been in charge
of the comstruction of drainage ditches
in the northern portion of the state, has
submitted a detailed report of the work
to the governor.

The legislature appropriated $50,000 for
the work two years ago, and since that
time nine ditches have been built. The
total length of ditches is 36.6 miles, which
cost §44,956.18. These ditches drain 83,-
000 acres pf agricultural lands, the in-
creased productive power of which will
amount to $248,000. The benefit to state
lands will amount to $94,000.

Mr. Ralph's report is accompanied by
one from the state drainage commission,
which raises the figures of the inereased
valuation to a considerable degree.

The report states that Mr, Ralph has
been entirely too conservative in this re-
sepct. Accoring to the commission, the
increased valuation, instead of being $3
an acre, is nearer $9. Before the ditches
were constructed the appraised value of
the lands was $5 an acre, and Mr. Ralph
in his report states that they are now
worth $8. The report of the commission
cites several instances _where drained
lands have beén disposed of for $14 an
acre, and the increased valuation fo the
state is estimated at $330.000.

SPEAKERS TO ASSAIL
TOBACCO TRUST

Local Anti-Asssociation Prepares for
Vigorous Campaign.
The recently organized Retail Cigar

Dealers’ Association of America held a
meeting last -evening in Central hall, at
which it was decided to hold a special
social and business meeting on Feb. 27,
at which speakers from different parts of
the country will give their views on the
situatfon now existing in the retail to-
bacco world. .

As one of the strongly avowed planks
of the association’s platform is opposition
to the tobacco trust, the different mem-
bers will, in a few days, display in their
windows an anti-trust sign in the form
of a very attractive transparency whieh
vears the legend: ‘‘Cigar Dealers’ Asso-
ciation of America—Anti-Trust, Inde-
pendent Cigar Dealers.” On the sign will
be the picture of a winged horse, denoting
““Freedom.””

The Retail Liquor Dealers’ and the Re-
tail Grocers’ associations have announced
their intention of co-operating with the
movement.

MRS.APPLEBYBECINS
A CREAT CHARITY
IN ST. PAUL

Daught-erbf the Late A. H.
Wilder Carries Out Intent
of Her Father and Estab-
lishes a Magnificent Fund
to Aid the Worthy Poor of
St. Paul.

Most magnificent of all the charita-
ble enterprises ever established in this
city is that provided for in the will of
Mrs. Cornelia Day Wilder Appleby,
which was made public yesterday. To
be fully comprehended and appreci-
ated in its true effect, this document
should be read in connection with the
last will and testament of A. H.+Wil-
der, the late lamented father of Mrs.
Appleby, for in the disposition of that
portion of the estate over which she
had distributory control Mrs, Appleby
has foliowed the expressed and well
known desires and purposes of her
father.

In effect all of this portion of the es-
tate wil be converted into a fund, te
be known as “The Amherst H. Wilder
Charity,” and to be dispensed for the
relief of the worthy poor of the city of
St. Payl.

The value of Mrs. Appleby’s estate
has been variously estimated, and at
the present time its exact amount is
not known. An approximate idea of
its extent may be formed by a review
of the records in the administration of
the estate of her father. It is found
that the inventory of the A. H. Wilder
estate aggregated $1,987,569.26. Under
the terms of the will ene-third of the
entire property, after the fulfillment of
certain minor behests, was bequeathed
to the widow, Mrs. Fanny S. Wilder.
Of the other two-thirds, the testator
willed ane-half to his daughter, to be-
come hers in fee when she should at-
tain the age of twenty-eight years,
and the other half to be held in trust
as a life estate.

Dr. Appleby Gets $10,000 a Year.

By the terms of Mrs. Appleby's will,
she makes a bequest under which her
husband, Dr. T. E. W. Villiers -Appleby,
is to receive annually the sum of $10,-
000; this annual sum is to be the fruits
or income from a certain portion of
her estate set apart for his benefit.
The body or principal of this portion of
her estate, after his death, is to be-
ecome a part of the principal of the
fund which she has provided shall be
devoted to the aid and relief of the
worthy poor, resident of St. Paul,
Minn. it

A certain portion of her estate is set
apart to provide an annual income
amounting to $125 per month, which
is to be paid over to her friend, Nancy
Mitchell. The body or principal of this
bequest also drops to the fund devoted
to the assistance of the poor upon-:the
death of Nancy Mitchell.

She has also named in her will a
specific bequest for each of the follow-
ing persons, respectively: Viector M.
Watkins, $5,000; Christian John
Schwartz, $5,000; J, Gotlieb Schwartz,
$1,000; Caroline M. Beaumont, $1,0003
Charlotte L. G. Mead, $1,000. .

She wills to her husband a Ilarge
number of paintings and a part of her
jewelry, all specified in detail,. After
the specific bequests are provided. for,
she wills the fruit and income of all
the remainder of her property er a life
estate therein to her mother, Fanny, S.
Wilder, as long as her mother shall
live.

After making the above specific be-
quests, the wishes of Mrs. Appleby and
the noble purposes to which she has
devoted the great body of her estate
cannot be expressed more clearly or
more eloquently than by repeating in
substance the language of the will.

