WINONA, Minn., Feb. 17.—A fresh

action was commenced jn the district
court this afternoon In the Third ward
primary election troubles. John ODea,
one of the defeated candidates for the
Democratic nomination for alderman
in this ward, brings suit against Will-
iam Miller, the nominee on the face of
the returns, and Paul Kemp, city re-
corder, to restrain the latter from
placing the name of Miller on the offi-
cial ballot as the Democratic nominee
for alderman in the Third ward. Judge
Snow has fixed next Saturday, at 2 p.
m., as the time for a hearing.

The most important charges are that
"Richard Reuss and Edward Anderson,
two of the election judges, at divers
times left the polling place and went
into an adjoining saloon, where the
affiant is informed they partook of in-
toxicating drink; that said Reuss en-
deavored to persuade voters to cast
their ballots for William Miller for the
Democratic aldermanic nomination;
that said Reuss, while the election
board was in session, was drunk and
incapable of performing his duties;
that after the ballots had been emptied
from the ballot boxes for counting two
of the Judges left the polling place,
and the affiant is informed and believes
all so left, leaving the ballots exposed
to view, and that divers persons, un-
authorized to do so, looked at and han-
dled the same; that the judges refused
to begin the count of the ballots until
two hours after the polls had closed,
frequently during this interval using
the telephone to learn how the votewas going in the two upper precincts
of this ward; that affiant has knowl-
edge that he received sixteen votes in
this precinct, and the returns show
him credited with only thirteen."

None of It Was for the Personal Use of
the Ambassador.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Feb. 17.—The
assertion that the German ambassador.
Yon Holleben, had been recalled by
Emperor William because of com-
plaints made to President Roosevelt
that he had been using improper influ-
ence to obtain the use of a German
wine for the christening of the em-
peror's yacht Meteor, was denied by
Gen. F. C. Winkler, one of the attor-
neys in the case tried here.

Gen. Winkler says that the testimony
elicited in the trial in no way reflected
upon the integrity of Ambassador yon

Holleben. The testimony was direct
and uncontradicted that the German
wine agents called attention to the
propriety of using the German wine, as
had always been the custom in the
christening of the royal yachts. He
says Count Quadt ordered the German
wine to be used. He made the order
upon the margin of the following let-
ter: '"We keep a stock of this wine in
Milwaukee, and have instructed our
house for the christening to place at
the disposal of 3rour excellency ten to
twenty cases, for which, as has been
our custom for thirty years for ship
christening purposes, no charge will be
made."

He says that the ambassador sent
word to the agents in this city to send
a few bottles of the wine, so that If
one were broken another might take its
place. Four bottles were so sent. Not
a drop was forwarded to the ambassa-
dor for his personal use. The general
says that the testimony on this point
at the trial was undisputed.

CONFESSES COMPLICITY
IN RAILROAD HOLD-UP

Franklin Baer Says He Got Big Money
From Northern Pacific.

WASHINGTON. D. C, Feb. 17.-Frank-Hn Baer, alias Joseph Meyer, alias Meier,
who was arrested in Baltimore Sunday
25 °n^e °harge Of robbery, told De-tective ODea today that he had been
concerned in a recent hold-up on theNorthern Pacific in which he secured thelarger part of $11,650, which he says 1*to his credit in the Drovers' NationalBank of Chicago. He added that he harfto spend $6,000 to enable him to leavethe locahty where the hold-up occurred
and for that reason had assumed the nameof Meyer. Baer claims to have a home-stead seventy miles from Butte, Mont
and today sent a letter to his wife un-
der the name of Baer at that address.

Interesting Discoveries Regarding
Sleeplessness and Its Causes.

Fatigue is, of course, the ordinary
cause of sleepiness; but how fatigue
causes sleepiness is not exactly known,
seeing that it is notorious that fatigue
sometimes exists without sleepiness,
and that sleepiness sometimes exists
when there are no other symptoms of
what is usually called fatigue. Thetheory of Alexander yon Houmboldt,
which is perhaps the most accepted
one, although Dr. Scholz, of Bremen,
has endeavored to combat it, Is thatsleepiness results from the compara-
tive exhaustion of the oxygen in thebrain, and that the store or oxygen
there can only be replenished properly
when, as in sleep, the rest of the or-
ganism is consuming less or that ele-
ment than usual.

This relative exhaustion of oxygen
may be one of the principal causes ofmental fatigue, but it Is probably not
the only one, nor does it eeem to be
the sole reason for sleepiness. What
that reason is has not yet been demon-
strated satisfactorily, but there are
two phenomena which are character-
istic of sleep, both of which appear to
afford some clew as to the methods
which should be followed to induce
sleep when it fails to come at the ex-
pected time and in the accustomedway.

One of these phenomena Is the com-parative freedom of the sleeping brain
from blood. The volume is much less;the circulation is feebler. The experi-
ments of Durham and of Mosso show
this conclusively. They show also that
whatever tends to preserve or increase
the activity of the cerebral circulation
tends to wakefulness, and that what-
ever decreases the activity of that cir-
culation and is not inconsistent withthe general health, favors sleep. Theseobservations at first sound justification
for Preyer's recommendation to hissleepless patients to stand with an ex-
tended arm until the limb aches vio-lently. In proportion as blood is drawn
to the arm so is blood drawn from oth-er parts, including the brain. The same
observations justify the rubbing or
massaging of the extremities, or the
putting of the feet into hot water be-
fore going to bed. For the last process
the use of a hot-water bottle is a good
substitute, for cold feet are most an-tagonistic to sleep.

The other phenomenon to which Ial-lude as being characteristic of sleep isthe less known fact that the eyeballs
of a sleeping person are rotated up-
ward. This may be noted by any onewho takes the trouble quietly to lift
the upper eyelid of a sleeper by press-ing it lightly with the finger end Ifbeing awake, one endeavors to keepthe eyes rotated as far as possible up-
™£ J, even for a few seconds, theeffort is extraordinarily fatiguing; and
the fatigue is accentuated if, at thesame time, one keeps the eyelids
closed.—New York Times.

The case is the cause of a great sen-

grand scale, which have baffled detection
