Chicago Authority Says There
Are 50,000 Cases in the
Country.

Special to The Globe.

CHICAGO, Feb. 19.—“Smallpox is
more widely spread over the United
States now than ever before and the
disease is of the deadliest type ever
known. Conservative estimates based
upon the reports received from the for-
ty-five states show that at least 50,-
000 persons in this country are afflicted
with the malady. In some instances
the death rate is as high as 65 per
cent. With a continuation of cold
weather the disease will thrive and
remain unchecked in its death-deal-
ings.”

This statement was made today by
Dr. Heman Spalding, chief medical in-
spector of the Chicago health depart-
ment. Chicago alone has had eighty-
two cases of smallpox brought to the
notice of the health department al-
ready this year. Twelve of those cases
have resulted in death. Last year
there were 338 cases in the city, but
they were of the mildest type, only
four dying. From Jan. 1 to Feb. 19
last year there were only twenty-four
cases In the isolation hospital. Today
there are fifty-one, all the victims be-

“Towa is given only about 100 cases
of smallpox by the reports at hand,”
sald Dr. Spalding, “but I know that
state is just as badly iInfected with
the diseace as Indiana. The state
health commissioners are lax in their
methods, and the result is that we
don’'t begin to ‘get the returns as to
the actual number of cases in the va-
rious states.” %

It is said that the disease Is more
prevalent in Indiana and Minnesota,
but Dr. Spalding says this is not the
fact. For instance, Indiana is given
3,000 cases and Minnesota twice that
number. Reports show that there is
hardly a town big enough to appear on
the map that has no smallpox cases.
In San Francisco there are sixty cases.
Other cities of California have all the
way from two to ten and some of them
twenty. Denver  has thirty-seven,
while nearly every town in Colorado
has its case.

CHICAGO, Feb. 19.—“I am relying
for justice on the One Above,” said
George Stone today, who #s on trial for
murder in Tustice Horton's court; and
then, with tears streaming down his
cheeks, he dropped on his knees, bow-
ed his head and prayed for five min-
utes. When he had ended his appeal
he resumed his seat with his head in
his hands and cried. Stone is on trial
for the murder of Robert Nelson, who
was a colored chef at the Turner hotel.
Nelson, it is claimed, was shot and
killed by Stone ten years ago. Stone
escaped and was but recently arrested
in London. He is a British subject,
and the Royal Society of St. George is
interested in his defense.

TUSKEGEE, Ala., Feb. 19.—The
twelfth annual Tuskegee negro confer-
ence closed today, with a large attend-
ance of educators from all over the
South. R. C. Bruce, who is at the head
of the education department ‘at Tuske-
gee institute, spoke of the results of
the census taken of persons attending
the conference. Three hundred and
ninety-eight families were represented,
in which were included 2,048 individ-
uals.
