EXPRESS SCHEME IS
ONCE MORE ALIVE

Street Car People Would Put
More Tracks on Uni-

versity.

University avenue property owners
Inay again have to deal with the propo-
sition of another set of street car-
tracks fronting their property. It is
the old scheme of an exprens line be-
tween Minneapolis and St. Paul x and
city hall gossips will have it that the
request to maintain such a line will
shortly figure in the council proceed-
ings.

This year University avenue, from
Rice to Dale street, is to be paved at
a cost not far short of $100,000, and thepermanency of this improvement is
responsible for the effort to try and
again got the city's consent to an ex-
Ipress line between the two cities.

The idea originally was to have the
schedules arranged on the University
line so that it would permit of one set
of cars being run through without a
stop, but when this'was frowned down
additional tracks were proposed. The
latter arrangement, however, was like
a red rag, and where the first proposi-
tion was refused the second called
forth such indignation from the prop-
erty owners that the whole thing was
quickly turned down by the council.

Because of its unusual width, to pave
University avenue will cos'i a pretty
sum, and the idea of the company is
to take advantage of this to the extent
of laying two additional sets of tracks,
and thus relieve the property owners*
of paying for the paving of that much
of the street With their present
tracks, the company, in the event that
the street is paved, would be taxed for
nineteen feet, but should another set
of tracks be allowed their portion oi
the expense would be thirty-six feet,
or not quite half of the entire width of
the street. It would mean a biar sav-
ing to the property owners, and it is
figured many would be more than will-
ing to take advantage of it.

University avenue, from Rice to
Dale street, is eighty feet wide, and
beyond that point to the city limits,
120 feet wide. Because of its unusual
width it is one of the most costly
streets in the city to pave, and because
of this fact, it is said, the scheme of
an express line is being agitated by
the Twin City Rapid Transit com-pany.

HARRY HOPE RECEIVES
CAR LOAD OF HARD COAL

Shipped Direct From Lackawanna Mines
and Is Carefully Kept.

Harry C. Hope, superintendent of tele-graph of the Omaha, is the possessor ofa carload of anthracite coal sent to him
direct from the mines of the Delaware
Lackawanna & Western railroad. Theshipment arrived last week, but he has
not yet consumed an ounce, notwith-
standing the recent cold weather. Nor
has he given as much as a single chunk
of the valuable commodity to any of his
friends who are in need. In fact heprizes the carload of anthracite so highly
that he keeps it beside him all day in his
office.

The car, with its precious contents, ar-
rived one day last week, and Mr. Hope
has carefully guarded it since then. Thecoal is not all one kind by any means,
ihero are as many as eig'.it varietiesranging from coal dust to egg through
the various sizes designated as buck-wheat, rice, pea, etc. The differentgrades are carefully packed in bags with
their designations printed on the outside.

Mr. Hope keeps all these sacks of an-
thracite coal in his office when hundredsof people are freezing. Surely that ap-pears to be a peculiar eccentricity.But the car, of regular box car type,
and the bags containing the anthracite,
take up only about three square feet ofspace.

I don't
care what they say Mr. Michael has
nine votes, and he will get the tenth
when the proper time comes. The cau-
cus held last Wednesday selected him
as the Democratic candidate and that
should be sufficient. Those who are
supporting Mr. Michael have no fear
of the outcome."

O. E. Holman, who has declared his
intention of remaining in the fight, was
a visitor at the city hall yesterday and
was closeted with Mayor Smith for
nearly an hour. He was smiling when
he went in and laughing when he came
out, and greeted a Globe representa-
tive effusiveljw

"What's doing?" he answered, re-
peating the query put to him. "Oh, I
have been in to see his honor and we
had a pleasant chat. Some school mat-
ters that I had to attend to and I
thought Iwould run up and see him.

"My candidacy? Well, there you
have me," he said with a diplomatic
smile. Iam just a plain candidate, that's
all. lam not fighting for the place. I
am in the hands of my friends, as some
would say, and their wish is law with
me. But one thing I want to see and
that is a Democrat elected to the cor-
poration attorney's office and one is go-
ing to be.

COAST SERVICE
TO BE INCREASED

Transcontinental Eoads Will
Add Trains to Accommo-

date Growing Traffic

The Great Northern has decided to
make some important changes in its
transcontinental train service, and in-
cidentally will rearrange the schedules
of many of its local trains in Minne-
sota.

