WORLD'S RECORDS
BROKEN AT COMO

Trotter Cora B Lowers Mark
Made by Cres-

ceus.

Two ice track records, one held by

Cresceus, the kfnfe of trotters, and the
other by Mollie Foster, a local pacer,
were broken on the ice track at Como
yesterday afternoon by Cora 8., a trot-;
ter owned by W. Thurston, of Minne-
apolis, and Serringa, a pacer owned by

J. F. Paisley, of St. Paul. The occasion
was the Washington's birthday meet
of the Capital City Driving club.

The matinee was, as planned by the
local driving club, the banner meet of
the season, and with several Minne-
apolis horses entered more than 3,000

enthusiasts turned out from St. Paul
and Minneapolis.

The smashing of the records was the
feature of the meet. Cora B. was the
sensation of the afternoon. This Min-
neapolis trotter not only lowered the
mark made by the great Cresceus in
Canada la^t week but turned the trick
twice, making better time in each of
the two heats than that set by the
stallion.

The races were on a half-mile
straightaway track. Cresceus' time for
the distance on the ice is given as 1:07.
Cora B. made the distance the first
time In 1:05 and on the second heat
in 1:04 1-2.

In the free-for-all pace Serringa,

owned by J. F. Parsley, of St. Paul,
went the half mile in one minute flat,
which is one second better than the
record held by Mollie Foster, the St.
Paul pacer owned by H. M. Stocking.

BALLLEAGUES
AGREE ON RULES

American, National and Minors Adopt

Foul Strike Regulations.

CHICAGO, Feb. 23.—Peace reigned su-
preme at the joint meeting here today o#
the American and National leagues and
the National Association of Minor
Leagues. The purpose of the meeting
was to arrange a set of playing rules and
a schedule.

When the gathering adjourned tonight
a uniform foul strike rule had been adopt-
ed; a new section added to the rule re-
garding the niake-up of the diamond,
and an amendment added to the balk ball
rule. With these changes and a few oth-
ers of minor importance, the committee
decided that the rules were as perfect
as could be, and tomorrow's session will
be devoted to the formation of schedules.

When the committeemen assembled this*
afternoon President James A. Hart, of
the Chicago National league club, was
elected chairman, and J. H. Farrell, sec-
retary of the National Association of
Minor Leagues, was chosen secretary.

After a little informal discussion of the
rules Max Fleischman. of Cincinnati,
moved that the foul strike rule as covered
in the National league rules be adopted.
The first vote resulted 6 to 3 in favor ot
the motion, the three representatives of
the American league voting against the
proposition. After a short discussion the
adoption of the rule was uhanimous.

A new section was added to Rule 1.
It will be known as section 2 and reads
as follows:

"The pitcher's box shall be no more
than 35 inches higher than the base lines
and home plate. The base lines and home
plate shall be perfectly level and the
slope from the pitcher's box toward the
base lines and home plate shall be grad-
ual."

Rule 33. section 3. was amended so as
to read: "A balk shall constitute any
delivery of the ball to the batsman by
the pitcher while either foot of thepitcher is back of Ihe plate."

The American league was represented
at the meeting by Loftus. of Washington,
and Shibe. of Philadelphia, who also held
a proxy for Bruce, of St. Loir;; the
National league by Hart, of Chicago;
Haulon, of Brooklyn, and Fleischman,
of Cincinnati; and the National Asso-
ciation of Minor Leagues by Secretary
Ferrell. President Powers, and Sexton,
president of tl*- association.
President Johnu" I*' of the American
league, was unable to attend on account
of sickness.

CLEVELAND CETS

NEXT CONCRESS
Bowlers WillMeet in For-

est City in
1904.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Feb. 23.—At
Its first session today the American
Bowling congress adopted the recom-
mendation of the executive committee
that the maximum weight of bowling1

balls should not exceed sixteen and
one-half pounds.

Cleveland was selected for the next
national congress.

There were 225 votes cast in the con-
test for next year's convention. Of
these Cleveland received 91, Milwaukee
85 and Louisville 49. The election of
the tournament city was taken up
under a suspension of the rules on
motion of Mayor Rose, of Milwaukee,
who placed his city in nomination in
a speech of fifteen minutes length.

Thomas R. Gordon put Louisville In
nomination. His speech was a eulogy
of Southern hospitality and Louis-
ville's reputation for giving visitors a
good time.

B. F. Sawyer spoke for Cleveland,
argued that the Forest City was the
middle ground of the Eastern and
Western bowlers.

The seconding speeches were by P.
Lee Suter, of Louisville; A. C. Anson,
for Milwaukee, and R. Baker, for Cleve-
land.

It was not expected that the selec-
tion of the city for the 1904 tournament
would be reached before Thursday, and
for this reason .gome of the boomers
were not prepared for the precipitation
of the question.

Indianapolis took a neutral position,
dividing her twelve votes equally
among the candidates. Chicago di-
vided her votes between Milwaukee and
Cleveland. I

While the vote was being canvassed
W. J. Kenna made a motion that teams
used for advertising purposes be ta-
booed by the A. B. C. The motion
was lost. The Announcement of the
vote was received with cheers. The
Cleveland boomers say that they-will
have $3,000 guaranty prize money for
their tournament.

Three hundred delegates and bowl-
ers were present when the first ses-
sion of the congress opened. President
Bookwalter, mayor of Indianapolis,
presided and welcomed the guests. _

Secretary Samuel Karpf and Treas-
urer G. M. Steams made their annual
reports. Mr. Karpf made one import-
ant suggestion along the line of in-
creasing the membership and revenues
of the congress. It was that bowling
clubs be admitted to membership and
that their dues be placed at $1 a year.

Treasurer Steams' report showed
that while the treasury had handled
only $4 during the year, there is a bal-
ance of $272.28 in the treasury.

In the discussion over the weight of
the ball. Dr. Tilm, of New York, made
a hard fight against the recommenda-
tlon of the committee for a sixteen
and a half pound ball, but he voted al-
most alone for the sentiment was over-
whelmingly in favor of the loaded ball.

The recommendation that the mini-
mum weight of pins shall be three
pounds and two ounces was adopted

without opposition. Several minor
changes were adopted. One of them
was that a team to be eligible to com-
pete in A. B. C. games must have a
practice night at least once in two
weeks, or roll in one or more leagues
at least once in two weeks.

The congress adjourned until 10 a.
m. Thursday.
