Chicago Bowlers Lead in Na-

LOOKING FOR TROUBLE

Beer City Was Thrown Down by Chicago
Delegation.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Feb. 24. — The
Cleveland delegation to the National
bowling congress at a caucus tonight de-
cided upon Mayor Joseph J. Rowe, of
Lakewood. a suburb of Cleveland, as the
man to be presented by the delegation as
president of the congress. Milwaukee is
not sleeping. The delegates from that city
are not pleased at what they term the
throw down by the Chicagoans.

Charles Moll, of Milwaukee, is being
mentioned as a candidate for vice pres-
ident, in opposition to Walter M. Thomp-
son, of Chicago, the present incumbent.
Mr. Moll is said to have the united sup-
port of Milwaukee, Louisville, Cincinnati
and the Northwestern* delegates. The
move to run Mr. Moll for the office of
vice president was decided upon at a
caucus this afternoon. At a meeting this
afternoon it was decided to support Jo-seph J. Price, of Buffalo, for president
of the congress. The claim is made that
Cleveland ought to be satisfied with the
tournament, and that by giving the pres-
idency to an Eastern man, another step
in the interest of harmony of the organi-
zation will have been made. The Mil-
waukee delegates, however, are willing
to deal with Cleveland, and if the Ohiodelegations will support Moll for vicepresident the Milwaukee delegates are
ready to throw their support to a Cleve-
land man.

SKILL TO JEFFRIES

Cornlshman Gives His All to Champion
and Retires.

NEW YORK, Feb. 24.—Robert Fitz-*Simmons in a signed article bequeaths to
James J. Jeffries all his science and skillas a fighter. By so doing he makes what
Is probably the most extraordinary legacy
on record. Fitzsimmons says in part-

"Realizing that I am no longer a youth,
and that all battles are not only to the
strong but to the young, I have selected
the man whom Iregard as the best fittedin all the world to take up the work I
shall soon lay aside.

"Who is fitted by nature to succeed me?
"Who has the strength?
"Who has the heart?
"Who has the punch?
"Who has the science?
"Iname James J. Jeffries, of California,

an American.
"The first three of these marvelous

fighters' endowments he inherited fromhis sturdy ancestry—the strength, the
heart and the punch.

"Science, the last possession, I, Robert
Fitzsimmons. his friend, bestowed upon
him as a mark of my admiration.

"Jeffries put me down and out twice—once in New York, once in 'Frisco. He is
the only livingman who has accomplish-
ed this. I feel toward this youth as a
man would toward his son. He has grown
up under my eye, so to speak. I have
found him to be the sort of man that I
could afford to leave behind me as my
representative in the ring. I studied him
for a long time before I decided to place
in his strong hands the volume of pugilis-
tic knowledge that I have been compiling
secretly for the last twenty years. How
worthy he is to receive this legacy the
whole world will know when he enters thering again. No livingman can beat him.

"By day and by night I have drilled
him in all the tricks, all the maneuvers,
all the openings, all the science. Little by
little I have transmitted to him those
things that have become mine through
twenty years of fighting in the ring. Pieceby piece I gave this man. my heir, the
wisdom and the skill I had won with my
own head and hands, and today he ia two
in one.

"To his courage I added craft.
"To his strength I added agility.
"To his method I added science.
"To his style I added generalship.
"To his youth I added the wisdom of

old age.
"The combination is perfect. I have

created a masterpiece. Where lives his
equal?"

if his indebtedness was paid, and with
this understanding hp was signed to play
ball in Milwaukee tbis season, but since
then Hanlon has changed his mind, and
wants the erratic pitcher.

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RUHLIN WANTS TO
FIGHT CORBETT

Will Wager $10,000 If Former Cham-
pion Wants Side Bet.

CHICAGO, Feb. 24.—8i11y Madden,
manager of Gus Ruhlin, "Denver" Ed
Martin, and the man who probably in
his time has exploited more champions
than any one else, passed through Chi-
cago.

The first thing Madden did after he
reached Chicago was to challenge Jim
Corbett.

"It does not look as though Jeffries
would fight him," said Madden. "I
have a man who will. Gus Ruhlin, 'the
Akron giant,' as they call him, will
fight Jim Corbett and will not exact
any arbitrary conditions, either. Ruhlin
does not care how big or how little
the loser's end is. This is up to Cor-
bett. Ruhlin will fight him one round,
six rounds, eight rounds, twelve rounds,
twenty rounds or to a finish. Ruhlin
will bet him $1,000 that he (Ruhlin)
whips him. Ruhlin will bet $5,000 on
the same proposition. Ruhlin will go
further and bet him $10,000, and Ruh-
lin will go beyond this ifthe challenger
of the champion so elects —he willfight
him for the bare purse. With a side
bet or without one, winner take all,
or cut the purse right in two, winner
take any part that Corbett wants the
winner to take.

