condition threatening to the continu-
ance of the race have been suggested,
from taxation of bachelors to the ex-
emption therefrom of fathers, but thus
far without important results.

Then Mr. Skinner takes up the sub-
ject of the inquiry to show that pres-
ent efforts to educate young men for
the consular service amount to noth-
ing. He looks forward to the time
when boys will be chosen for a con-
sular career as they are now selected
for the military and naval academies,
but he fears that it will require fifty
or a hundred years to bring the ser-
vice to that point.

FIRST SKIRMISH OF CAMPAIGN

•Mrs. Fairbanks' Chances of Re-Eiec-
tion Strengthened.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Feb. 24.—
The first skirmish in the campaign for
president-general began at the outset
of today's session of the national so-
ciety of the Daughters of the American
Revolution. Immediately after the con-
clusion of the routine business the pro-
posed amendments to the constitution
were taken up. The first amendment
proposed was that of Mrs. Katherine R.
Wolcott Verplanck, state regent of New
York, to add to article 4, section 1, the
words "except the president-general,
who shall not hold the same office for
more than two terms successively."

This amendment was designed to
make Mrs. Fairbanks, the present pres-
ident-general, eligible for re-election.
Its acceptance was moved by Miss Mil-
ler, of the District of Columbia, and
seconded by Mrs. Murphy, of Cincin-
nati. Mrs. Weed, of Montana, wanted
the language of the amendment made
clearer, and moved to amend the
amendment by making- the latter read:

"Except the president-general, who
shall be eligible to this office for two
terms, regardless of her previous serv-
ice." This move evoked loud applause.
The amendment to the amendment was
adopted. The original amendment of
Mrs. Verplanck as amended by Mrs.
Weed and by a subsequent amendment,
\v;ip then passed by a vote of 443 to 68.
It reads:

"No person shall hold office more
than two terms successively, and no
one shall be eligible to hold office in the
national society until she had been a
member of the national society two
years, except the president-general,
who shall be eligible to this office for
two consecutive terms, regardless of
her previous services in other offices
on the national board."

Then the fighting began anew. A
number of delegates claimed that the
amendment was subject to miscon-
struction and that it established a dan-
gerous precedent. One delegate took
the rostrum to explain that it was a
misconception to say that women who
had not held other national offices
would not be eligible to the office of
president-general. Instantly several of
the delegates rose to protest. Mrs.
McLean, who had not taken any part in
the vote en the amendment regarding
the president-general, rose to a ques-
tion of personal privilege.

"I desire to announce," she said, "that
I did not vote on either side because
In accordance with my previous state-
ment i felt I must not oppose the orig-
inal amendment and because I could
not vote for the substitute amendment
for constitutional reasons." Mrs. Mor-
gan, of Conecticut, asked if the amend-
ment just passed meant two terms re-
gardless of any previous service. Mrs.
Fairbanks replied that it meant "two
consecutive terms, and two only."

The congress then took up the sec-
ond amendment, which also excepted
the treasurer-general from the inhibi-
tion of the holding- of the same office
for more than two successive terms.
Mrs. Smith, of California, moved its ac-
ceptance. Mrs. Donald McLean pro-
tested against the consideration of per-
sons instead of the constitution. She
said it marked a degeneration in the
methods of the constitution. "I wish,"
she declared, 'that the congress would
attend to its business in the considera-
tion of the constitution. An amend-
ment passed by the last congress by a
large majority should not be overturn-
ed at this congress."

The amendment was tabled on a ris-
ing vote. Mrs. McLean protested that
the negative side of the question had
not been counted. Some of those who
had been standing in front of her, she
said, had been counted in the affirma-
tive, but they di <X not know what they
were voting for. "It's really too bad."
replied Mrs. Fairbanks. A question as
to the method of taking the vote was
then raised and the parliamentarian,
Mrs. Sherman, of Chicago, was called
to explain the parliamentary law as
laid down by the standard authority
of the society. This sustained the vote
that laid ton the table the amendment
regarding the treasurer-general. The
rest of the morning session was occu-
pied with a discussion of proposed
limitations on the selection of vice pres-
idents-general.

