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PROCRESS FROM
CAMIN TO AUTHOR

Evolution of Frank T. Bul-
Ien From the Depths to
the Heights.

Superlatives, like curses, have a way
of coming home to roost, so it is safer
perhaps to say that Frank Thomas Bul-
len, ¥. R. G. 8., is one of the most
interesting figures in modern literature
that assign him premier place. Yet
of compelling interest he is, both as
rezards his extraordinary career and_
equally extraordinary literary gifts.

Nearly forty years ago Bullen was
a street arab earning his living—

ven save the mark!—by holding
selling newspapers, what you

, and sleeping oftener than not with
but the velvet pall of night to cover
him. A few weeks since he was the

guest of the evening at the Authors’
club.

A fine achievement, this jump from
waif to novelist, had authorship been
his aim all along! But an absolute-
ly marvelous one when one considers
that no thought of writing entered his

head till within the last decade, and
when one learns the story of his previ-
ous life. :
I'or the first nine years of his life
he was a happy child, lovingly cared
for by his aunt, a poor dressmaker.
It l.-..nh); years were to pass b(“{ux'(..- the
literary seed in him was to germinale
and fx.'umil‘_, it was early implanted.

His aunt possessed a few bcoks, among

them “Paradise Lost,” and before the
child was five years old he had read
Miiton's great poem twice through,
“arguments’” and all.

This was the first manifestation of
an abiding passion for reading, and
one can trace the Miltonic influence
in Bullen's descriptive passage—gor-

geous in words painting, gr:-.n«_] in con-
ception, and breathing a spirit of the
deepest piety.

Scarcely had he acquired the three
“Rs” than his sun sank beneath the
horizon with tropical suddenness—no

doubt he thought forever. He fell into
the clutches of a step-mother, more
stony-hearted than Oxford street, and
in his own words there came in place
of love, education and sympathy, “hun-
ger, blows, and severe, exhausting la-
bor from 6 in the morning untll 11 at
night, and an atmosphere of vile lan-
guage.” Remember, too, that he was a
very little boy for his years!

He escaped from this horrible traves-
ty of a home, became, as already men-
tioned, a street arab, and then took
to the sea; being long hampered in
obtaining berths by his tiny size. Of
his perils, hardships and Ulysses-like
wanderings as a sailor, one need not
speak here; the story has been told, as
none else could tell it, in his books.
As strength came to him he was peril-
ously near to developing into a thor-
ough-paced blackguard, but an early
“conversion,” as he terms it, and by
whatever name we designate it, a won-
derful turning point in his career oc-
curring in Port Chalmers (N. Z.),
brought him up with a round turn.

He married “on nothing,” as he puts
it, at twenty-one and rose as high as
mate; but he had not sufficient money
to pay the fees for a master’s examina-
tion, which colloquially speaking he
could have passed “on his head.” The

ye 18 nd him on shore out of
work, p%zmﬁ?gsé‘, “ahd”with a wife and
child to support. If the baby was
plump, the parents were well-nigh
starving, when he obtained a post as
computer (a sort of a junior clerk) in
the meteorological office and thought
himself a Rothschild. But as the
years rolled by his quiver filled, and
his salary of £2 a week seemed less
princely than at the first flush. Little
mouths wanted food, little feet requir-'
ed to be shod, and he was at his wits
end how to supplement his income.

For a long time it never occurred to

him to write—it seldom dces to the
men who have seen life without the
varnish—but the fore-ordained came to
pass, and he commenced writing. In
three years he made under £40 and
felt himself a ghastly failure. Then
he sent an article to the Cornhill, that
was printed, and Mr. St. Loe Strachey
became hig literary father; but it wus
not until the *“Cruise of the Cachu-
lot” was published in 1899 that he
emerged from the gloomy wood of pov-
erty onto the smiling, sunlit plain of
BUCCess.
' The unknown drudge of the meteoro-
logical office suddenly found himscif
the objeqt of the outspoken admiration
of men like Kipling and the most fa-
mous critics of the day. But he had
little heart to enjoy his laurels, [ox:
with him was the gnawing memory of
the beloved boy—his youngest boy—
who had died on the very day that the
“Cachalot” was accepted by Smith, I1-
der & Co.

Since then he has steadily advanced
with the “Idylls of the Sea"—which
someone wittily calls “The Loves ot
the Whales”—"“The Log of a Sea Waif,”
“With Christ at Sea,” and a series of
his other books down .to his latest,
“A Whaleman's Wife,” too long to
comment upon here. Let us see how he
looks in the plentitude of his success.

Long years of Dbitterness, suffering
and privation have not failed to leave
their imprint. He can be as jolly as
a sand-boy, but in repose his face is
very sad and careworn. Physically he
is a man of inconsiderable build—al-
though I should be sorry for the “heooli-
gan” who *“tecok him on"—with black
hair and beard, heavily shot with gray,
a prominent nose and particularly fine,
keen brown eyes. On the whole a
trifle Satanic locking, though he comes
of Dorset stock.

From the above there is obviously
no physical resemblance between him
and the red torpedo bearded, trucuient
little ruffian of Cutcliffe Hyne's ro-
mances. Yet there is a certain men-
tal affinity. Jullen lacks Capt. Ket-
tle’s ferocity and punctillo, but, like
him he is a “man of his hands,” has
the same strong vein of religious feel-
ing—if he does not proselytize with a
six-shooter—and the same taste for
weird music. Capt. Kettle found so-
lace, if his audience did not, in the
concertina, and a concertina and a
gramaphone are amongst Bullen's play-
things. One may add that at one time
he was a strenuous open-air preach-
er.

Accustomed from early youth to se-
vere toil, he gets through a wonderful
amount of work. Five thousand words
a day written in an exquisitely neat
and legible hand—for he has always
taken a physical joy in the mere act
of writing—is nothing to him, and for
the last three years he has been very
busy lecturing, with great success. He
is only forty-six, although he has
achieved much in a short time, who
shall say what he.may yet do in the
future.—London Correspondence New
York Commercial.
