NEW YORK, March 7.—Looking

The second round began with Ter-
ry little less than a cyclone, but as he
proceeded all of his defects began to
develop. Suddenly he slowed up, ap-
parently to get wind. Maynard then
became the aggressor and hit safely as
often as did Terry, who had he been in
his former condition would have ended
it in one or two good jabs.

"Comment has been made upon Mc-
Governs style affecting the Queens-
bury rules. I want to say that he is
one of the fairest Queensbury rule
fighters in this respect: While fight-
ing at short range he never holds
This Is the pro^r thing. He makes
his opponent hold him in an effort to
stop the shower of blows.

"Should McGovern correct the faults
indicated here, the next championship
battle should be a great one and
should be in doubt to the time the men
enter the ring. In my judgment it
would be an even break."
