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BOXING GONTESTS
FOR ILLINOIS

Bill to Legalize Prize Fights
- to Be Intro-
dueed.

SPRINGFIELD, IlI, March 10.—A
bill to legalize boxing contests in Il-
linois will be introduced in the lower
house tomorrow. The measure, it is
understood, has originated with Chi-
cago members, but it probably will be
introduced by a representative from
some other portion of the state.

By its provisions six-round boxing
contests before regularly organized
and incorporated clubs will be made
legal, and the. pregent state law for-

The old law will-stand in so far as
it prohibits contests ~held anywhere
other than before a regularly incorpo-
rated club.

MILWAUKEE OFFERED
BIG ATHLETIC MEET

A. A. U. May Hold Championships
in Connection With State Fair.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., March 10.—The
national indoor championship of the A.
A. U. will be held in Milwaukee in con-
nectfon with the annual state fair, next
September, if the state board of agri-
culture will agree to furnish a suf-
ficient amount of money for the hold-
ing of the meet.

HOMELESS MEN

That Number to Be Found Nightly in
Lodging Houses.

For one night's lodging in Chicago you
may pay $160 or 5, cents. You may se-
cure a bed for either of the sums or for
any amount between the two extremes.
It depends on your financial condition,
your taste, your condition in life, and
other circumstances.

For the one you williget a suite in the
finest hotel, regaily furnished, with every
luxury which can he thought of and which
money can buy. -

For the other vou Will get a pine beard
three feet wide "by  seven feet long
placed in a long toom wherein other b
cent lodgers by the hundreds are rleep-
ing on similar pin¢. beds.

Those are the two extremes, and one
cdan be obtained within four t.ocks of the
other in this queerly assorted city of
Chicago.

There may be 4wo’ or tlirce men cec-
cupying the $150 spites ir the city. There
are 20,000 or 30,000 oc¥ Hying the pine
boards or 10 cent beds similur to them.
At this season of the year there are said

to be 40,000 men'in' the chean lodging
houses all told. A7 3

One of the 5 cent rooming hoases is
located in West Madison street. Others

are in South Clark street. They are open
to the men, who, more unfortunate than
ordinary derelicts of the streat, cannot
afford to pay even the 10 cents reguired
by the more numergus places of refuge.

The great body of the 40,000 are able to
do better for themselves. It is an unlucky
man who, when night drives nim to shel-
ter, has not been able to raise at least 10
cents from the charitable in tae street.
For 10 cents he can secure what is com-
fort to him.

One of the best managzd of these
cheap lodging houses is now in South
Clark street. It will shelter 125 men and
its fame has traveled abroal in the
streets. So generally is it sought taat the
men of the street know that they must be
early applicants or .be rejected. An ap-
plicant coming after 10 o'clock at night
has no chance of getting a bed there.

This *‘hotel” occupies the three upper
floors of the building. IEvery available
inch is used as bedroom space, but it is
a narrow building® and, with all of the
€conomies known to this class of proprie-
tors. the space is limited.

As a business undertaking it is profit-
able. It is earning mp to its full capacity
all the time. The long foors are par-
titioned off by corrugated sheet iron a2nd
small rooms four feet wide by seven feet
long are made. In each room is a bed and
chair. A woven wire ceiling protects the
“guest,” and at the same time permits
the proprietor to comply with the state
law prescribing a certain amount of air
space to each person sleeping in the room.

When a man occupying one of the
rooms In a fine hotel wishes to arise at
a certain hour the electric bell in nis room
awakens him. When a guest in this
South Clark street ‘‘leaves a call” the
orter hunts out his cage the next morn-
ng, mounts to it oM a step-ladder andg,
With a bamboo pole, pokes the sleeper in
various portions of the body until ke
arouses from his slumber and crawls out.

Such are the accommodations of 35,000
of the army of 40,000 said to be inhab-
iting these places. For 5,000 of them such
quarters are too expensive. They seek
the pine boards and the less luxnurious
places.—Chicago Tribune.

Wanted to Travel.

“In the pioneer days of Alaska,” said
Capt. J. S. Criter, 'an Alaskan pioneer,
“San Francisco was the first place the
natives ever heard of as associated with
untold wonders. -The person who had
been to Frisco and bacK became the great-
est man alive in the Siwash estimation. It
was the ambition of ¢very Indian, par-
ticularly the’ young men, to go to Frisco.

“One time two missionaries got into a
quarrel at Nualato, and one killed the
other. At that time people had to be
taken to San Francisco for trial, and
this missionary was arrested promptly and
down there, Among the witnesses
who were taken along was a young Si-
wash Indian.

“When he came back he was, of course,
the lion of all the Indians in that district,
and he made their unsophisticated eyes
bulge, and aroused envy in every native's
breast by the tales he told of what he had
seen at Frisco. One young Indian became
so enthusiastic that, after thinking the
matter over, he decided to go to Fricso
himself,

“‘Me go to Frisco,’ he took to declar-
ing on every oceasion.

“Not long afterward this Indian way-
laid and killed a white man near Central
City. He made no secret of it, and a dele-
gation of miners took him into custody.

** ‘You kill white man?’ he was asked.

‘“*‘Oh, ves, me kill white man!” the In-
dian replied, eagerly.

““Why?" they asked him.

‘“‘Oh, me Kkill white man;
Frisco!" he replied.

