On March 10 action was taken
against Wright. Justice Buckeley, in
the chancery diviston of the high court
of justice, made an order directing the
fficial receiver, as Wquidator of the
London & Globe Finance corporation
(limited), to prosecute on a criminal
charge Whitaker Wright, and utilize
the assets of the London & Globe to
pay the cost of the prosecution. The
following day a warrant for Wright's

arrest was issued. When the police
officer went to his home he was in-
formed that Wright had gone to the

continent on account of his health.
The same afterncon the Irish National-
ist, Swift MacNeill, asked the home
secretary in the house of commons
what steps were being taken to pre-
vent Wright's escaping justice, and
later the home secretary announcead
that the government intended to bring
Wright to justice.
The Innocent Bluff.

Mr. Wright, in the course of a long
conversation with a reporter for the
Herald, said:

“I cannot express to you my amaza-
ment at my arrest. It is an outrage,
and those who are responsible for it
will be made to suffer to the full extent
of the law, The entire charge against
me is technical, and in this country
no one would ever think of making
it. :

“If T had beleved it possible that
such a charge would be made, I would

not, of course, have left home, but
after having deveoted the last two

years to assisting the official liquida-
tor of the Globe company, and the
crown officers having made the state-
nent In parliament that it was not
possible to press any charge agalnst
me, I felt free to take a two months’
trip to British Columbia to inspect
certain mining properties there, to
visit California, where I have some
interests, and to return home by way
of Australia, where I have Interests
of various kinds. i

a public inquiry more than a year
ago, after which it was declared that
my hands were clean of any crime or
Intent to do wrong, and that nothing
but errors of judgment could be
vanced against either myself or
other directors of the company.”

When told that her husband
had been arrested in New York she
said she supposed he must have met
friends In Paris, who persuaded him
to change his mind and go to New
York, perhaps on his way to the mines
in British Columbia.

HICKEY IS BACK
FROM THE COAST

Association President Failed
in Attempt to Settle
War.

CHICAGO, March 15.—President T.
J. Hickey, of the American association,
returned from California yesterday,
where he went as a peace commission-
er of the minor leagues to settle the
strife between th rival organizations
on the coast. President M. H. Sexton,
of the Western league, was to have
accompanied Mr. Hickey, but was
snow-bound, and did not reach Califor:
nia until shortly before Mr. Hickey
left for home.

Mr. Hickey found the California and
the Pacific Northwest leagues in a
war that {s certain to wipe out one or
the other from the baseball map at an
early date. The chances, according to
Mr. Hickey, are that the Pacific North-
west league, which practicaily precipi-
tated the war, will have hard sledding
before the season is very old on ac-
count of the distances and jumps
which the teams will be compelled to
make. The league includes the cities
of Helena, Butte, Seattle, Tacoma,
Portland, Spokane, San Francisco and
Los Angeles. It is figured that the
Montana teams will be compelled to
travel 2,400 miles when they visit Los
Angeles, and the California fans could
not figure how the teams could make
both ends meet with the expenses
which such a haul would make nec-
essary.

President Lucas, of the league, how-
ever, thinks it can be done, and he
has placed J. J. McCloskey, formerly of
Louisville, to run the San Francisco
end of the enterprise. Salaries have
also been boosted to an unheard of
degree on the coast, and President
Hickey confirmed the report that Joe
Corbett has signed with Manager Mor-
ley, of the Los Angeles California
league team, at a big salary.

The California league holds the whip
end, as it will have a season of eight
months, while the Pacific Northwest
will only play five months. At this
rate the California league, which f{s
made up of San Francisco, Los An-
geles, Oakland, Sacramento, Seattle
and Portland, will have opposition in
four cities for only two months and a

half. To show the stability of the
California league, each club has de-

posited $5,000 as a guarantee of good
faith.

President Hickey recelved every
courtesy from the California league
officials, who are anxious to make soms
kind of an agreement with the Na-
tional association.

NEW WITNESS IN
BURDICK CASE

Friend of Murdered Man Has
Some Significant Testi-
mony to Offer.

BUFFALO, N. Y., March 15.—The
Express tomorrow will print an inter-
view with a person who at one time
was a stockholder in the Buffalo En-
velope company and for twelve years
a close friend of Edwin L. Burdick.
The Interview in part is as follows:

“I had been acquainted with Mr. Bur-
dick for twelve years prior to his
death. I came in almost daily contact
with him, and for some time past had
been more or less in his confidence.
First of all I want to say something in
defense of his character, which has
been unjustly maligned by statment
and insinuation. Mr. Burdick was a
gentleman in every sense of the word.

“This talk about his intimacy with
women I believe was wholly without
foundation.

“Though I knew in the early part of
December that Mr. Burdick had made
a will cutting off his wife, it was not
until shortly after Christmas that I
learned anything about the divorce
proceedings. He then told me of hav-
ing begun a suit for divorce in the early
part of November,

“I cannot help believing from all I
heard from Mr. Burdick that the mo-
tive for the crime might have been a
desire to suppress the scandal that
would have been incident to the trial of
a divorce suit.

“Soon after Mr. Burdick told me of
his having begun diverce proceedings
he showed me a letter he had just
received from New York. Mr Burdick
handed me the letter and I read every
word of it.

“In the letter the writer was trying
hard to bring about a reconciliation
between Mr. Burdick and his wife. She
pleaded with Burdick to take ‘Allie’
back. The writer also wrote in this
letter something that Burdick con-
strued as a threat that unless there
was a reconciliation there would be a
double suicide. I cannot remember
the exact words, but they were some-
thing like this: “Do you want to put
an end to all our lives?

“Mr, Burdick pointed out that par-
ticular part of the letter to me and
said: ‘That means suicide. Well, let
them go ahead and do it.’

“It seems to me this letter ought to
be found. What has become of it?
Did he have it in his desk at his
house, In his den, and was it taken
by the murderer when riflifig the
drawer that was found open?

“Another paper that should be found
is a list of twenty meeting places that
Mr. Burdick had secured for use in his
divorce proceedings.”
