TELLS HOW INSURANCE
FRAUDS WERE WORKED

Aged ltalian Under Arrest and in Dy-
ing Conditicn.

PITTSBURG, Pa., March 23.—Cassi-
mir Ciccione, the aged Italian who was
arrested yesterday as one of the prin-
cipals in the New York city insurance

frauds, is in a dying condition and
may expire before the New York at-
torneys representing the insurance
companies can reach here to take his
deposition. Today through an inter-
preter Ciccione blames. his son for

getting him into trouble and told how
the fraud scheme was worked.

He said he was the keeper of a fruit
stand in New York several years ago
when he was approached by an Italian
named Joe Rcss, who wanted him to
have his life insured, promising to
meet all expenses. Ciccione signed the
application and says he thought no
more of the matter *“until the detec-
tives came and told me my son had
said T -was dead and buried. The
money I received for signing the paper
would not pay for a bunch of bananas.
I am told my son collected the money
on my policy.

“The manner in which the insurance
frauds are worked in New York, I am
told, is for a policy to be taken out on
the life of an old man and then a body
is obtained from the morgue, which is
buried in the name of the live man.
The applicant in many cases is an old
man very near death, and a man who
is hale and hearty goes to the com-
pany's office and after examination a
certificate is issued. A small swn is
paid the man when he signs the ap-
plication and he is cautioned to keep
quiet. My son got me into the busi-
ness and I want to die before the thing
goes any further.”

The son, who brought Ciccione here,
has disappeared.

CHIEF COMMISSARY
STEWARD A “GRAFTER?”

Officer to Be Court-Martialed
on Serious Charges.

NEWPORT, R. 1, March 23.—Chief
Commissary Steward George H. Edds,
whose court-martial has been set for
Wednesday, with Lieut. Commander
Xnapp as president of the board, is offi-
cially charged with “scandalous con-
duct tending to the destruction of good
morals,” the specifications being that

from the firm of Aldrich, Eldridge &
C'o., of Providence, through John T.

Reagan, of Newport, he demanded and
received one cent a pound commis-
sion on coffee, amounting to $12.88 in
two years; that in the same period he
received from Reagan three cases of
beer and other articles of value with-
out reimbursing Reagan for the same
or intending to do so; that in a like
period he exacted and received 3 per
cant commission from A. W. Arthur, of
Newport, for bakers’ stuff furnished
the boys’ mess, amounting to about $1,-
000, and that he ordered from Simp-
son, McIntyre & Co., of Boston, cer-
tain tubs of butter without making or
intending to make compensation there-
for.

These charges are signed by Charles
H. Darling, acting secretary of the
navy, and certified by Judge Advocate
General Lemley.

CRE SOON TO MOVE.

Season Opens on Minnesota Ranges
Earlier Than Usual.

DULUTH, Minn., March 23.—The
work of loading ore on cars for de-
livery at Duluth and Two Harbors was
begun today in the Hibbing and Eve-
leth districts of the Mesaba and will
begin tomorrow- on the Vermilion
range. The steel corporation is taking
the lead in the early movement of ore.
Ore trains will be in active operation
in a day or two, but the product will
not be put in the docks until the boats
are on hand to receive it. The first
ore to be shipped from Minnesota will
be from Two Harbors. It will be im-
possible on account of ice to get boats
to the Duluth docks for a few days
yet. 'The ore movement is a few days
earlier than last year.

$3,000.

LINCOLN AND DAVIS
CABIN TIMBERS MIXED

Astonishing Discovery in Ccnnection
With Beecher Memorial Fund.

NEW YORK, March 23.—The cabin
in which Abraham Lincoln was born
and another cabin of logs which was
associated with the life of Jefferson
Davis have become mixed up and the
timbers of both structures now make
up a single building. The revelation of
this fact came about through the ef-
forts of the Rev. Dr. Hillis, pastor of
Plymouth church, to add to the Beech-
er memorial fund.

Dr. Hillis and those associated with
him in the Beecher memorial move-
ment made arrangements for a “Lip-
coln evening” in Piymouth church to-
morrow night, and Benjamin Chapin,
the student and impersonater of Lin-
coln, was engaged to tell the story of
Lincoln’s life from the platform. It
was decided to obtain for the evening
the little log cabin in which Lincoln
was born and have it set up in the
church parlor. The cabin is the one
which was on exhibition at the Pan-
American exposition at Buffalo.

