DROWNING MAN SAVED
AFTER FIERCE FIGHT

Rescuer Has to Beat Him Into Un-
consciousness in River.

NEW YORK. March 27.—Seeking to
Bave a man from drowning in the East
river yesterday, George Campbell had
to fight for his own life. He triumph-
ed, and got ashore safely with his bur-
den, but only after a fierce .struggle
lasting fully five minutea. In that life
and death fight in the swiftly running
river Campbell soon saw there wasonly one way open to him. He must
beat the other man into unconscious-ness. Failing in that, he would go to
the bottom himself.

Naturally, he did not wish to drown,
so he put all his remaining strength
into a blow. It sufficed. Five min-
utes later he was lying on the shore,
panting, but with the knowledge he
had saved the other man from death.

Campbril is mate on the steamship
Daniel Lamont. The man he rescuedwas John Wells, who had jumped into
the river from the Twenty-sixth streetpier. Wells had been an inmate of the
alcoholic ward in Bellevue for a week.
He was a sailor and had no home. Yes-terday afternoon he was taken from
the ward to the boat Thomas S. Bren-
nan to be transferred to the city hos-
pital on Bbu-kwell's island.

As he was walking across the gang-
plank he stopped. Then he vaulted over
the rail into the water. The tide carried
him down the river for about a block,
where the Daniel Lamont was lying.
Campbell heard the shouts of the hos-pital attendants when Wella Jumped
overboard, and saw him floating past
Without waiting to remove any of his
clothing, Campbell jumped into the
water. A few strong strokes took him
to the side of the drowning man. The
mate grabbed Wells by the collar and
started to swim for the shore.

He had gone only a few feet, how-ever, whfcn Wells seized him around
the neck and tried to drag him down.
The mate was a powerful man and a
good swimmer, but Wells had the
strength of a madman. Campbell, gasp-
ing for breath with that clutch upon
his throat, realized what he had to do.
He released his grasp of Wells, threw
himself backward and then sent hisright fist forward with all his pow-
er. Wells was struck on the point of
the Jaw. Then Campbell seized himagain, and with a last great effort got
him ashore.

A crowd that had collected on thepier at Twenty-fifth street cheered the
mate when he stag-gered upon dry land.
Wens was taken back to the hospital
and revived. Then he was placed in
the prison ward charged with having
attempted to commit .suicide.

Campbell went back to his ship,
changed his clothing and fifteen min-
utes afterward appeared on deck
smoking a cigar, none the worse for his
experience.
