A SPECULATIVE CALE

BUT TRACES SOON DISAPPEAR

Bear Party Makes a Savage Onslaught
Upon Prices—Unexpected Increass in
Bank Reserves Leads to a Violent
Rally in Prices—Market Closes
Steady.

NEW YORK, March 28.—The stock
market was swept by a speculative
gale during the two-hour session to-
day, of which the qulet closing and the
small net changes in prices gave little
indication. The party made a
flerce onslaught on prices after an un-
steady opening, and dislodged somne
heavy blocks of stock which were in a
vulnerable position by reason of calls
for additional margins, and by stop-
loss orders placed below the market.
The unexpected increase Iin reserves
disclosed by the bank statement caused
anxiety on the part of the bears, and
they bought to cover in an urgent man-
ner, causing a violent rally in prices.
There was a notable quieting down
after the principal demand from the
bears had been satisfied, and the mar-
ket wavered again, but closed ab.out
steady, although below the top prices
on the rally.

There was little specific news to ex-
plain the selling, as there was yester-
day, and it seemed to be based upon
discouragement over the general apa-
thy of the speculation and the many
disappointments of hoping of a rise in
prices. There was some show of sup-
port in New York Central and Penn-
sylvania. The greatest weakness shift-
ed to the Pacifics and St. Paul. Man-
hattan was supported, and there was
some strength among the coalers,
based upon the favorable reports of
net earnings for February of Reading
and Lehigh Valley, following that for
Erie, which was published yesterday.

Explaining High Reserves.

The only explanation offered for the
higher reserves shown by the banks, in
face of an apparent decrease, judged
by the known movements of money,
was the working of the average sys-
tem of computation. A daily increase
in cash serves to inceease the effect
upon the weekly average. The passing
of the April 1 period is looked to for
some relief from the demand for money
and the Mquidation effected in stocks
yesterday and today is also expected to
clear the situation to some extent.

The speculative outlook has been
clouded this week by the money situ-
ation, present and prospective, and the
results has been a neglected and slug-
gish stock market, followed by urgent
liquidation. In a few speclal stocks
there have been active speculative
movements, based on individual causes.
The opening of navigation on the lakes
is looked forward to hopefully to help
unlock the accumulation of grain and
start it abroad with a resulting re«
lease of funds tied up in holding chan-
nels and a replenishment of the sup-
ply of foreign exchange.

The market for bonds has been dull
and the movement of prices irregular.
United States old 4s advanced 1 1-2
per cent, and the new 4s 3-4 per cent,
and the 3s registered and the 58 1-4.
The 28 refunding declinred 1 and the 23
coupon 1 per cent, as compared with
the closing call of last week.

GRAIN DUCKS ONGE MORE

NERVOUS SENTIMENT HAS POS-
SESSION OF THE WHEAT PIT

Firm Opening Which Is Not Sustained
—Quotations Go Down and Up and
Close at the Lowest—Extreme Dull-
ness in Corn, With Sentiment Favor-
ing the Bears.

CHICAGO, March 28.—Business on
the Board of Trade was rather quiet
today and closing prices were easier,
May wheat being off 1-4c, May corn
down 1-83@1-4c, and oats 1-8@1-4c
lower. May provisions closed from
2 1-2¢ lower to 5c higher.

There was a small trade in wheat,
with operations confined largely to lo-
cal interests, and a nervous sentiment
pervaded the pit. The opening was
firm on good local buying, influenced
by the higher cables and the big ex-
port clearances of yesterday, May be-
ing unchanged to a shade higher, at
72 5-8@72 3-4c to 72 3-4c. The fa-
vorable weather was an early bear fac-
tor, and there was considerable selling
on that account, which ecarried May
down to 72 3-S¢, but covering by shorts
on the strength of outside markets soon
brought about a rally, and the price
advanced to 73@73 1-8c. Offerings be-
came more liberal as the session ad-
vanced, and with a lessened demand
the market eased off. The close on
May was near the bottom, at 72 3-8@
72 1-2¢, a loss of 1-4c.

Clearances were equal to 402,000 bu.
Primary receipts were 286,300 bu, com-
pared with 697,100 bu a year ago. Min-
neapolis and Duluth reported receipts
of 180 cars, which with local receipts
of 19 cars, none of contract grade, made
total receipts for the three points of
199 cars, against 197 cars last week and
575 cars a year ago.

Weakness in Corn.

Corn ruled _extremely dull through-
out the session, and the sentiment fa-
vored the bears. Favorable weather
for the movement caused a little easi-
ness at the start, and there was con-
siderable selling by provision Interests
and commission houses. The early
firmness in wheat was a supporting
feature, and held prices fairly well,

weaker and the close was at about the
bottom prices, May being 1-8@1-4c
lower, at 43 3-S@43 1-2¢, after rang-
ing between 43 3-Sc and 43 3-4@
43 7-8c. Local receipts were 157 cars,
with none of contract grade.

There was a fair trade In oats, and
the market exhibited a moderate
amount of strength at times under act-
ive covering of the May delivery. The
sentiment was still bullish on the crop
situation, but the break in wheat had
a depressing influence and caused lib-
eral selling late in the day. The close
was easier, with May off 1-§@1-4c, at
32 7-8@33c, after seiling between 32 5-8
@32 3-4c and 33 3-8c. Local receipts
were 211 cars.

Trading in provisions lacked any
marked features, and quietness pre-
vailed the entire day. In spite of
smaller receipts of hogs and higher
prices at the yards, the market was
bgrely steady, although a fair demand
for pork caused the product to rule
firm, the closing price being 5c¢ higher,
at $18.05. May lard was unchanged
at $10.07 1-2, and ribs down 2 1-2¢, at
$9.85.

The estimated receipts for Monday
are: Wheat, 20 cars; corn, 120 cars;
oats, 22 cars, and 28,000 head of hogs.
