GRANEY VISITS
THE FIGHTERS

Selected Referee Wants All
Points of Agreement Un-

derstood.

SAN FRANCISCO. Cal., March 30.—
Eddy Graney, who will referee the fight

between Young Corbett and Terry Mc-
Govern tomorrpw, visited both training

Quarters today. He wished to get an
exact interpretation from the two pu-
gilists of the agreement which Cor-
bett and McGovern's managers signed
last night.

As the apTecmsnt reads. In case a
foul shall be claimed by either aide,
the decision of the referee must be
withheld until after a reputable physi-
cian has made an examination and
reported what injury. If any, 1 has been
inflicted.

Graney wants to have the full mean
ing of the agreement understood by all
parties. It must be known whether
the examination is to be made at the
ring side, and who will make It.

In fact, all the circumstances sur-
rounding such an event must clearly
be laid down.

At noon today the betting odds on
Corbett and McGovern remained at
10 to 8. McGovern, as has been the
case right along, is on the long end
of the argument.

McGovern did the last boxing he will
do before the fight, not wishing to
run any risk of hurting his hands.
Dr. Riley, of Alameda, called at his
camp and made a thorough examina-
tion of the little fighter. Terry was
pronounced as sound as a new piece
of machinery, and fit to make the bat-
tle of his life. Last night he played
pool with some of the boys, and re-
tired early. Before going to bed he
drank a bottle of ale, which was tha
first he had while in training.

"Terry weighed only 124 1-2 pounds
today," said Joe Humphreys. "He told
me he felt better than at any time
since he fought Pedlar Palmer, and h&
looks it. Ifhe wanted to, he could do
120 pounds, and this is no dream. I
think Corbett made a mistake in train-
ing out by the ocean, for it is colder
there, and moreover the salt air is bad
for a fighter who wants to make a low
weight. He should have come to a
pla co like this."

Today Terry took things easy, as
he is several pounds to the good. He
took a short walk and then received
his friends. He expressed the utmosv
confidence in the result.

The claim is made for Corbett that
he has at last reached the limit of 127
pounds. He had a hard day yesterday,
and though it was raining heavily, took
a six-mile tramp in the face of a fierce
wind. He was attired in the garb of
a patrolman of the life-saving station,
so he did not suffer from the down-
pour. Today he was abroad early for
air. His trainers pronounce him inprime form, and say that a warming
up and rub-down tomorrow will windup his work.

YOUNG CORBETT PLANS
TO WORRY M'GOVERN

Champion Will Attempt to Get Ter-
ror in a Rage.

NEW YORK, March 30.—'Til never
train for any other man. I may tight
McGovern, but whenever I fight you
I'll be In shape all right There may
be other men who can knock me out,
but you are the man I've grot it on.Whenever we fight you are going toget licked."

These are the words Young Corbettspoke to Terry McGovern the last timethey met in New York before going to
California.

A few days ago, in San Francisco,
McGovern and Young Corbett met ac-
cidentally. Terry, in his usual open-
hearted way, advanced to his con-queror, and, holding out his hand,
said:

"Hello, Corbett, how are you?"
Corbett drew back and held hishand behind him.
"I don't care to talk to you. Any

relations we have may have we willsettle in the ring," was his reply.
Terry turned around with a grim smileon his face and walked away.

Some of these Incidents may beancient history. I am repeating themwith a purpose—to give an idea of theplan of battle Young Corbett has out-
lined for the defeat of McGovern intheir coming fight.

Corbett in San Francisco is usingall of his knowledge of the McGoverntemperament. He has on every oc-
casion tried to undermine Terry's con-
fidence in himself. When he told himthat he would never train for any
other man, but would always be in
trim to beat him, he was putting athought into McGovern's brain thatwould tend to worry him all through
his training. When he refused insult-ingly to speak with him in 'Frisco hewas tampering with Terry's temper.

If Corbett can get McGovern in arage before the fight or during theearlier rounds it is a good bet that thechampionship will not again change
hands for some time to come

Corbett shows generalship in this
matter.

Corbett has one advantage over Ter-ry McGovern besides the coolness of
head for which he has become famous
He hits a little stratghter. His blowspass inside of McGovern's when they
exchange.

This time Terry knows exactly whatto expect if he lights with any degree
of incaution. He knows that if heleaves an opportunity for any of Cor-
bett's forcible punches he Is In a fairway to be knocked out. He knows
that he must keep his temper, take his
time, crouch and cover up instead ofstanding straight when the .whirl of
conflict is going against him, and send
his own blows as directly to the markas he can. All that Terry knows as
well as any man.

Corbett has made a poor showing in
all of his recent fights.

But there are widespread suspicions
connected with the Corbett fights.
Corbett is backed and financed, when
out of funds, by a big betting clique
I do not believe that he actually fakedany of his recent fights, but this he
did do: He went into them withouta moment's training.

RYAN THINKS CORBETT
WILLWHIP JEFFRIES

It Is true that he and the champion had
a falling out a year ago and that they
are bitter enemies now, and this may
have something to do with Ryan's
statement, but the middleweight cham-
pion asserts that it is not personal en-
mity that causes him to belittle the
present heavyweight champion. He
says it is a clear case of where a
champion has broken down.

Ryan was greatly surprised by
Charles Neary's work on Friday
against Kid Farmer, of Chicago. He
says the local boy has the punch of a
middleweight and that when it con-
nects it stings badly. He said yester-
day that if he could handle the localboy for a year he was confident that
he would be able to make a topnoteher
of him. Ryan says Neary lias all therequisites of a good fighter.

