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to Corbett's eye and nearly put him down.
Corbett hooked his left to stomach, miss-
ed a right to the jaw and got a left in
the stomach. They exchanged lefts to
the face and clinched. Corbett put two
straight lefts to the nose. Both swung
themselves off their feet just as the gong
sounded.

The pace was terrific. Corbett. if any-
thing, seemed the stronger.

Both Men Tired.
Round Four—Corbett put two lefts to

the nose and hooked one to the jaw, get-
ting left to the jaw and right to the
stomach as a return. They exchanged
left Jabs to the face. Corbett poked his
left twice to McGovern's face and got left
jabs, but he fought carefully, neverthe-
less. Corbett hooked left to the eye. Mc-
Govern kept coming, but got into a clinch.
McGovern got two lefts to the jaw and

his own corner, he punched him withright and left to the jaw and stomach
and Graney had difficulty in separating
them, McGovern holding on. Corbett
hooked right to chest, but got two hardrights in the ribs. Corbett uppercut right
to ribs and got right to jaw and ribs
in exchange. Corbett put in a hard right
to the neck. He tried" to shift, but itdid not work. Terry faced Corbett, butCorbett coolly retreated and then came inlike a flash with a right uppercut, which
however, missed its mark.

In an instant a terrific uproar tookplace. McGovern's backers, maddenedby the sight of their favorite being drag-
ged to his corner, a defeated man. swarm-
ed around and into the ring. They were
not quicker than the policemen, however
who piled pell mell through the ropes!
For five minutes, .the uproar continued
Then the lights were turned down andthe crowd filed out.

Corbett stopped his opponent's blow and
jolted the right flush and hard to Mc-
Governs jaw. The pride of Brooklyn
whirled like a top and fell prostrate upon
his back. White took hJs time counting
the fatal 10, Sam Harris vainly trying 10
call his boy back to life by throwing wa-
ter on him. But McGovern's eyes were
rolling so that the whites of them could
be seen, and his hands clutched the floor
convulsively, but he could not rise."Young Corbett' was hailed wtth cheersby the big crowd. McGovern was carried
to his corner and sat in a chair, but he
was powerless, and slipped to the floor
of the ring.
