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SOUTHERN PACIFIC
CASE NEARLY

FINISHED

Arguments WillBe Conclud-
ed This Morning but No
Decision Can Be Expected

Before Early Part of Next
Week.

NASHVILLE, Term., April 2. — Tho
case of Talbot J. Taylor versus tho
Southern Pacific and Union Pacific
will go to Judge Lurton tomorrow
morning. It only remains for Senator
Poraker to conclude his argument
which was started and the greater part
of whi<h \v;is linished this morning.

of the Associated Press this evening
th;Tt lie expected to have the oase con-
cluded by noon. There is a vast amount
of consideration to be given the matter,
involving not only some fine points of
law, but .some vast property holdings.
It will probably be the first of tho
week before a dicision can be an-
nounced.

SAYS BOOKS WERE WITHHELD.

NEW YORK, April 2.—ln reply to the
published statement by E. H. Harriman
t<> the effect that railway facility for
inspecting the Southern Pacific "stock
books had been granted on request rind
that •"any failure to obtain necessary
information was due to either lack of real
desire or Inefficiency, " Talbot Taylor made
the following statement today:

•i >\u0084 th,. second day of March. 1903. I
made application for an inspection of the
Btock books of the Southern Pacific com-
pany to Alexander Millar, the secretary,
and thereafter almost every day until 17th
day of March, 1903, a similar application
was made by my representatives who
i\.re tils,i stockholders. Mr. Millar re-
fused to allow me or my clerk, through
whom the applications were made, to ex-
amine the books, resorting to one pretext
or another, in order to postpone an In-
spection by us, until we found It neces-sary to apply to the circuit court in Ken-tucky for an order compelling the South-ern Pacific company to aliow the stock-
holders to inspect the books.

"Meanwhile the representatives of the
Union Pacific who are alleged to be now
in control of the Southern Pacific com-pany had sent out all their requests forproxies, after which they had very little
motive to prevent inspection by the otherSouthern Pacific stockholders.''

Mr. Taylor said it was not true that

those held by the pool, adding that "such
M thing would mean ruin to him or any
other man. It is false to say that Mr
Keene offered to sell his Southern Pacific
at any price."

TO INVESTIGATE RATES.

Tariffs on All Roads to Be Looked
Into.

Freight tariffs throughout Minnesota on
coal and lumber will be thoroughly In-vestigated by the state railroad and ware-
house commission, beginning April 9 Allof the railroads operating in the slitfl
liave been summoned to appear before thecommission on that date as to the subject

mentioned, and it fs purposed to make the
investigation art exhaustive one.

T£is step is the outcome of a com-
plaint filed fficently by a merchant of
Litchfleld againsf the Great Northern in
an effort to secure a reduction of the
rates on coal and lumber from Duluth
and the Twic Cities to his town.

The Great Northern, upon being called
upon to answer this complaint, merely
set forth the fact that its line between
the points specified leaves the state of
Minnesota and after running for some
distance through Wisconsin returns to
Minnesota; thereby taking the ground
that traffic between those points is inter-
state commerc* and therefore beyond the
jurisdiction of The state commission.

The commission ignored the question of
its jurisdiction, but upon taking up the
complaint determined that the problem it
presented would by relation at least in-
volve the tariff on coal and lumber on all
of the railroads in the state.

WANTS TO RAISE RATES.

The state railroad and warehouse com-
mission yesterday took up the application
of the .Minneapolis & St. Louis road for
authority to increase its present rates
on soft coal from Duluth to the various
points along its line in this state. The
application was argued on behalf of the
railroad company by A. K. Clark, general
counsel, and \V. M. Hopkins, general
freight agent, and there was no appear-
ance on the other side. The commission
took the question under advisement with
the understanding th;!t the company will
present facts and figures relating to its
proposition in writing. Some time since
the tariff on the Albeit Lea branch of
the Minneapolis & St. Louis, which is the
division principally in question, was re-
duced from $1.^5 to $2 between Chaska
and Twin Lakes to approximately $1.35.
to meet competition from Illinois and
lowa, and now the company desires to
establish a tariff which will range from
51.50 to $1.60 between Chaska and Twin
Lakes.

WILL BUILD IN MEXICO.

Harrlman to Get Concession From Gov-
ernment.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal.. April. 2.—8.
H. Harriman is to get a valuable land
and cash concession from President Diaz,
of Mexico, on condition that he build a
railroad in Lower California that shall
extend its entire distance north and south
and have a connection with the main
line of the Southern Pacific in Califor-
nia.

A company will be shortly Incorporated
In Mexico to build the proposed line.
The portion of the new road in this state
will be known as the Gulf & Imperial
company. The latter is already building
a road from Old Beach, a station on the
Southern Pacific main line, to the Col-
orado desert, south of the Colorado river,
a distance of forty miles. Twenty-eight
miles of this line is now completed. The
remainder of the distance to the river is
surveyed, and a preliminary survey
through most of Lower California has
been made.

WARREN IS VICE PRESIDENT.
