thing thought of.
He is not a man who gets up at

8 or 4 o'clock in the morning during
the year, and works until 9 o'clock at
night. He docs not try to get along
without modern machinery or save
buying by borrowing his neighbor's. He
docs not give his boys dull hoes and
other tools to work with, on the theory
that m nything is good enough for a
boy. He does not expect his wife to
do the housework and make a full
hand in the field. He does not think
that his boys will somehow acquire an
"edecation" whether he sends them to
school or not. He does not despise
"book larnin" and think that agricul-
tural journals are fit only for the ex-
periment stations and the leisure class.
He does not leave everything to chance,
believing that all tilings are foreor-
dained. He docs not get his ideas of
practical agriculture while sitting on a
box at the corner grocery or loafing in
:i saloon. He does not put all his
money Into fast horses and fine har-
ness and let his wife go without a
washing machine, wringer or other
modern helps, because his grandmother
had none of these conveniences. He
does not save up or conjure up a
whole lot of odd jobs for Sunday;
thinking to gain so much thereby. He
does not let everybody else keep ac-
counts of his dealings with them and
keep none himself and trust that they
will do the fair thing. He does not
sell everything salable off the farm
and keep the refuse he can't sell for
his family to eat. He does business
on business principles. Works little
more than ten hours a day. Subscribes
for tlie best agricultural journals and
magazines and reads them. Raises no
crops but such as he can get the
most modern machinery to cultivate
and harvest. Keeps a book account
ami knows about the cost of every-
thing grown or raised on the farm
ami whether raised at a profit or loss.
Does not guess at the size of a piece
of land and guess at the quantity of
seed required to sow it. Does not run
in debt beyond his Immediate neces-
sity and trust to chance to get him
out. Sells largely for cash in the dear-
est market and buys in quantities for
cash in the cheapest markets. He has
every convenience to utilize labor to
the best advantage. Secures the best
labor and treats it right. Makes labor
bo ennobling and home life so pleasant
that his sons do not drift away to the
city to seek a calling or occupation
more invitingand having loss drudgery
than farm life. He is not a slave to
toil, but a master of nature's secrets
and natural forces. His home life Is
ideal, not forced or unnatural. He is
impervious to panics, quick In sym-
pathy to respond to the calls of the
unfortunate, and he is patriotic in its
highest sense. In fact he is a full-
fledged, horny-handed, open-hearted,
up-to-date citizen of this great com-
monwealth. He is a specialist in his
line, knowing every detail of his call-
ing and something of the progress of
the world in which he lives.—J. H.

Raising chicken with a hickory gad
may make them "smart" for the time
being, but no permanent smartness can
be obtained in this way. Train them
up in a permanent manner so they can
take some of their smartness with them
when they go out into the world.

Economical production of meat does
not mean that an animal should be
made half fat. nor that has as much
work should be devoted to a certain
crop. This is mistaken economy. Pull
crops and full prices are obtained by
full feeds and full day's work.

Look over the old plow and drill that
you have thrown away as superannuat-
ed; put on a few repairs and instead
of buying new ones, get the wife a
washing machine, sewing machine,
kitchen table and a new dress to dis-
place the old made-over one of many
years' use.

What we want in the country is few-
er school houses and better ones;, few-
er teachers and more efficient ones;
more decent wages and better educa-
tional advantages. These cost money,
do you say? Certainly. All things that
make life enjoyable cost money and
that is what money is for.

RURAL ROUTES.

The Drovers' Telegram says: "That
the establishment of a rural route in
any section increases the money value
of every acre of land in the territory
served by that route has come to be
an accepted fact." To the same effect a
writer in the New York Independent
says that in a thirty-mile trip which he
made with a rural mail traveler he met*
many farmers who asserted that they
would never invest money in a farm
that was . not on a rural route. In a
measure it is also .true that rural tele-phones by adding to the comforts of
country life serve to enhance the value
of farming lands. v «•«
