JORDAN TO MEET
YOUNG CORBETT

Strong Efforts Being Made
to Bring English Champion

to 'Frisco.

CHICAGO. April 6. — "Ben Jordan,
cha.npion of England, will probably be
the next opponent of Young Corbett,
and the fight will be decided in San
Francisco in the same ring in which
Corbett demonstrated a few night ago
that he is Terry McGovern's master."

Such was the statement made last
night by Harry Tuthill, trainer of Young
Corbett. Tuthill came to Chicago with
the Terry McGovern party, which ar-
rived in the afternoon on the overland
limited. Tuthill merely, traveled with
the McGovern party by accident, as he
Is hurrying East to rill some important

business engagements he has. Tuthill
had some interesting things to say
about the recent unpleasantness on the
coast. In talking about the probability
of a match between the English cham-
pion and the American, he said:

"The club management does not
think there will be much trouble in in-
ducing Jordan to come to this coun-
try for a chance with Corbett. He will
be offered such strong inducements
that I do not see how he can refuse to
accept. He will be shown that the
receipts of the Corbett-McGovern con-
test reached $21,000, and when he is
told what the winner and loser got out
of this I guess his eyes will pop open
pretty wide.

"If the fight takes place, it will be
decided either just before or immedi-
ately after the Jeffries and Corbett
contest, which is set for the latter part
of July. The weight, of course, will
have to be left to a conference, but I
do not think there will be any hitch.

"ItIs true that Corbett 'joshed* Terry
a gTeat deal in the fight, but some of
the remarks were not as rough as the
other side would have people believe.
He told Terry a lot of truths, but there
was nobody In a position to hear these
remarks but McGovern and the referee.
The latter tells the story himself, and
I guess what he says is the truth. It
was a rough fight all the way through.
Agreat many of the spectators thought
Corbett could have knocked McGovern
out In the first round, and that he let
up on him in order to punish him for
some of the remarks that had been
made about him from the McGovern
end. I would not vouch for the truth
of that, for I think Billywanted to win
as soon as he could and not to take
any unnecessary chances.

"Corbett was decidedly confident,
and, while he had a little trouble In
making the weight, I am glad that he
forced this weight on himself, for the
reason that he Is a lazy trainer and a
perfect loafer in his work. He said
often to me during the training season:
'Harry, if I didn't have to make that
weight I wouldn't train a minute for
this fellow.' This will serve to show
how confident he was.

"As for Yanger, I do not believe that
Corbett will ever fight him while he
and Hertz are tied up together. The
spat in Philadelphia Is a sore spot In
Corbett'B mind and he will not forgive
Herta for what he did, or what he
thinks he did.

"Corbett's fighting has been misun-
derstood. He has not made many bad
fights. Many claim that he put up a
bad fight with Eddie Hanlon. Ido not
think so. Hanlon is a troublesome fel-
low, fighting all the time with his
arms crossed in front of his face. If
you saw him once in action you would
not want to go across the street to see
him in a championship battle. Abe At-
tell made a fool of him In their fight,
they tell me, and should have had the
decision. Corbett can fight and fight
well, but It seems that most men make
their star showing against him."

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SUPREME COURT TO
TRY MANY CASES

AT APRIL TERM

One Hundred Ninty-three Ap
peals Will Be Heard, In-
cluding Former Chief
Ames' Petition for a New
Trial — County Seat and
Railroad Cases Must Also
Be Disposed of.

The calendar was issued yesterday
for the April term of the supreme
court, which will open today.

There are entered upon the calendar
for this term 193 cases which is a
greater number than usual.

The case of greatest general interest
is that of the state against Fred W.
Ames, which comes up on an appeal
from the order of Judge Brooks of the
Hennepin county district court, deny-
ing a motion for a new trial.

The ruling of the supreme court in
the case of "Coffee" John Fichette,
eliminating from the record the testi-
mony of certain women witnesses as
to money alleged to have been paid by
keepers of houses of ill-famefor "pro-
tection" at the hands of the city ad-
ministration, will be made an import-
ant issue in the trial of the Fred Ames
case. The court ruled out all testi-
mony as to such payments of money
with the exception of that ofthe wom-
en who in each case were alleged to
have actually paid the money.

Another Hennepin county case which
will come before the court at this ses-
sion is that of the state against H. G.
Gallehugh, accused of murder.

There are two important cases of the
state railroad and warehouse com-
mission against the Northern Pacific
Railway company, one of which in-
volves the maintenance of the Twen-
tieth avenue depot at Duluth, and the
other 'a railway station in Otter Tail
county.

The attroney general's departimnt
has for trial this term the two county
seat eases, the titles of which, are the
state ex rel. W. B. Douglas vs. K. NT.
Falk et al., and the state ex rel. \V. B.
Douglas vs. Engebret Larson et al.
The first mentioned is the contest over
the seat of Clearwater county and the
second involves the location of the
Columbia county seat.

TO REMAIN IN FRANCE
IF IT WILLPAY FOR IT

Charge •.Concerning Grand Chartreuse
Monastery Denied by M. Combes.

PARIS, April 6. —The opposition pa-
pers recently have been hinting that a
person or persons in close relations
with the government had offered to se-
cure the authorization to remain in
Prance for the monastery of the Grand
Chartreuse, if the latter paid $200,000.
The editor of a paper, Let Petit Dau-
phinois, alluding to this allegation re-
cently, asserted that two persons whom
he named had made him this offer on
behalf of a personage whom he called
Monsier X.

In the chamber of deputies today
Premier Combes took occasion to de-
clare the whole story to be false, and
characterized it as an infamous accu-
sation like all of those made since he
had become head of the government.
He added that he intended to check-
mate the operations of the persons
named by Le Petit Dauphinois. M.

DEFENSIVEALLIANCE
OF TRADES UNIONS

Attempt to Enlist Every
Union Man in Country

in Movement.

PITTSBURGH April 6.—A defensive
alliance of most of the trades unions
of the country Is a possibility of the
near future, and the heads of various
labor organizations, led by President
T. J. Shaffer, of the Amalgamated As-
sociation of Iron. Steel and Tin Work-
ers, are forming plans with that ob-
ject in view. If formed, this amalga-
mation of workingmen will be the larg-
est ever In existence, and will have a
membership up in tli- millions. Presi-
dent Shaffer .said today:

"It is my intention to have the min-
ers, railroad workers, Amalgamated
men, locals of the Ajnerican Federation
of Labor, and, in fact, every union
man in the nation enlisted in the move-
ment. I proposed the plan at Milwau-
kee several years ago, but then it was
received with apparent incredibility and
many labor leaders were overcome by
the magnitude of the project.

Mr. Shaffer intimated that after the
Amalgamated convention ;«t Columbus
is over, steps will be taken to get the
heads of the labor organisations of the
country to consider the plan systemat-
ically. He stated that this defensive
alliance Is coming, and that its organ-
isation is only a question of time.
