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NATIONAL SUPREME COURT
AND SECURITIES CASE

Officials of the Department
of Justice Confident That
the Decision of the Circuit
Judges Will Be Sustained
—Both Sides Anxious for
the Final Decree in the
Matter.

WASHINGTON, D. C April 10.—
Attorney General Knox, Special Attor-
ney w. a. Day and other officials of
the department of justice, who were
concerned In the suit brought by the
government to prevent the merger of
the Northern Pacific and Groat North-
ern railroads, are elated over the de-
clsion of the United States circuit
court. They believe the government
has been strengthened Immensely in

termination to reguloie the trusts.
This case has been regarded by the de-
partment of justice as the most Im-
portant under the anti-trust law.

The officials seem to have no doubt
that if The case is taken to the su-
preme court of the United States on
appeal that tribunal will sustain the
decision of the lower court It is so
unusual for four Judges to agree on a
question of great moment that the
unanimity of the four United States
judges who beard the Northern Se-
curitiee case is considered very sig-
nificant. This is especially so, as three
of the judges have had long experience
on the bench and are jurists whose
opinions always have great weight,
while the fourth, though a young
Judge, has a reputation for deep learn-
ing in the law.

Under the new law the attorneys for
the Northern Securities company have
Bixty days in which to file their ap-
peal with the supreme court. The last
day will be June S, or a week after the
court will have adjourned for the sum-
jii.i-. If fhe attorneys for the merger
desire to delay settlement of the issue
they will postpone filing their appeal
until the last moment, that the su-
preme court may not have an opportu-
nity to fix an early day for the hear-
ing. If. however, the appeal is filed
before the supreme court adjourns for
its summer recess, the case will be ar-
gued early in October, a motion to ad-
vance being made by the attorney

al. Otherwise it cannot be heard
before the first week in December. In
that case the decision cannot be hand-
ed down before the end of February.

OWNERSHIP OF STOCK.

Assistant Attorney General Beck Con-
strues the Decision.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., April 10.—
J;,ines M. Beck, assistant attorney
general, who argued the Northern Se-
curities case for the government, said
today:

"Disclaiming any purpose to express
any oninion but my own, the clear and
exhaustive opinion of Jaudge Thnyei
teems to me to leave nothing to be
desired in the matter of a full exposi-
tion of the federal law applicable to
the consolidation of competing inter-
state carriers. All interests should
welcome such a result, for it seems to
me of first importance that the exact
meaning of existing statutory law
Bhould be definitely ascertained. When
so ascertained, the Question of the wis-
dom of the statutes can be fairly de-
bated in the greater court of public
opinion. The decision of the circuit
court accomplishes this purpose. It
destroys the last legal device for the
suppression of competition, shifts the
•whole question from the courts to thb
people and leaves for their considera-
tion and ultimate decision the question
\u25a0whether railway consolidation, under
proper regulation, is desirable, or
\u25a0whether it should be altogether pro-
hibited. The wild suggestion that this
decision is 'revolutionary' and will dis-
rupt the American railway system in
absuird. It simply reaffirms existing
principles and has no application
Whatever to legitimate extensions of
railway lines--, but solely applies to tha
suppression of competition by railway
consolidation.

"Judge Thayer's decision, in effect,
demonstrates the inaccuracy of the
phrase "holding company,' and also
shows that the 'community-of-interesf
plan through stock ownership, when it
sup]nesses competition and promotes
monopoly, i? unlawful. It holds in
substance that whenever the control of
competing Interstate carriers is se-
cured, either by a combination of per-
sons or by a corporation which they
create, and the motive for competition
has thus been destroyed by the conse-
quent unity of interest, the anti-trust
law is violated. The fact that each of
the competing lines is nominally oper-
ated by a separate board of directors is
held Immaterial, and the court, disre-
garding form and looking to substance,
holds that the real polity of a rail-
road 'is controlled by those who own
the majority of their stock.' and that
such individual holders 'in a real sensa
determine all important corporate
acts. 1

