STRIKE IS AGAINST MACHINES.

Cigarmakers Also Ohgct to Cheap Labor
of Women.

Minneapolis cigarmakers have Inaugur-
ated two strikes in local factories which
have for their objects the raising of the
wages of women employed in the manu-
facture of machine-made cigars, It is not
xactly in a spirit of gallantry, however,
*that the union has started the fight on the
employers. Primarily it is a protest
against ‘“‘machines, women and chil-
dran."”

It is contended by the union leaders
that this triumvirate is exercisixg a de-
moralizing effect upon the business. The
relations between the strikers and their
employers are as amicable as they could
be In the light of the fact that each side
is determined not to give in to the other.
The concerns affected are the Hooker Ci-
gar company and Lungren Bros. The
firm of Manly & Ball acknowledged the
righteousness of the union’s course early
in the game and capitulated.

What the men want particularly is the
elevation of women's wages to the men’s
union scale.

The strike involves less than 100 work-
ers. The main difficulty seems to be that
the manufacturers show a liking for the
trust system of making cheap cigars by
machinery, with cheap labor. The men
behind the blue label see cause for alarm
in this and declare they will fight until
the manufacturers agree to deal in stand-
ard goods or at least pay standard wages
to those who are now making the inferior
article, which would of course obviate
the possibility of maintaining further the
production of the sausage-machine va-
riety of ““Havana.”

EXCELLENT PLACE TO
LOSE MAIL POUCHES

Two More Deftly Stolen at Springfield
Junction, Il

SPRINGFIELD, Ill, April 11.—Word
was received at the postoffice here early
this morning that two more letter
pounches had been stolen from Spring-
field Junction, just south of here, at the
junction of the Chicago & Alton and
Wabash railroads.

DEATHS OF THE DAY.

WASHINGTON, D. C., April 10.—Rev.
William Henry Milburn, the blind chap-
lain of the United States_senate, dled at
Santa Barbara, Cal., today. Mr. Milburn
left Washington for the Pacific coast a
year ago. The chaplain was in broken
health. The change brought no great im-
provement in his condition and when con-
gress met in December he forwarded his
resignation to Washington, but it was
never acted on.

The deceased was a native of Philadel-
phia, where he was born in 1823. When
he was five years of age a playfellow
accidentally struck him in the left eye
with a piece of glass. For two years he
was confined to a dark room under med-
ical treatment, and when he came out
one of his eyes was entirely blind and lit-
tle sight was left in the other. He, how-
ever, pursued his studies at school and
college for twenty years, the sight EBrow-
ing dimmer until gradually he became
totally blind. In the spring of 1838 he
went with his father's family to Jackson-
ville, Ill., and in 1843 he became a travel-
ing preacher of the Methodist Episcopal
church.

Mr. Milburn was twice elected chaplain
of “congress,” the first time in 1845, when
a little over twenty-two years af age;
was twice chaplain of the house of rep-
resentatives, and lastly chaplain of the
izg;l;te, to which office he was elected in

While serving a charge at Mobile, Ala.,
Mr. Milburn underwent a trial for here-
tical teachings. He was widely known as
the blind preacher and lecturer, his min-
Istry and lecture field covering many
parts of the United States and Canada
and of Great Britain and Ireland. He also
was known as an author,

PEKIN, April 10.—Yung Lu, the comp-
troller of finances and first grade secre-
tary, is dead. He had been suffering for
some time from dropsy. Yung Lu was a
Manchu, and at the time of the beginning
of the ‘‘Boxer’ outbreak was viceroy of
the province of Pe Chi Li and generalissi-
mo of the Chinese army. He was then
said to be the most powerful man in
China, his influence being even greater
than that of Li Hung Chang. Since the
death of the latter Yung Lu has mora
than once been represented as distating
the policy of the dowager empress and
emperor. He obtained his post of gen-
eralissimo as a reward for crushing the
reform party in China. Yung Lu was
said to be the real author of the anMk-
foreign outbreak in Pekin and Tien Tsin,
and he commanded the best disciplined
troops which opposed the allies.

SEVERE STORM IN

Wind, Rain, Hail and Snow
Busy Reviving Wintry Con-
ditions in Utah, Montana
and Idaho—Damage From
Frost Looked for.

WENT GUNNING FOR HORSE THIEF.

Red Wing Farmer Lands His Man In Jall
and Recovers Horses.

RED WING, Minn., April 10.—Charles
Reigelman, a Hay Creek farmer, is con-
fined in the county jail here pending an
investigation as to whether or not he is
a horse thief. Sometime during Wednes-
day night two horses were stolen from
Joseph Larson and one from Charles
Jagusch, both parties residing near the
German cemetery, west of xﬁed Wing.
Jagusch ig at present in jain awaiting
trial on the charge of assaulting Willlam
Boothroyd.

The horses were missed yesterday.
Neighbors were notified and word was also
sent to Sheriff Lundquist. Among those
who went on the search was Charles
Crandall. Sheriff Lundquist took an-
other road in order to ward off the es-
cape of the thief.

TANKE IN FOR LIFE.

Convicted at St, James for the Murder of
John Wellner.

The jury today, after being out all night,
returned a verdict of murder in the sec-
ond degree. Judge Cray sentenced Tanke
for life In prison at Stillwater. In re-
sponse to the judge's questions, Tanke
replied: ““I have nothing to say except
that I am innocent.”

Wellner, a farmer living near New Ulm,
was murdered on the, night of Dec. 31,
1898. Tanke was employed on the Well-
ner faTm and was intimate with Mrs.
Wellner. Tanke was arrested in Octo-
ber, 1901, indicted and tried at St. Peter.
One of the jurors becoming suddenly in-
sane, the case was transferred to Hender-
son, Sibley county, and Tanke was there
convicted by a_ jury. Mrs. Tanke, widow
of the murdered man, who was also to be
tried for murder, pleaded guiity to second
degree murder and asserted that she alone
did the deed.
