RELIANGE T0 BE -
LAUNGHED TODAY

Cup Defender Will Be Chris-
tened by Daughter of C.
Oliver Iselin.

BRISTOL, R. I, April 10. — There
will be launched just before sunsat to-
morrow from the Herreshoff works a
ninety-foot, composite, fin keel sloop
vacht, which a syndicate of six prom-
inent yachtsmen of the New York
Yacht club have had constructed for
the defense of America's cup against
Sir Thomas Lipton's third challenger.
Miss Nora Iselin, the daughter of C.
Oliver Iselin, managing owner, will
christen her “Reliance.” The new de-
fender will carry®the hopes of the n:
tion that she keep intact the succe
ful record of the past fifty-two vears
against more than a dozen attempts
on the part of British yachtsmen to
regain the blue ribbon of the seas.

Reliance is the “sixth yacht which

the Herreshoffs hs constructed for
the defense of America’s cup. Three
of these, Vigilant, Defender and Co-

lumbia, have defeated the British chal-
lengers, while two others, Colonia and
Constitution, did not prove in their
trials sufficiently reliable to warrant
their selection for the honor.

Reliance will be tried out as never
a cup boat was before, for the owner
of Columbia, jealous of her magnifi-
cent record of two successful defenses
of the cup, will again be in the field,
while August Belmont, who controls
Constitution, is keen to retrieve the
honor lost to Columbia two years ago.

Although Reliance, as in the case of
nearly all the cup defenders, has been
built in secret, it is known that her
under body is constructed of Tobin
bronze and her top sides of nickel
steel.  It. is known also that she is
about 140 feet over all, just short of
90 feet on the .water line, and about
20 feet deep and 24-foot beam.

When fully rigged she will be able to
spread over 15,000 square feet .of can-
vas,.which is the largest amount ever
hoisted by any racing ninety-foot sloop.

She wasg designed by N. G. Herreshoff
and has been.constructed under his
personal supervision.

She has been built in what is known
as the South shop of the works, and
stands tonight, as far as. her hull Is
concerned, practically finished.

Nosattempt had
been made to fire it. The workmen are
of the opinion. that the second instance
at least was only a matter of careless-
ness on the part of some one about the
shop.

Beaupre said:

“There are a dozen stores in Bogota
selling the saddles and ‘hundreds of
saddles for sale,” and ,then asked:
“Whence the urgent, immediate and
pressing emergency that ‘would justify
the forcible appropriation of the sad-
dles, ete., from the American?"” He
observed: “Certainly under the Sys-
tem of arbitrarily fixing the value of
such property it is much cheaper to
get it this way and the day of pay-
ment is indefinitely postponed, but I
cannot belleve it consistent with the
guarantees of public treaties nor the
laws of nations. It is altogether prob-
able ‘thaf in the majority of cases the
reasons for expmopriation are no more
valid nor just than these cases just
cited. Necessarily, with the financial
distress of the government,-it is al-
most impossible to collect claims, large
or small, and the government has an-
nounced to many, and to one American
at least, whom I know, and who has
had a large amount of property seized,
that no payment® would be made until
the close of the war.”

Assistant Secretary Hill, in a com-
munication to the United States lega-
tion at Bogota, said that, among other
things: “The declaration of the min-
Ister of war that all foreigners should
be deemed public enemies can’t but ba
regarded as gratuitiously offensive, and
this government must remonstrate
against such characteristics of its citi-
zens availing themselves of their con-
ventional rights of visit and sojourn in
Colombia. It would have been made
the occasion of instant and vigorous
protest.”

The attitude of this government to-
ward the seizure by Colombia of prop-
erty of Americans for military pur-
poses {s shown by the following in-
structions sent by Dr. Hill, as acting
secretary of state to the American le-
gation at Bogota:

“You will notify the Colombian gov-
ernment that this government will hold
it responsible for any proven cases of
seizure of American property for mili-
