REPUBLICANS  FAIL
70 DWELL W

City Convention in Omaha

Splits and Services of
Police Are Necessary to

AR e

. Preserve Order —'
Will Be Two Republican
Tickets.

OMAHA, Neb., April 11.—The hard-
est fought campaign for the control of
party politics in the history of Omaha
city politics culminated this afternoon
in a split in the Republican conven-
tion to nominate a .city ticket. From
the time the chairman of the city cen-
tral committee called the delegates to
order until half their number with-
drew in a body to hold a convention of
their own, the proceedings were
marred by a continuous uproar, and
twice it was necessary for the chair-
man of the convention to ask the po-
lice to preserve order. The supporters
of Mayor Moore, who wished to se-
curé his nomination for a third term,
and those opposed to him were so
evenly divided that on the first test of
strength the Moore delegation had a
majority of but one. During the first
roll call on election of temporary offi-
cers, pandemonium reigned, and the
chairman asked the police to force the
delegates into their seats.

Every move for control of the con-
vention by either side was vigorously
opposed by the opposition. On the
nomination for mayor came the real
struggle. A poll of the Second ward
was demanded. The chairman ignored
it and ordered the secretary to pro-
ceed with the roll call. The convention
was ‘soon in another uproar, the po-
lice flocked into the floor to preserve
order and forcibly pushed a number of
delegates into their seats. The Moore
men claimed the chairman was arbi-
trary in his ruling, and when the
chairman decided Moore nominated
seventy-one delegates bolted.

Delegates from the Fifth, Sixth, Sev-
enth and Ninth wards left the conven-
tion, and were called to order at an-
other hall. They organized and ad-
journed until next Monday night, when
it is stated by the leaders a full ticket
will bé placed in the field. After the
withdrawal of these delegates the re-
mainder of the ticket was nomlinated
by the regular convention without
further disturbance.

At the Democratic conventjon to-
night, called for the nomination of
city officers, Edward E. Howell was
selected for ‘mayor. The platform
adopted declares for municipal owner-
ship of all public utilities, and equita-
ble system of taxation and a 3-cent
street car fare.

DEVILS LAKE HAS BANNER.

Cash Receipts Larger Than Those of Any
Other Land Office.

Special to The Globe.

DEVILS LAKE, N. D., Aprit 11.—The
annual report of the gemneral land office
for the fiscal year just ended furnishes
some interesting news. During the year
1902 in the United States, 98,829 home-
stead entries were made, embracing the
enormous figure of 15,812,640 acres of
land taken up under the homestead act
in one year. This was an increase of
4,828,960 acres over 1901 and a total over
1898 of 8,631,840 acres. In the matter of
cash receipts, the Devils Lake land office
exceeded by far all the other offices  in
the United States, the amount being
$312,596.04. Mineot, N. D., comes second
with $240,208.35. Then, in turn, Bismarck,
N. D., with $151,760.50; Lawton, Okla.,
$143,946.14; El1 Reno, Okla., $127,095.98,
and the other offices with = smaller
amounts.

Out of a total of 6,907 cash or commut-
ed proofs, North Dakota’'s offices made
2.87{ and of these Devils Lake heads the
list with 1,352, or about one-fifth of all
the commuted proofs made in the United
States. A commuted proof costs the
homesteader $201 and some clerical fees.
This shows that If the homesteader hasn't
money, there are lots of people willing to
loan it to him. In fact, nearly every -home-
steader who makes a commuted proof
does so with the ldea of procuring money
to improve his property, and for this rea-
son the Devils Lake district has seen
more improvements the last year than
ever before. The total number of contests
reported by the general land office was
3,764. At the Devils Lake office, 1,397
contests were filed during the year.

BIG RIVAL FOR
BISCUIT TRUST

Minneapolis Deeply Interest-
ed in Gigantic Corpor-
ation Just Formed.

While the talk of trust destruction
by legislation and legal procedure is
rife throughout the country it has re-
mained for Minneapolis to buck the oc-
topus in a different manner. This is
none other than the rigging up of a
little octopus of it§ own and sicking it
on the all-powerful National RBiscuit
company. And the little octopus, while
not exactly a native of the Flour City,
has two or three of his tentacles
planted here with such firmness that
regular injections of elephant’s milk
will no doubt swell him soon to pro-
portions which will cause anticipatory
tremors in the breast of the great and
only uneeda thing.

The name of the new concern is the
United States Biscuit company. It
hag been incorporated for $4,500,000, in
New Jersey of course, and local man-
ufacturers and capitalists generally are
inclined to think that the size of the
capital will hold the trust for quite
awhile. In fact, persons most familiar
with this branch of trade predict that
the National company will supinely
split the market with the new glant
and make an endeavor to give it battle
on the ruinous lines which have sent
the scores of small independent man-
ufacturers to the wall.

Joehn H. Wiles, who is heavily in-
terested in the Works Biscuit company,
of Minneapolis, is one of the prime
spirits in the new enterprise. The
Works Biscuit company of itself has
stood out against the National for
some time, but it was not until the
Wiles crowd had procured footholds in
Kansas City, Dallas and other points
that it decided to hang out a red flag
and bid defiance to the National.

The plan has included the purchase
of plants at various points, principally
in the Middle West, which would prove
strategetically valuable should open
warfare with the National Biscuit com-
pany ensue. Arrangements have al-
ready been made for the erection of
other factories and this strengthens
the Indication that the National com-
pany will find no piking opponent
should it mount its high horse and re-
sort to the price cutting tmrstics by
which it has throttled so many small
buscuit makers in various parts of the
country.

John H. Wiles, of Minneapolis, is
one of the directors of the new con-
cern and it is sald that there are large
blocks of Minneapolis capital in it.
Jacob L. Loose, president of the Loose-
Wiles Cracker and Candy company,
of Kansag City, will be president of
the United States Biscuit company.
According to President Loose, he,
Wiles and Joseph S. Lcose are the
principal factors in the deal. Armour,
Swift and the other outsiders who
have been mentioned in connection
with such a move are declared by Mr.
Loose to have no hand whatever in the
project.
