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THREE-CENT FARES AGAIN.

A meeting of the legislative delegations from Ram-
sey, Hennepin and St. Louis counties is called for Mon-
day night for a public hearing on the subject of author-
izing city councils to secure a three-cent fare on street
railways during the hours when toilers go to work and
return home,

It is up to the labor organizations of the Twin Cities
to be represented and to take note of the members pres-
ent and those absent for the purpose of killing the bill.

Mr. Tighe, who was instrumental in getting the hill
pigeonholed for several days, should be there, and if he
desires to keep his record straight with the working peo-
ple he should explain why he took the bill away from the
house and why he did not restore it to that body.

Just (o keep the import of the bill clearly in mind
The Globe will once mere state it: It is a bill to
authorize the city council to regulate the charges of
public service corporations. So far as the city of St.
Paul is concerned its immediate use would be to order a
three-cent fare on the street car lines during the hours
of the morning when working peoplé go to their plages
of employment and in the evening when they are re-
turning to their homes. ;

The attention of the working people of the city is
called to the fact that The Globe is the only newspa-
per to call attention to the bill and urge its enactment.

In four years
he has given away to libraries and s¢hools about $60,000,-

000, but his original holdings have doubtless brought him"

as much in dividends, so that there has been no decrease
in his actual wealth.

Mr. Carnegie is not to be taken literally when he
said it would be a disgrace to die rich—if he ever said it.
And there is no popular desire that such a man as he
should die poor. Carnegie made his money legitimately
out of the protection afforded him by the Republican
tariff laws and he is giving lavishly of his accumulated
store for libraries and schools. He is making a more
public spirited use of his vast fortune than any other man
who has got into his class.

A good book is a benefit forever and the value of the
modern public library as an educational institution can-
not be overestimated. The endowment of libraries by
Carnegie has no doubt stirred many cemmunities to
secure like institutions by their
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own expense, so that the increase of libraries is not meas-
ured by those endowed by Carnegie.

Though he may continue to give lavishly, yet it is a
moral certainty that Carnegie will die possessed of $100,-
000,000 Or s0.

THE AMERICAN ABROAD.

It was not a bad idea at all-to utilize the rich man
to represent these United States in foreign parts. The
nation has standing now 'in the courts of Europe more
by reason of the fact that our ambassadors have the
means to entertain on a scale that appeals to the people
they live with than because of any pre-eminent ability
they possess. This fact is being demonstrated daily at
Berlin and St. Petersburg particularly.

He got
his money out of harvesting machinery, at least his father
got it for him and the revenue that was yielded by the
farmers of America is now being spent to the honor and
glory of the country abroad and the great edification of
the Russian. :

Mr. McCormick is rather -spectacular. He wears
queer clothes. When he rides in state his carriage is
preceded by outriders. The other day he called on a
grand duke and the mere sight of him raised the price of
American pork several cents a pound in the estimation
of the Russians who were privileged to see this appan-
age.

Charlemagne Tower, who represents us at Berlin, by
reason of having the price, is compelling the admiration
of all beholders by the magnificence of his manner of
life. When he entertains the kaiser quits his strenuous
life and watches Mr. Tower. It is worth his while.

We have progressed far since that time when Ben
Franklin went abroad in the interests of his country. It
is true that Mr. Franklin did things, but so is it true that
Messrs. Tower and McCormick are doing things. If
Franklin did not make much noise, he made something
of a hit for the troublous times in which he lived. If we
could but combine Mr. Franklin’s capacity for getting a
hearing with Mr. Tower’s talent for making a show of
himself the American pig would soon be as welcome in
Germany as the bulbul is in the gardens of the East.

BURDEN OF IMPROVEMENTS.

It is right and proper that those who are to reap the
benefits of permanent improvements should bear a fair
share of the cost thereof. That is to say: A school
house or a park established this year will be enjoyed by
generations; and generations should pay part of the cost.
