STAGESTRUCK GIRL

With the
breeze tossing her blonde hair about
she presented a picture of defiance.

Roma Loves the Stage.

Roma had taken a notion that she
wanted to go on the stage, and her
mother strenuously objecting to that,
they had disagreed, and last Saturday
night Roma left her home at 1016 East
Seventh street, and lodged with a gir?
friend down town. The mother, know-
ing the tastes of her daughter, sus-
pected that she would attend the play
at the Grand last night, and with a
friend stationed herself near the en-
trance so as to see her daughter as she
went in.

True to the surmise of Mrs. Conklin,
shortly after 8 o'clock the girl appear-
ed with her companion, and then fol-
lowed the scene which finally attracted
the attention of Patrolman (,‘ostollo:
who entered the crowd to ascertain the
cause of the disturbance. Mrs. Conk-
lin then told the policeman that her
daughter had left home Saturday night
and that she was trying to induce her
to return.

Miss Roma had her version to tell
also and asserted positively that she
would not return home. While the girl
retained her presence of mind her agi-
tation accentuated her beauty.

ASSISTANT ATTORNEY
GENERAL BECK RESIGNS

resignation to President Roosevelt be-
fore the president’s departure for the
West. In tendering his resignation Mr.
Beck took occasion to express his pride
and gratification at having been privi-
leged to serve under the president's ad-
ministration and that of his predeces-
sor. In accepting the resignation the
president wrote: “I appreciate your
expression of the satisfaction you have
taken in your public services. It is a
pleasure to me to say that you have
performed your duties with marked
ability, and I hereby extend my best
wishes for your continued success in
your professional work and for your
health and prosperity.”

Mr. Beck was appointed by President
McKinley in July, 1900. He had previ-
ously been United States attorney for
the Eastern district of PennsyWania.