She declares that all the remainder
of her property, including the principal
or body of her estate, from which her
husband and her mother receive a Hfe
interest, she gives and devotes to a
fund and endowment, to be used, in-
vested and managed and applied for
the relief and assistance of the worthy
poor, resident of the city of St. Paul,
Minnesota, and without regard or dis-
crimination as to sex, color, age or re-
ligious inclination or belief, of the
beneficiaries of the fund. This fund is
to be known and administered as “The
Amherst H. Wilder Charity.”

Text of the Bequest.

“I will and direct the administra-
tors of said fund and charity, as soon
as they deem the same practicable
and advisable, to erect at some suita-
ble and reasonably central point in
said city of St. Paul a substantial
Administration building, in which and
from which, as headquarters, to ecarry
on and conduct the busineds opera-
tions of administering and disbursing
said charity and trust.

“In directing the erection of - said
Administration building, it is not my
intention to direct the erection of a
home for said beneficiaries, or a hos-
pital for their aid and relief, but I de-
sire said building to be the headquar-
ters in which and from which to man-
age and administer the business and
aqairs of said fund and charity, in-
tending, however, that the size and
style and location of said building shall
conform to the dignity of this charity,
and the ambition and hope I have for
its great good and usefulness to the
worthy poor, resident as herein named.

“I will and direct that in the erec-
tion of said Administration building in
some suitable manner there shall be
cut, or placed upon same, a tablet in-
dicating to the public the character
and purpose of said building, and by
whom the charity is founded.

“To prevent public, partially public,
and denominational hospitals and
charitable organizations and public of-
ficials soliciting Qr competing for aid
and contributions from the administra-
tors of the fund and charity, I hereby
direct that no part or portion of said
fund or charity to paid to, or used by,
or in any manner be controlled by, or
delivered for disbursement to any such
hospital, organization or officials, but
I will that the administration of said
fund and charity be at all times kept
independent and free from all such
competition and entanglements.

Bars Politicians,

“To the end that this fund and
charity may be kept at all times free
‘from all political influence, I hereby
will and direet that no city official, or
employee, and no county official or em-
ploye (judge of a court of record ex-
cepted) shall at any time have any-
thing to do with the administration or
with the disbursement of all or any

“Should my mother, Fanny S. Wilder,
in her lifetime, or by her last will, es-
tablish a fund and charity similar in
chnaracter and purpose to the fund and
charity in this will established and en-
dowed, then I authorize and fully em-
power the administrators of the fund
and charity named in this will, should
it be in their option advisable so to
do. to admit and permit such fund and
charity endowed by my mother to be
administered in and from said Admin-
istration building provided for herein,
or should her will so permit, the char-
ity herein named and endowed by me
and such charity endowed by my moth-
er may be consolidated and managed
and administered together, or such
charity endowed by my mother may
be managed and administered with.and
as a part of the furd and charity by
this wili endowéd, and the powers, du-
ties and obligations of the corporation
referred to herein may be broad and
ample enough for that purpose.

“I hereby will and direct the admin-
istrators of thi$ fund and charity to
employ at least two trained nurses,
whose duty and work shall be to care
for the sick aniong the worthy poor,
resident of said St. Paul.

May Take Other Bequests.

“It 'is my hepe and trust that the
persons who may from time to time
have the duty of caring for saild en-
dowment and charity- may become im-
bued with my aim and purpose in
making this will. It has come to my
thoughts in my reflections about tha
future of this:endowment and charity
that its administration may come to
be recognized :to be so -economical and
S0 worthy, others may at some time,
or from time to time, in the years to
come, desireé to use the same medium
by and through which to aid and re-
lieve with small or larger amounts the
wants and suffering of the same or
like worthy poor, resident of St. Paul.
Should such be the case, I authorize
and empower the administrators of the
endowment and charity I have ereated
to receive (in their diseretion always,

‘dition and .cha&;er of the assets of

-however,) any grant, device, bequest or

gift made for said purpese, and to ab-
sorb and administer same with and as
a: part of the endowment and charity
in and by my will named and estab-
lished.

“Provided, however, su¢h grant, de-
vise, bequest or gift must.and shall
be made wholly and entirely to be ab-
sorbed in and by, and to become a part
of said endowment and charity by me
created, and without any other con-
ditions and limitations of-any kind or
character whatever. Said corporation,
which may be organized, or which
will be organized, may be organized
with powers ample and sufficient for
the purpose herein named. Nothing
herein. contained, however, shall be
construed as making it obligatory upon
the sdid trustees or incorporate man-
agers to receive or administer any
such tendered-grant, devise, bequest or
gift, but they shall act as their dis-
¢retion and judgment may dictate rela-
tive.to receiving same, and it must be
only for and upon the complete ab-
sorption I have named.” -

Power of Executors.

Power most ample is given.to con-
vey and assign at any time any of the
property belonging to this fund and
to’ invest - and reinvest the proceeds
and the performance of any duty im-
posed or right given or created may
be enforced by oy through any eourt
having visitorial. power or jurisdictien
in such cases, and also, if necessary,
by any associate in such right or duty.