On March 1 the company will put
on a lew coast train from St. Paul to
Seattle and will add another from
Seattle to St Paul, giving a double
daily train service in each direction.
The great increase of passenger traf-
fic over the Great Northern to the
coast has demanded Increased service,
and the new trains will be added to
provide accommodations for it.

The new train will leave each day
at 5 o'clock and will run through to
the coast over the Breckenridge divi-
sion and the main line through North
Dakota and westward. In Minnesota
this train will pass Willmar, Brecken-
ridge and Mayville. The present coast
train of the Great Northern, popularly
known as the "Flyer," will run over
its present route via St. Cloud and
Fargo. The only change to be made
in this train will be that it will leave
St. Paul at 10:30, instead of 9:25, as at
present. The Flyer, though leaving
here over an hour later, will arrive at
its Seattle terminal at the same time
it now gets there, .making the run in
69% hours.

The new coast train will carry local
mail, but not through mail. The Ana-
conda sleeper will be attached to the
evening train. This train will arrive
in Seattle at 9 o'clock of the third day.
In time to make connections with all
steamer lines and the day train for
Portland.

Important changes will also be made
in the east-bound service. The east-
bound Flyer will use the present route,
but its running time will be reduced
six hours, making the run in sixty
hours. It will leave Seattle at 8:30 in
the morning and wiil arrive in St. Paul
at 10:30 in the morning, instead of in
the afternoon.

The new train will leave Seattle at 8
o'clock in the evening, the time the pres-
ent train leaves, and will come in over
the Breckenridge division via May-
ville, Breckenridge and Wlllmar, and
will arrive at St. Paul at 2:40 every
afternoon. This train will carry the
east-bound mail from Seattle.

Rearrangement of local schedules
will be made in order to secure con-
nections with the new transcontinental
trains. All the new schedules have
not yet been arranged.

By reducing the running time of the
east-bound train from Seattle that city
will be given the same service as San
Francisco. The Great Northern will then
have the same transcontinental schedule
as the overland routes to San Francisco
via the Southern and Union Pacific sys-
tems, and by the decrease of the time
from the coast better connections may be
had with trains from St. Paul to Chi-
cago and Eastward- Mall leaving Seat-
tle after March 1 will arrive at New York
and Atlantic seaboard points at the same
time as mail leaving San Francisco. Un-
der the new schedule immediate connec-
tions may be made at St Paul and Chi-
cago, giving the Northwest as close con-
nection as that enjoyed by other Western
sections of the country.

The Northern Pacific is also contem-
plating adding to its transcontinental
service. That company has at present
two dally coast trains in each direction,
one leaving at 9:30 in the morning and

St. Paul to connect with this train, butno definite schedule has been arranged
nor has the time when it will be placed
in service been announced.

connection with the Canadian Pacific. AtMoose Jaw through sleepers are attachedto the Canadian Pacifies train and pas-
sengers in day coaches are transferred.

The Soo will run an independent
through train from St. Paul to Seattlebut the time for starting the service has
not yet been decided. The new train will
leave in the afternoon or evening instead
of in the morning. By this arrangement
connections may be made with the trainsthat reach St. Paul from Chicago during
the day.

The added service is required to ac-
commodate the growing passenger busi-
ness over the two lines, and is especially
demanded to handle the great volume of
immigrant traffic which will pass over
the two north Pacific lines to the North-
west during the coming months.

ADOPTS TELEGRAPHONE.

Omaha Road Will Put New Device In

The Omaha has commenced to adopt
the telegraphone, the new device which
was tested by the officials of the com-
pany last Sunday. The tests proved that
the system was practicable, and that it
would add greatly to the facility of train
operation.

The first points between which the sys-
tem will be put in actual operation will
be the Western Avenue station and the
block house on the West side beyond thebridge. Instruments have already been
installed in the Western Avenue station
and at the block bouse and will be put In
active operation Tuesday.

It is the plan of Superintendent of
Telegraph Harry Hope to take away the
operator the block station near the
bridge and to substitute a 'phone sta-
tion, at which the switch engine which
runs from the West side freight yards to
the Western avenue yards may get in-
structions.

The use of the telegraphone will be
gradually extended. Mr. Hope will soon
put in an instrument at St. James and
other points on the line in that direc-
tion.