"Could anything be more liberal? It
is all up to Corbett. He'll say, ofcourse, that he does not want to fight
anybody but Jeffries. Jeffries, in so
many words, says that he does not
want to fight Corbett. Probably the
public won't sustain Jeffries. No more
will the public sustain Corbett if he
persists in ignoring Ruhlin under the
offers he makes. Any way that suits
Corbett —that's the proposition. Is it
clear enough? Now let the gabfest
end.

"I will find $10,000 of good American
money to back Ruhlin against Corbett.
but Iwill agree to waive all side bets
if Corbett does not care for them and
fight Ruhlin for any part of the purse
that Corbett thinks ought to go to the
winner."

NEW CENTER OF
MANUFACTURES

St. Paul Roads' Industrial
Commission in the
Prophet Business.

Special to The Globe.
CHICAGO, Eeb. 24.—1n his annual

report made to the traffic officials of
the St. Paul road Louis Jackson, in-
dustrial commissioner of the company,
makes some strong predictions regard-
ing the manufacturing futures of the
Middle West. For example, he c£-
clares that the Moline-Rock Island-
Davenport district will soon have a
population of 250,000 and that ulti-
mately the Chicago-Milwaukee district
will rival Pittsburg as a manufactur-
ing center. The development in recent
years in the manufacturing interests
In the territory west from Chicago to
the Mississippi river and from Minne-
apolis on the north to St. Louis on the
south has been, according to Mr.
Jackson, sufficiently phenomenal to
warrant his rosy prophesies. Mr. Jack-
son's report says:

"A new manufacturing- center is
springing up west of Chicago on the
Mississippi river which promises to
jump from a population of 100,000 to
250,000 within a few years and which
has the markets of Omaha, St. Paul,
St. Louis and Chicago within easy
reach. This is the Moline-Rock Island-
Davenport district. It has coal at hand.
Moline has long been the world's plow
center and now the district bids fair
to become one of the world's largest
buggy, carriage and wagon manufac-
turing centers."

The St. Paul road fias such confi-
dence in this territory that It is con-
structing a cutoff direct from Moline
to its Kansas City line. Kansas City
is another town that will command the
trade of the further Southwest.

JACKSON'S PAPERS PRESENTED
TO THE LIBRARY OF CONGRESS.

Thousands of Manuscripts and Volumes
Included.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Feb. 24.—The
collection of papers of President Jackson,
which were in the possession of Montgom-
ery Blair, postmaster general in President
Lincoln's cabinet, and on his death passed
to his four children, have been given to
the library of congress. These papers
are very voluminous, comprising thou-
sands of manuscripts and volumes. They
include not merely letters to and from
President Jackson, but muster rolls, mili-
tary records and various memoranda.
They run back prior to the year 1800,
and come down to the time of Jackson's
death in 1845. The most important of
them date from the year 1812. In trans-
mitting the papers to the library the
children ask that the pift be known as
the Montgomery Blair collection.

PROPOSITION THAT THE
CZAR NAME ARBITERS

Minister Bowen Pays a Compliment to the
Russian Ruler.

WASHINGTON, D. C. Feb. 24.—Mr.
Bowen, the Venezuelan plenipotentiary,
has proposed to the allies that the czar
of Russia be asked to name the three
arbitrators who at The Hague tribunal
shall decide the question of preferential
treatment. The suggestion has been ap-
proved by the state department.

A feature of the protocol for sending
the question of preferential treatment to
The Hague as proposed by Mr. Bowen is
that the court of arbitration ia to begin
the consideration of the question on the
Ist of September, and that its decision
shall be rendered within six months. The
court he proposes shall decide when, how
and by whom the costs of the arbitration
are to be paid. The presumption is that
by the first of next September all the
mixed commissions which are to sit at
Caracas and adjudicate the claims of the
various nations will have passed on all
the claims presented.

BERLIN, Feb. 24.—The German foreign
office attaches no importance to the re-
quest made to Mr. Bowen by Herr Bal-
tazzl, the former German charge d'af-
faires at Caracas, for the immediate pay-
ment of the $27,000 forming the first in-
stallment of the sum to be paid to Ger-
many by Venezuela, but which is not due
until March 15. Foreign Secretary yon
Richthofen sent no such instructions to
Minister yon Sternberg and it is assumed
that there has been a misunderstanding.