The pending amendment carried this
restriction: "And only one vice presi-
dent-general from any state shall be
nominated at the congress and said
candidate shall be the choice of the
majority of the delegates of her state
in attendance upon the continental con-gress."

Miss Clara Avery, of Michigan, of-
fered a substitute reading as follows:
"And no state shall have more than one
vice president-general serving at the
same time."

There were numerous addresses, the
discussion revolving about the question
as to whether the congress should be
so restricted in making its selections.

The -Avery substitute, after long dis-
cussion, was defeated by a vote of 143
to 277, and the original amendment was
then adopted, 303 to 114. The congress
shortly before 4 o'clock took a recess
until evening.

The consideration of proposed
amendments to the constitution took
up the time of the congress at its
night session. Only one of these re-
ceived favorable action, that proposed
by Gertrude B. Darwin, the treasurer-
general, which provided that the in-
cumbent of that position shall hold of-
fice until her successor has secured
bondsmen, who have been duly ac-
cepted by the national board of man-
agement. The other officers are to hold
office until their successors are elect-
ed. There was considerable debate
over this amendment, enlivened in one
instance by a charge of Mrs. McCart-
ney, of Pennsylvania, who complained
that IVlrs. Darwin had incorporated cer-
tain words in the proposed amendment
to distort its meaning and deceive the
delegates. This, however, was warmly
resented by Miss Desha, who defend-
ed the treasurer-general. An amend-
ment proposed by Elizabeth ?. Bar-
ney Buele, which sought to reduce rep-
resentation in the national body, was
tabled.

When the congress adjourned for the
evening the amendment proposing a
judicial board to which controversies
shall be referred for adjudication was
pending. Mrs. Nannie McCormick
Coleman, regent of the Chicago chap-
ter, made a strong report in favor o{
the amendment, setting forth the ne-
cessity of a board that will have am-
ple and uninterrupted time and op-
portunity to hear and consider all evi-
dence in controversies coming up ittv
consideration.

Mrs. Hennessey Claims Estate.
NEW YORK. Feb. 24.—Claiming

were substituted, and gave details of
the care taken by the American officials
in Paris and in the United States which
completely exonerated them from' any
connection or knowledge of the substi-
tution. The other affidavits were of
the same general character.

At Mr. Gowdy's request the apprais-
ers, Mm. Channel and Grunewald, have
made a written reappraisement of the
furs returned from San Francisco. The
document sets forth that the articles
are Chinese sable, worth together $270,
and also specifically states that the
articles are not those which they had
previously appraised.

The investigation, which is still in
progress, has already fully establish-
ed the substitution and has shown that
the American consulate never had pos-
session of the articles, thus vindicat-
ing the American officials. Mr. Gowdy
also considers that the evidence also
vindicates the forwarding companies.
The investigation Is not sufficiently ad-
vanced to warrant more than suspi-
cions regarding the identity of those
who are responsible for the substitu-
tion.

Ambassador Choate Gives Bride Away,
LONDON, Feb. 24.—Mrs. Padelford,

who was a Miss McPheeter, of Balti-
more, was married to Ernest Cunard at
St. Andrew's church, Westminster, to-
day. Ambassador Choate gave awajr
the bride.

Statue of Miss Willard.
SPRINGFIELD, 111., Feb. 24.—The

Brundage bill appropriating $9,000 for
a statue of Miss Frances E. Willard to
be placed in statuary hall In Washing-
ton, D. C, was passed by both houses
of the state legislature today. The ap-.
propriation was made officially in 1899,
but before the work was completed the
appropriation lapsed. The bill con-
sidered today reappropriated the
amount.

Woman Suffrage in Holland.
S THE HAGUE, Feb. 24.—The Demo-»;

cratic-Liberal party introduced in the .
states general today a bill to amend .
the constitution of the Netherlands so
as to extend suffrage to all men and
women over twenty-one years of age
with the exception of lunatics. The.
bill also provides that the electorate'
shall be the same for both chambers.