‘“That was all had
killed a man and they had taken him
to Frisco. so this Indian had simply killed
his man so they would take him to Frisco.

“The miners concluded, though, that to
take the Indian to Frisco would establish
rather a dangerous precedent in that
country just then, so they took him out in
a boat one night and disposed of him
otherwise. No Indian ever killed a man
in Alaska again with the objeet in view
of getting a trip to Frilcso.”—New York
Sun.

Kern was arrested in Chicago two
weeks ago and sentenced to a six-
months’ term at the Bridwell.

It was on a similar charge that he
was convicted in Chicago, where he is
said to have tried to induce Mrs. Amy
S. Ederson to become his wife. He
was detected and sentenced to the
Bridewell for six months.

While Kern or Sauer was serving
his sentence it was learned that he
was a much-wanted man in St. Paul
and Buffalo. The police wera engaged
in collecting evidence when it was
communicated to them yesterday that
Kern was no longer in custody. His
sister-in-law having paid his fine he
was released from the Bridewell.

According to the Chicago police,
Kern or Sauer, has been married at
least five times, and they say that
they have been unable to find any rec-
ord showing that he was ever granted
a divorce. Lieut. Mulcahy, of the
Stanton street station, says that he
has evidence at hand which shows con-
clusively that Sauer is the man who

married Mrs. Nagle, of 267 Thomas
street, and then ran away with her
money.

Mrs. Nagle was at the Central po-
lice station at noon yesterday to identi-
fy Kern from a photograph, which
was expected from Chicago. It did not
come, and the woman left for her home
very much disappointed. “I'm afraid
they will let him get away,” she said
as she departed.

Last night a Globe reporter in-
formed Mrs. Nagle that Kern had been
released from the Chicago Bridwell.

“I knew they would let him escape,”
she said. “But he'll be captured again.
I will spend every penny I can earn
to bring him to justice.”

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DON'T BELIEVE BLIND
CAN BE MADE TO SEE

Oculists Skeptical Regarding Scientists’
Allezed Discovery.

NEW YORK, March 10.—Oculists of
prominence here are skeptical concern-
ing the news from Paris that Prof.
Peter Steins has discovered the secret
of restoring sight to the blind. They
frankly admit that man does not see
with the eye, but with the brain, and
the eye only serves to receive the im-
age which the optic nerve transmits.
But when the Frencnmen say they can
transmit an image to the seat of per-
ception without the assistance of the
optic nerve, or by an artificial sub-
stitute for that nerve, the assertion is
derided as not worthy of serious con=
sideration.

“No doubt quacks will take it up,
and by deluding the people make
money,but no regular practitioners will
think of doing so for an instant,” said
Dr. L. E. Rex, of the Manhattan Eye
and Ear hospital. “I never heard of
Prof. Steins or Dr. Caze. We all know
that when the optic nerve is destroyed
artificial appliances are of no avail”

In the New York Eye and Ear hos-
pital the oculists were just as skepti-
cal.

“It is a highly sensational article
from abroad, and I shall pay no serious
attention to it,” said one of the most
prominent surgeons connected with the
hospital, who declined to permit his
name to be used. “Not until I see such
a statement in a recognized medical
journal, treated seriously and carry-
Ing with it the indorsement of those
who stand for something in the medical
world, will I give the suggestion seri-
ous thought. With the optic nerve de-
stroyed a man is blind forever. That
is a professional truth that no reput-
able medical man will deny.”

While Dr. Charles Stedman Bull, an-
other surgeon In the hospital, admit-
ted he never had heard of Steins or
€aze and said he attached no import-
ance to the alleged discovery, he de-
clined to discuss the subject further.

“Not a word,” was the reply of Dr.
Edward B. Dench, of the hospital
staff. He shrugged his shoulders when
asked to pass judgment on Prof. Steins
and his alleged discovery.

Dr. Peter A. Callan Sr., another
member of the staff, was equally sure
t!:la alleged discovery had no practical
value,

old joy producer. He ordered the barten-

der to make him a Columbian sour. The
bartender looked vacant and said he had
never heard of such a drink. He con-
ferred with the other bartender, who
asked the customer how it was made.
“Why,"” said the customer, *“that drink
was invented here.”

The man behind the bar thought a mo-
ment.  Then he smiled “Why, sure”
he saild, ‘1l invented that drink myseif.
Let me see, how did we make Columbian
sours.”’ After a few moments’ mental
struggle he remembered most of the in-
gredients, and finally compounded the
drink. “That’'s gone out of style,” he
sald, apologetically, “There's been a
dozen new drinks since we started Co-
lumbian sours, and it's seldom, if ever,
called for any more."”

Gin rickeys, the invention of the fa-
mous Col. Rickey, were in great favor
for awhile, and, in faet, find a good do=

mand now in summer tinye. It Is a cool-
Ing drink, and probably will prevail for a

long while. Mamie Tavlor, the long,
soothing drink named in honor of a Miss
Mamie Taylor living, presumably, in
Texas, was a 1 for two or three sum-
mers, and threatened to drive the Gin
rickey into oblivion. But the fickle publie
has almost forgotten Mamie now, while
Col. Rickey's favorite thirst prescription
is still in vogue. Then there has been
the “Horse's neck,” a drink which owed
its name chiefly to a long strip of lemon
peel gracefully festooned from the top
of the glass down to the ice at the bot-
tom,

made in a liqueur glass by filling the glass
half full of maraschino and floating sweet
cream on top.