The owners of the cabin declared
they would be glad to lend it if it were
all the Lincoln cabin, but they then
eaid that, as a matter of fact, the
structure, which is at present at Coney
Island, is only a representation of the
hut in which the great emancipator
was born and the Davis cabin. The
original Lincoln cabin, said one of the
owners, had been purchased by a
restaurant man from a colored preach-
er named Bingham, at Nolin Creek,
Larue county, Ky. He loaned it for ex-
hibition purposes to the managers of
the Nashville exhibition and afterward
stored it in the cellar of a small res-
taurant on the Bowery. In the same
cellar he stored a log cabin connected
with some historical incident in the
life of Jefferson Davis, the president
of the Confederacy. When they were
brought out the movers mixed the tim-
bers. 1t is hoped to straighten them
out,

WOOD PRONOUNCED FALSE

Secretary of War Says No Action Will
Be Taken On Them.

WASHINGTON, D. €., March 23.—
Secretary Root today took official ac-
tion on the charges made by Estes G.
Rathbone against Gen. Leonard Wood.
He made an indorsement on the paper
saying that no answer to the charges
was required from Gen. Wood and no
action will be taken thereon, and that
it was known to the secretary of war
that the charges in every respect were
without just foundation.

The secretary refers to the part tak-
en by the military governor in the
postoffices cases in which Rathbone
was a defendant, saying that Gen.
Wood at every step had the approval
of the secretary of war and exercised
only such control as was necessary as
military governor. He refers to the
game of jal allai and declares that the
gift accepted by Gen. Wood had no re-
lation whatever to any official action
of his, but was part of the expression
of gratitude of the Cuban people to-
ward the representative of the United
States. To have refused the gift would
have been discourteous and unjustifi-
able. The action of the customs offi-
cials in reference to the gift, the sec-
retary says, was strictly in accordance
with the law and official propriety.

‘Found No Evidence of Boodling.

JEFFERSON CITY, Meo., March 23.—
The report of the house investigating
committee submitted today finds no
direct evidence of bribery in connec-
tion with school book legislation. The
testimony obtained, the committes
said, showed nothing that would sus-

In Kenosha he was
known as Edward Priestly. He got
$500 from Miss Evans a few days after
the wedding, it is alleged, and then
came to Chicago.

THREE ARE SENTENCED.

Will Serve in Stillwater for Aggreacate
of Thirteen Years.

Judge Pond sentenced three crim-
inals to an aggregate of thirteen vears
at hard labor in Stillwater. All of
them were accused of burglary in the
third degree, and decided to change
their pleas from not guilty to guilty.

Patrick F. Reardon, who has been in
the penitentiary before, was given five
years. F. John Baker and John De-
laney, two young men who broke into
a saloon while intoxicated, were given
four years each.

BURDICK’S WiDOW
MAKES ADMISSIONS

ted writing the letter and said at that
time she had hired no detectives,

A second letter written by Mrs. Bur-
dick to her husband the same year
was read in which she spoke of hav-
ing received Burdick's letter and said
that Pennell had not promised to leave
town® if - Mr. Burdick took her back;
that she and Pennell had realized that
they must give each other up but
that Pennell declined to do anything
that would mean a loss of self-respect.

Another letter written by Mrs. Bur-
dick :-to her ‘husband referred to her
being taken back home., She promis-
ed never again to voluntarlly see or
communicate with ‘“Arthur.” She
made a plea on behalf of the children.
She promised to be a good girl to him.
Mrs. Burdick admitted she wrote the
letter in good faith and that she did
not keep her promise. Another letter
was read in reply to one from Mr. Bur.
dick in which he had evidently declin~
ed to take her back.

June 6 was the date of another let-
ter written by Mrs. Burdick to her
husband.- She wrote of having been
notified of the divorce sult brought
against her. On one occasion Bur-
dick wrote her that she could not be
trusted.

Burdick Would Have Done Likewise.