Ryan will remain in Chicago for a
few days, after which he will go to
Mount Clemens to recuperate, as he is
in ill health at present. Ryan said
before leaving the city that he is not
anxious to meet Fitzsimmons, but that
he will be ready to take him on later
ifFltz will come down to 154 pounds.

PAUL GLOBE, TUESDAY, MARCH 31, 1903,

GIRLS NOW WANT
AUBURN LOCKS

With Red Hair It's Easy to
Get in Front How

of Chorus.

Red hair has always been held to
indicate a quick temper, but beyond
that the students of the past did notgo; or if they did. they kept the result
of their studies to themselves. Re-
cently psychologists and thinkers have
been finding out many interestingthings about the red haired woman—
the most interesting, if true, being that,
as a type, she was dying out.

Another theory advanced by alearned Western professor was that allblondes indicated disease, and that thekind producing red hair was the mostmalignant. All of this demonstratessurely that the red haired woman is
growing in interest and is being talkedabout, whereas twenty years ago a girl
with red hair was considered severelyhandicapped in the race matrimonial.At that time the golden haired blondewas admired to such an extent that

about every other woman sought to
gild her locks. But the reaction was
violent. The bleached head became a
blight, and even in the chorus it was
frowned upon. Nowadays the girl
with designs upon the front row lets
her hair grow naturally, and if she
possesses a red crown she Huffs it out
conspicuously and applies confidently
for a place.

Stage Makes the Fashion.
For it is the stage that has made the

fashion, just as it makes many others.
It came about with the almost simul-
taneous success of two women stars
and the appearance in New York of
a French vaudeville singer whose locks
were a most brilliant red.

Up to this period decidedly red and
naturally red hair had not been deemed
a churm in the making of a heroine.
But now it created attention. Just as
the scrawny girl of ten years ago has
become the willowy type that is the
correct thing today, so the red haired
woman is the acknowledged type of
beauty.

"It is a fact," said a Broadway hair-
dresser to a Sun reporter, "that the
fashion for red hair has a vogue at
present, but I doubt if it will be a last-ing one beyond, say, two seasons.

"Whatever may be the artistic fash-
lon of the moment, and no matter howIt may bring money to our place, we
cannot help having our own ideas, andwe place fine golden hair first.

"But red hair and the really golden
hair are almost equally scare, and thereason we prefer the golden hairedwoman is undoubtedly that in our ex-perience with her she is easily pleased,
gentle, and always beautiful, according
to the usual standards.

She Won't Listen to Reason.
"The red haired woman may be sub-

tly fascinating and all that, but the
hairdresser is not apt to be impressed
with her charm of manner, for she is
always intensely in earnest as to the
exact angle at which she wishes her
hair, and what she wills she insists on
having done.

"We never try to reason with a red
haired woman as to what is the pre-
vailing style or what she should have
in the way of arrangement. She al-ways knows her own mind thoroughly
and you cannot change it.

"Other women, the brown haired and
the golden haired kind, will ask sug-
gestions, naturally, as to what is theprevailing style, and will welcome sug-
gestions as to any new fad that may
be in vogue.

"Red hair is apt to be artistic. That
is, it is fluffy and easily controlled. Itarranges itself, and even in a rain
storm it never hangs straight.

"Women are coloring their hair to-
day more than they ever did before, butthey are not bleaching it. Every
brown coloring that Is used has a tinge
of auburn in It, and some women in-
sist on having the auburn predominate
for the reason that this touch of redin the hair lights up the skin and eyes
prettily, if it is not overdone.

"Women who wish to have their hair
turned to the actual red shade aremany, but we do not encourage this
idea, for the unnatural red hair is ex-tremely trying to most faces, and, ex-cept upon the stage, under the calcium
it never can pass as a natural growth!

Like Brown Tinged With Red.
"The brown shades just touched with

red are, on the contrary, beautiful and
Impossible to detect. Mrs. Potter, Mrs.Langtry and other first made this shade
of hair fashionable just at the time
when the gold bleached hair was los-ing its novelty.

"The trouble in producing the color
of natural red is not in the hair itself,
but in the_ fact that with such hair the
skin is always transparent, .the eye-
lashes and brows are an exact match,
and even the coloring matter of the
eyes is peculiar to this type.

"We do a great deal of theatrical
work, and I can tell you in confidence
that in half a dozen new theatrical
ventures for next season the leading
woman has chosen to have red hair.

"There will be a rage for red-haired
heroines next season, and no doubt
there will be many discoveries as to
the peculiar temperament that goes
with- this complexion. I have heard It
said that red-haired women are fiery In
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temper and imperious, but it is also
said that they are the most constant of
women, great flirts, but not to such an
extent as to endanger their husbands'
happiness.

Inclined to Be Nervous.
"Red-haired women are of a nervous

temperament and are not Inclined to
grow fat. They are apt to be gifted insome artistic way. but, above all. to be
excellent manag-ers. The head dom-
inates the heart to an extent that
makes the red-haired woman mysteri-
ous to her admirers. They never quite
understand her.

"I am not giving these opinions as
my own, understand, but some time
ago In my study of coiffures I came
upon a chapter devoted to the red-
haired women of history and these
were seme of the facts cited.

"That the type is growing rarer
there is no doubt. Just watch some
day as you travel about town in the
streets or on cars and you will notice
not one red-haired woman In ten. Youmay see plenty of dark hair with the
auburn tinge, but I am speaking of the
natural red blonde with white skin,
light brews and lashes above rale blue,
grayish, sometimes greenish eyes.

"There will be one year of red-haired
heroines on the stage, and thru the
audiences will begin to show the red-
haired woman in plenty. They willhardly essay the bright red shades
but the auburn coloring In the brown
hair will be pronounced and by de-
grees the color will grow common.