"The decision is also of first impor-
tance In holding that the mere owner-
ship in an interstate railroad brings
the owner in such direct relation with
Interstate commerce as to subject him
to the plenary powers of the federal
government with respect thereto. Per-haps this holding gives the decision itsgreatest importance. The defendants'attorneys contended that the mere ac-quisition of such shares had either no
direct relation to interstate commerceor that in any event such relation was
indirect, collateral and remote. The>sought to establish nn unsound dis-tinction between the ownership of a
road and its operation. This view the
court negatives and holds that thepurchase of shares of stock In an in-terstate railroad subjects the purchas-
er to the constitutional power of thefederal government. The Importance

of this holding, coming as it does upon
the heels of the lottehy cases, cannot
well be overestimated. It greatly
widens the scope of federal activity.
The constitution remains unchanged,
but the sphere of human action to
which it is applied is, by means of
wholly exterior forces, greatly widen-
ed.

"The decision makes it doubly neces-
sary to determine as a matter of pub-
lic policy the exact and proper relation
between the railways, upon which our
prosperity .so vitally depends, and the
state."

"WHAT'S THE DIFFERENCE?"

This Question Is Propounded by Vice
President Lamont.

NEW YORK. April 10.—Daniel S.
Lament, ft director of the Northern Se-
curities and vice president of the
Northern Pacific, said today that as
long as the railroads affected by the
decision in the Northern Securities
case had never lost their identity, even
if the decision were made final by the
higher court, little difference would
result.

\u25a0The same men who own and con-
trol the Northern Securities own and
control the Northern Pacific, the Chi-
cago, Burlington & Quincy and the
Great Northern. What's the differ-
ence? The Northern Securities com-
pany simply made it easier for those
men to run the roads."

PRESIDENT CASTRO
STANDS BY BOWEN

Remainder of the Venezuelan Proto-
cols Will Probably Be Ready Soon

WASHINGTON, D. C, April 10.—
News was received here today from
Venezuela that President Castro will
remain firm and sustain Herbert Bow-
en, Venezuela's plenipotentiary, in the
attitude he has taken respecting the
settlement of the claims against Ven-
ezuela and in favor of referring the
question of preferential treatment of
the blockading powers to The Hague

for determination.
The same statement contained the

information that no overtures have
been made to President Castro directly
by the representatives of the allied
governments for settling the contro-
versy, but overtures with this object in
view have been made to the govern-
ment by some financial syndicates.

Mr. Bowerwhas opposed bitterly any
settlement through financial syndi-
cates and President Castro has sus-
tained him. It is believed by Mr.
Bowen that, now this matter is set-
tled, the protocols remaining to be
agreed on prior to a reference to The
Hague will be concluded before very
long.

FIRE REVOLVERS
OVER CARO TABLE

Three Men and a Woman
Fatally Shot in an Ohio

Town.

JACKSONVILLE, Ohio, April 10.—
In a fight here tonight four people
were fatally and one seriously shot.
The fatally wounded are: Mrs. Henry
Skrotsky, Charles Riley, Charles Coch-
ran and Seth Tinkham. The seriously
wounded is Henry Hobiett.

The fight occurred in a saloon of
\u25a0which Mrs. Skrotsky is proprietor. To-
night a large crowd assembled in the
suloon for an evening of card playing
and drinking. Tinkham and Hoblett,
as partners, were playing Riley and
Cochran, who were badly beating their
companions. Presently Tinkham threw
down his cards, declaring he had been
cheated. He pulled his revolver, his
three companions followed suit and the
four began to shoot at each other at
arm's length.

A dozen shots were fired and when
their weapons were emptied four men,
three dying, lay in pools of blood, while
Mrs. Skrotsky, shot through the breast,
accidentally, lay behind the bar. She
and Tinkham cannot survive the night.
Mayor Ginnan has sworn in many ex-
tra policemen to assist Marshal Charles
Stewart in preserving order.

DIVISION AMONG
THE DUTCH STRIKERS

Some Say Quit, but Most Persevere in
Staying Out.

AMSTERDAM. April 10.—The work-
men's defense committee today decided
to proclaim a cessation of the general
strike. The strike was never really
effective.

At a large mass meeting held later
the Federated Trades union repudiated
the action of the workmen's defense
committee and decided to continue the
strike without the consent of the com-
mittee. The tumult prevented the
members of the defense committee
from securing a hearing. With the ex-
ception of the diamond cutters, all the
men will remain out.