Mrs. Appleb¥ ‘'has named her hus-
band, her mother, her friend, Victor
M. Watkins, andher-cousin, Charles
L. Spencer, as the executors of the
will, also as mamnagers of the charity,
with John I. H. Field and George C.
Power, of St. Paul, as substitutes in
case of death or/vacancy.

A. H.:Wilder’'s Will.

A. H. Wilderdied Nov. 11, 1894, and
his will was filpd Nov. 22 of the same
year. Among the minor bequests men-
tioned in the,parly part of this wil}
is ome of $10,0080 to Christian John
Schwartz, of whom it was stated that
he had been céntinuously in the em-
ploy of the testatér since 1868 and Mr.
Wilder in his will requested that his
wife and daughter should in the dis-
position of their property make such
further provision for Schwartz as
might seem to them nécessary to in-
sure him against want ‘as long as he
might live. It will be noticed that
Mrs. Appleby has in her will shown
substantial recognition of this request.

The original will was executed Oct.
3, 1889, and a codicil bears the date
of July 31, 1893. The executors nam-
ed were the wife and daughter of the
testator and H. P. Upham, W. R. Mer-
riam, V. M. Watkins, H. C. Burbank
and Harvey Officer.

As to the portion of his estate be-
queathed to his daughter in trust, Mr.
Wilder willed that she should receive
from the trustees all of the income
from that property during her lifetime,
and that at her death it should be di-
vided in equal shares among her chil-
dren, if any such there should be; but
in case she should die without children
all of the rents and income of that
portion of the estate should go to MTs.
Wilder during her lifetime. Provid-
ing further for that portion of the
property in such event or for the dis-
position of the entire estate in case the
testator and his wife and daughter
should all die at the same time through
some accident, Mr. Wilder named
trustees for jusbrsuch'a fund as hiy
daughter has-noew established by the
terms of her will: In this connection
is set forth in.the will the following:

Wanted to Be Remembered.

“Having no‘“son it is natural that I
should desire 'to~ distribute the rest
of my property in such a manner as
to perpetuate’ my name and at the
same time operaté as a benefit to my
fellow citizens bf'St. Paul.”

Then follows pr”qvisions for a fund to
be known as the Amherst H. Wilder
Charity and the'appointment of trus-
tees of that fund, consisting of W. R.
Merriam, €. H. ‘Bigelow, E, W. Win-
ter, W. B. Dean, V. M. Watkins, J W.
Bishop and Harvey Officer.

In the administration of the fund
the trustees are 1bft to their own dis-
cretion to a gréaf; extent, but it is ex-
pressly providéd that it shall not be
conducted in ‘the interest of any de-
nomination or church or sect or any

-charitable institution of the city or

state or any secret or benevolent or-
der. It is permitted under the terms
of the will that the fund may be used
to build or establish 4 hospital or or-
phan asylum or house of refuge, to be
located in the clty of St. Paul, but it is
required that any such building must
be known forever as the Amherst H.
‘Wilder hospital or asylum or home,
and that its charity must be extended
to all sick, poor and needy people who
may be found within the limits of St.
Paul, without regard ty,
sex, color or religion.

FAMINE FUND
REACHES $2,300

Swedish Entertainment Is a
Great Success—City Is
Distrieted.

By reason of the concert given last

night at the First Swedish Lutheran
church, the fund for the benefit of the
famine sufferers of the Scandinavian
peninsula has been increased $1,500,
and with the subscriptions previously
received now -amounts to about $2,300.

The local committee will cable this
amount with whatever may be receiv-
ed in the meantime to the central
committee at Stockholm on Monday.

The entertainment of last evening
beside attracting an audience which
completely filled the church, and there-
by accomplishing its charitable object
to the fullest extent, was in the same
measure an artistic success and a
credit to the Swedish brothers, under
whose auspices it was given. The pro-
gramme, which has already been print-
ed in full, included an organ solo by
Prof. Peter Johnson; violin solo, Prof.
Emil Anderson; soprano solo, Mrs.
T. M. Newsen; recitation, C. E. Hili-
strom; piano solo, Prof. Justus Lund-
berg; tenor solo, Oscar Anderson; rec-
itation, Mrs. Margaret Morton, and
songs by the Glee and Aspe clubs.

The proceeds of the concert, as well
as the profit from the sale of adver-
tising space in the programme,
amounting in itself to $500 or more,
will go to the relief fund.

Public Works Board Arranges to Do
Much Work.

Final orders calling for street im-
provements representing an invegt-
ment of nearly $100,000 were approved
by the board of public works yester-
day, and were sent to the engineer-
ing department to have plans and
specifications prepared.

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ERTZ DENIES THAT
HE BROKE GAME LAW

Pleads Not Guilty, and Hires Lawyer to
Fight the Case.

The state game warden -yesterday filed
a formal complaint against C. J. Ertz,
the Third street commission merchant,
charging him with violating the state
fish ahd game laws.