He said that if she loved Pennell as
she said she did he did not blame her
for what she did; that if he loved a
woman as she did Pennell he would do
as she was doing. He declared that he
loved her honestly long after she had
ceased to love him and that if she
tried she might win back both his love
and respect. He referred to the fact
that Mrs. Burdick was wearing a ring
given to her by Pennell over her law-
ful wedding ring. Burdick declared
that he had no faith in Pennell’s prom-
ise and that she wished to be taken
back only after Pennell was freed
from his wife.

In another letter Burdick wrote that
he forgave his wife the wrong she
had done him. In another Burdick de-
clared he had determined to fight for
the honor she had left him and after
.getting a divorce, to fight for the chil-
dren. He would insist on the counter
suit by Mrs. Burdick being fought out
in open court. Three weeks after this
letter Mrs. Burdick was taken back by
her husband.

Persisted in Meeting Pennell.

After returning from Atlantic City
and after promising her husband to be
a good wife, she met Pennell. It was
not her habit to meet him, she said,
but he was constantly begging her to
do so and she did meet him in a house
on Seventh street. She was there one
time when Burdick came, but he did
not see her, as she stepped out of the
window and went to church. She did
not hear that Mr. Burdick and his
friends on that occasion caught Pen-
nell as he was jumping out of the win-
dow and that they took him back to
the room.

Mrs. Burdick admitted having met
Pennell in another house on Seventh
street after that incident. She at first
denied meeting Pennell elsewhere, but
on Mr. Coatsworth's telling her that
Pennell had told him differently she
admitted that she had met Pennell at
a house in Whitney place two or three
times.

Burdick’s Attorney Testifies.

George C. Miller, attorney for Edwin
Burdick in the divorce proceedings
against Mrs. Burdick, was the first
witness of the day. He told in detail
all the steps that had been taken at
the request of Mr. Burdick to secure a
divorce. He last saw Mr. Burdick on
the afternoon of the day he was mur-
dered. Mr. Burdick spent half an hour
with him discussing the divorce mat-
ter. He did not state that he had an
appointment with any one at his house
that night.

“Mr. Burdick was ready at all times
to sacrifice his own interests for those
of his children,” said Mr. Miller. “He
carried a revolver, but I never heard
him say that he feared harm from
Pennell. At a conference held at my
office Pennell made one or two state-
ments from which an intimation of
suicide could be drawn. I never heard
Pennell say that unless the divorce ac-
tion was withdrawn he would kill him-
self and Mrs. Burdick.”

The testimony given by Henry J.
Orrett, the furnace man at the Pennell
house, was unimportant. He simply
stated that he removed the ashes from
Pennell’s furnace on the morning after
the murder. He found no buttons,
buckles or metallic substances in the

Witness for Pennell.
Lizzie Romance, maid at the Pen-

nell house at the time of the murder,
gave testimony favorable to. Pennell.
She said that Mr. Pennell was w ith his
wifé in their reading room at 7:45
on the night of the murder. She saw
them again at 10 o'clock, when she
passed their door. She did not see
them again until the next morning.
The servant said she did not notice
the suit of clothes Pennell had on the
Thursday night before the murder or
the one he had on Friday morning. The
girl admitted that she pressed Pen-
nell's trousers, but said she could not
remember which he wore on either
occasion. She had not noticed wheth-
er any of his trousers were missing:
whether Pennell went to the furnace
Friday morning, or whether or not Mr.
and Mrs. Pennell left the house after
10 o'clock Thursday evening.

Miss Romance did not notice any-
thing unusual in Pennell's manner on
the evening he and Mrs. Pennell start-
ed for the automobile ride which ended
in their deaths.

It was after the incidents related
by Mrs. Burdick today that Mr. Bur-
dick sent her away from home the
second time. - Her second exile from
home began last Thanksgiving, and
lasted until after the murder of her
husband. 7Tomorrow Mrs, Burdick
probably will be called upon to tell
what siie knows of the movements of
Pennell just before the murder,

LABOR ON THE LAKES
PRESENTS ITS DEMANDS.

Lake Carriers’ Association Faces a New
Proposition.