The workmen's defense committee
has issued a manifesto explaining that
a continuance of the strike will only
expose the strikers to the vigorous
penalties of the new anti-strike bill,
which has practically become law. The
committee has therefore decided to
leave each trade union free to act as It
thinks best.

The calling off of the strike has re-
sulted In the holding of angry mass
meetings of strikers. The anarchista
and socialists are exploiting the situ-
ation, urging the men to ignore the
committee and continue the strike.
The men are inclined to follow this
course, finding themselves confronted
by dismissal and too deeply committed
to withdraw. Some rioting occurred
at the gas works tonight, the polio*
charging a mob of strikers who wera
intimidating the non-strikers.

A cabinet council was held this even-
ing, and it was resolved to continue
the strong military precautions which
had begun to be relaxed.

ROME, April 10.—All the strikers,
with the exception of the compositors,
have resumed work, and Rome has re-
gained its normal aspect. Many for-
eigners who left this city temporarily
are returning.

DEADLYWORK OF
ARKANSAS TORNADO

More Fatalities Come to Light—Five
Villages Destroyed.

NEWPORT, Ark., April 10.—During
the tornado of Tuesday night a family
of three pearl fishers named Tapp, who
lived in a shanty boat on White river,
were drowned.

Belated reports from Van Burencounty and from the village of Pearson,
Cleburne county, show that the dam-age done by the tornado has been un-
derestimated. Pearson was almost
wiped out of existence. Among those
who are known to be probably fatally-
injured are J. M. Clayton, his wife and
his daughter Ida.

Five villages in Van Buren county
are known to have been destroyed.

FIFTEEN HUNDRED
PEOPLE KILLED

Terrible Work of an Ex-
plosion in Chinese Powder

Factory.

HONGKONG, April 10.—An explo-
,sion has occurred at the Canton arse-
nal powder factory. Fifteen hundred
persons are reported to have been kill-
ed.

PLOT AGAINST THE LIFE
OF KING ALEXANDER

Discovery Thereof Hastened His Re-
Recent Coup d'Etat.

VIENNA, April 10.—The rumors cur-
rent of a plot against the life of King
Alexander of Servia received apparent
confirmation in private dispatches re-
ceived at Budapest, and according to
which an attack on the king's life was
planned for next Sunday. The plot waS
discovered and fifty persons suspected
of complicity therein were arrested.
Other arrests are ejected.

Semi-official reports from Belgrade
declare thuit these ruitiors are false, but
It is thought here that King Alexan-
der's recent coup d'etat was hastened
by the discovery of the alleged plot.

THREE THOUSAND TANNERS
AND CURRIERS RESUME WORK

Chicago Employers' Association Scores
Its Initial Victory.

CHICA9O, April 10.—Three thou-
sand tanners and curriers returned to
work today, ending a strike of several
weeks, the settlement marking the first
victory for the Chicago Employers' as-
sociation since it made a rule to grant
absolute union recognition to no labor
organization. ,-:

The employers' association and the
striking tanners have been at swords'
points for more ths^r two weeks ovei
the one point of union recognition.
The strikers refused to submit theli
grievances to arbitration unless the
manufacturers jvould first agree to em-
ploy none but union men. This tha
employers refused to do.

The tanners yielded today, however,
and returned to woffr, having obtained
the concession of a"trine-hour day, with
no reduction in wages and the promise
of the manufacturers not to discrimi-
nate against union men.

IS A BRIDLE A PORTION
OF THE HARNESS?

Question That Causes a Strike Unset-
tled, Though thi Strike Ends.

JOHNSTOWN, P^., April 10. — The
1,200 miners employed by the Beech
Creek Coal and Coke company, at Pat-
ton, this county, who went on strike
recently, will return to work tomor-
row. The question as to whether a
bridle constitutes a portion of the har-
ness, which caused the strike, remains
unsettled. The executive board of
District No. 2, United Mine Workers,
In session at Clearfield, was unable to
decide the question, and finally recom-
mended that, the mules be driven with-
out a bridle. This was satisfactory to
the company, and in the future the
company will harness and unharness
the mules, but the bridles will be dis-
pensed with.

Tne men anticipate some trouble in
handling the animals without the head-
gear, but say they will attempt It rath-
er than go back on their contention
that it is a part of the harness.