CLEVELAND, Ohfo, March 23.—At a
meeting here today of representatives of
the Lake Carriers, association and rep-
resentatives of the Foremen, Oilers and
Water Tenders' association, the demands
of the men for the coming season were
made. Sixty dollars per month is the
wage scale asked for the above named
class of labor for the entire season of
navigation; all members working at repair
work, or overhauling machinery when on

watch, to recelve 25 cents an hour; the
following boats to carry three firemen:

Steamers, Livingston, Thomas W. Pal-
mer, City of Glasgow, and any othr boat
that might be considered in this class.

It is also demanded that when union
men can be had non-union men shall not
be employed, but in the event of no union
men being available, non-union can be
used until union labor is available. Whole-
some food and healthful sleeping quarters
are also embodied in the request of the
men.

SENATOR CLARK AND
THE UNION PACIFIC.

Senator Declares That the Negotiations
Are Still Pending.

NEW YORK. March 23.—Senator W. A,
Clark admitted today that negotiations
were being carried on between the San
Pedro, L.os Angeles & Salt Lake City rall-
road, in which he is the controlling factor,
and the Union Paclific for the purchase of
a part of the latter company's system In
Utah. This property is a branch of the
Oregon Short Line, which is controlled by
the Union Pacific and runs in a south-
westerly direction from Salt T.ake City te
Calientes, forty miles across the Utah
state line in Nevada. It will form a
substantial link in Senator Clark’s line
from Los Angeles to Salt Lake in the
event of a termination of the negotiations
now under way.

“The reports sent from Salt Lake that
the deal had been closed out there were
far astray,’”’ the senator said today. *“The
deal has not been clgsed.”

STANDARD OIL MEN BACK
ELECTRIC RAILWAY PROJECT

Line from Chicago to Milwaukee and
Other Wisconsin Towns.

CHICAGO, March 23.—A new railroad
using electric motor power between Chi-
cago and 2 Milwaukee, passing through
Waukegan, Kenosha and Racine, will be
in operation in two years. providing pres-
ent plans of the Standard Oil people
carry. The Chicago, Milwaukee & In-
land Lake Traction company is the name
of the new company, which, since its
incorporation some months ago, has con-
ducted its plans in a very quiet manner.

The man who Is representing the east-
ern capitalists is Mr. Whitman, who man-
aged most of the Yerkes projects. The
company Is now planning to build a line
from Chicago to Lake Geneva and Janes-
ville and then to Milwaukee, but the line
through Waukegan and Kenosha will bé
the main one.

Suvrrounding Lands Again Overwhelm-
ed With Volcanic Dust,

KINGSTOWN, St. Vincent, March
23.—The activity of the Soufriere dur-
ing last night was less formidable thdn
Saturday night, but the voleano is now
again in violent eruption, throwing
a black cloud over the entire colony.
The country people are terrified. The
lands beyond Georgetown and Chatean
Belalr, where the ercosion of the for-
mer deposits has been rapld since last
October, are again overwhelmed, causs
ing serious hindrance to, if not the
complete abandonment of, future culti-

vation. The manufactured arrowroot
exposed on the drying wires has been
spoiled by volcanic dust and the land
owners and growers are in a state of
despondency. At Georgetown windows
were broken by falling stones and Lhé
streets are covered with three or four

inches of sand. Earth tremors are felf

constantly.

REAL FIGHTING IN
SANTO DOMINGO

Revolutionists Capture tlhe Capital—
Many Killed in the Fiahting.

SAN DOMINGO, Santo Domingo,
March 23.—The revolutionists are In
full possession of the city of San Do-
mingo. They have taken charge of
the cable office and of the government
land lines. Foreign Minister Sanchez
has scught refuge in the United States
consulate, The fighting continues.
Assistant Governor Echenique and the
commander of the government forces,
Gen. Pena, have been killed. It is ex-
pected that the government troops out-
side the city will attack the revolu-
tionists who are in San Domingo. Gen.
Wosgil has assuimed command of the
revolutionary torces,

The number of men killed ana
wounded is not known, but it is re-
ported that many have been killed on
both siles. f

Gen. Peppin, at the head of a force
of revolutionists, attacked the fort at
1 o’clock this afterncon and releasetd
the political prisoners. Many persorns

have been killed or wounded in the
streets. The stores are all closed and
business is at a standstill,