NICARAGUA'S REVOLUTION
IS REPORTED SUPPRESSED

It Didn't Amount to Such an Awful
Lot, Anyhow.

WASHINGTON, D. C, April 10.—
Senor Corea, the Nicaraguan minister,
has received a dispatch dated today
from Foreign Minister Sanchez, at
Managua, which sajjs:

"Revolution is s^pressed. The en-
tire republic is at fleace."

Serior Corea said: "The revolution
to which this patcfe*has reference had
its origin In a contest for the election
of a mayor in the town of San Pablo,
in the department of Chontales. It was
an insignificant affair, in which no lives
were lost and no one injured,"

FINE TIME IN THE PARK.

PENNELL INQUEST
BEGUN AND DONE

Conclusion Is Unsatisfactory
and Throws No Light on

Burdick Murder.

BUFFALO, N. V., April 10.—The ev-
idence given today at the Inquest into
the deaths of Arthur R. Pennell and
Mrs. Pennell before Justice Murphy
will not help the authorities in any way
to a solution of the Burdick murder
mystery. Whether the tragedy at
Gehres' stone quarry, on March 10, in
which Pennell was killed and Mrs.
Pennell was fatally injured, was due to
accident or design, was not proved.

Thomas Penney, who acted as attor-
ney for the Pennell family since Arthur
Pennell'a death, declared that, so far
as he was aware, nothing in the papers
left by Mr. Pennell would throw any
light upon the murder of Edwin Bur-
dick. "When questioned regarding the
alleged defalcations by Pennell, Mr.
Penney declined to answer. J. Fred-
erick Pennell, brother of the dead law-
yer and administrator of his estate,
who has possession of most of the pa-
pers, was out of the city, and Mr. Pen-
ney informed the court that he did not
know where he was or when he would
return.

"Evidence that would show defalca-
tion would simply be 'Accumulative,"
said Justice Murphy, after the evidence
was all in. "Xo stronger motive could
be proved than has already been
brought out here in the Burdick in-
quest. But proving a motive does not
establish suicide. The court is pre-
pared to announce its findings."

Judge Murphy then delivered his
verdict as follows:

"I find and certify that Arthur R.
Pennell came to his death on the 10th
day of March, 1903, as a result of in-
juries received while riding in an au-
tomobile, the said automobile plunging
from an embankment into the Gehres
stone quarry. That I cannot deter-
mine from the evidence submitted
whether such plunge was accidental or
designed. That Carrie Lamb Pennell
came to her death as a result of the
said plunge of the automobile into the
quarry."

W. C. Omphelius, Pennell'a stenog-
rapher, produced a typewritten copy of
the first draft of a statement prepared
for publication by Penncll before hid
death. Mr. Coatsworth read it. It
v.as prepared on the Saturday follow-
ing the murder and was addressed to
the public.

In the statement Pennell stated that
he had satisfied the district attorney
and the police that he had nothing to
do with the Burdick murder. With
reference to his connection to the di-
vorce proceeding, he said that the liv-
ing have their lives to live and have
greater rights than the dead. He de-
clared that there was no truth in the
charges brought against Mrs. Burdick
or himself in the complaint. He de-
clared that there was no reason why
she should have been driven from
home by Burdick; that Burdick had
been intimate with a woman whom he
intended to marry and that it was not
until Burdick learned that Mrs. Bur-
dick was to sue him for divorce that
Burdick himself decided to sue his wife
for a divorce. Pennell declared that
Burdick learned of his wife's Intention
to sue for divorce when he secured her
papers from the safe deposit vault, by
forging an order on the deposit com-
pany. Pennell declared Burdick was
killed by an unknown woman whom he
had invited to his house at midnight.

BECOMES CHAMPION OF THE
CENTRAL DEBATING LEAGUE

Gregory Bill Prohibiting
Compulsory Vaccination as
a Condition Precedent to
Admission to Public
Schools Is Defeated by Cios c
Vote—Suspends Anti's Bat-
tle Another Two Years.

The Gregory anti-vaccination bill
died in the senate yesterday, falling of
final passage by the vote of 28 to 27.
The last chance to save the bill went
by the boards when Senator Thomp-
son objected to Senator Dunn's
amendment, which would have made
the proposed law apply only to chil-
dren.

Senator Witherstine, one of the phy-
sicians in the senate, notified the sen-
ators when the bill was reached on the
calendar that the doctors, although op-
posed to the bill, had decided to re-
frain from making further objection.
The senator from Olmsted said that
the question of how far the personal
liberty of the citizen might be In-
vaded was a question that he was will-ing to leave to the senate.

Horton Appeals for Children.
Senator Horton, the champion of the

bill, made a last effort to secure its
passage. The senator from Ramsey
appealed to the senate for the chil
dren of the state, and declared that he
protested not against vaccination, but
against the violation of the person of
the innocent children. The senator
from Ramsey admitted that his chil-
dren were vaccinated and would notsay that persons should not be vaccl*
nated, but he Insisted that the parent
should be allowed to judge whether
his children were to be vaccinated.

ROOSEVELT GOES OUT

CIXXABAR, Mont., April 10.— It Is
generally believed here that the presi-
dent, with Maj. Pitcher nnd the escort,
Is off in the vicinity of Yancy's on a
mountain lion hunt. They have taken
most of the dogs from the post with
them. These are the dogs, which the
soldiers have been training for several
weeks to track a mountain lion cub.
The lion they have used for the pur-
pose is one captured by Buffalo Jones
last month. The cub is led along a trail
by a trooper on horseback, and then a
few houra later the dogs are put on the
scent.

Dr. Rixey, surgeon general of the
navy, who came down from Mammoth
Springs yesterday, left Livingston to-day for Washington. He will remain in
the East until about the time for thepresident's departure from the park,
when he will again join the party at
Gardiner or Livingston and complete
the remainder of the trip.

SCANDAL IN CUBA
MAY COME TO LIGHT

Exorbitant Charges for Disintermi
and Shipment of Soldiers' Bodies.

TOLEDO, Ohio, April 10.—Congress-
man J. H. Southard, of this city, has
started an investigation which may
bring to light a scandal among United
States officials at Havana, Cuba. The
charge is that exorbitant charges are
being made for the disinterment and
shipment of the bodies of soldiers from
Cuba, when It should be done free of
cost, according to Mr. Southard.

Homer Pugh, who enlisted In the
navy last August, died at Havana,
April 2. His mother here was notified
April 7. Two days later she received
a cablegram stating that the body
would be exhumed, embalmed and
shipped to New York for $225. The
mother brought the matter to the at-
tention of Congressman Southard, who
has started an Investigation. The dis-
patches received here are signed
"Springer."

MANHATTAN ELEVATED
MEN WANT NINE HOURS

They Are Satisfied With Their Wages
and Don't Think of Striking.

NEW YORK, April 10.—Employes of
the Manhattan Elevated railroad were
in session almost continuously from
early this morning until late tonight,
discussing the recent offer of the of-
ficials of the road to increase wages
and reduce the hours of labor. Tha
new wage scale was accepted, but the
men will continue to agitate for a day
of nine hours, instead of nine and one-
half hours, as proposed by the com-
pany. After the meeting, George E.
Pepper, president of the Manhattan di-
vision of the Amalgamated Street Rail-
way Employes, who presided, said:

"I want to state positively that no
strike is contemplated on the L roads.
Any member of this division who
makes such a statement does so to
mislead the public. We are making a
fight for better conditions, but are doing

it on a business basis. The company
has been more than fair in meeting us
half way on this proposition, and there
is no doubt that the matter will be
settled to the satisfaction of all. W»
have given no ultimatum to the com-
pany that they mirtt do so and so by
a certain time, and the question of
striking has not been brought up at
any of the meetings."

Northwestern University Bests the Uni-
versity of Chicago.

CHICAGO. April 10.—Northwestern uni-
versity won the championship in the
Central Debating league tonight, defeat-
ing the University of Chicago, 2 to 1. The
league is composed of the universities of
Minnesota, Michigan, Chicago and North-
western. Prior to tonight's debate North-
western had defeated Minnesota and
Michigan had lost to Chicago. The ques-
tion under debate was:

"Resolved. That United States senators
should be elected by direct vote of the
people."

Northwestern took the negative and
Chicago the affirmative.
