ADJOURNMENT NEAR.
As the Minnesota legislature will adjourn Tuesday

night of next week there are but eight working days left.
The present body has made an enviable record during its
session, and there is no reason to anticipate its good
character will not be maintained during the few re-

maining days of the session.
There arc a number of important matters to come

before one house or the other, however, and although the
time i> short, yet it is long enough to calmly consider
the really important bill-, not disposed of. provided no
time is wasted or. unimportant matters.

And the approach of adjournment calls to mind the
fact that if the workingmen of the city want the three-
cent fare on the street railway during the early morning
hours and in the evening they must be up and doing. So
far they have exhibited no interest in the matter —and it
is a little too much to expect that Mr. Lowry himself will
endeavor to force the bill through both house and senate

and urge the governor to sign it.
If the toilers of St. Paul want the three-cent fare

they must act at once. They must be represented at the
meeting of the Ramsey, Hennepin and St. Lotus delega-
tions in the legislature tonight and demand a favorable
recommendation of the bill introduced by Representative
llickcy. The bill authorizes the city council to make the
three-cent fare on street car.-, during the hours of the
morning when working men and women go to their
places of employment and also during the hours of the
evening when they are returning to their homes.

The bill would have been well on its way to the
governor had not Mr. Tighe performed an act of exceed-
ing Kindness to the street railway company by with-
drawing it for "examination." As it is, the lime is short
in which those to be benefited by the bill can express
themselves on the subject. The meeting tonight will
perhaps be the last unless labor voices its demands in
tones that cannot be misunderstood.

INCREASE OF CRIME AMONG YOUNG MEN.
The startling statement is made in Minneapolis that

el the forty-one prisoners in the Hennepin county jail
nut one is above twenty-three years, of age. The condi-
tion that brings about this >iate of affairs is worth while
inquiring int< >.

A Hennepin county judge, commenting upou the
situation, says that he believes the increase of crime
among young men is due to their being forced out of
many sources of employment by girls. The one thing
certain is the.fact that there arc more young men occu-

pying cells in jails and penitentiaries than there were a
few years ago. and it behooves those persons who inter-
est themselves in criminology to inquire into the condi-
tions that have brought about this increase in the crim-
inal tendencies of young men.

All authorities agree that idleness begets evil doing.
The boys who find their way to the prison arc not those
who have habits of industry fixed upon them. The po-
lice blotters arc filled with the names of young men de-
scribed as having no occupation. And, where the de-
scription goes so far, it is shown that practically all of
the prisoners have a considerable amount of education.
In this country and in these times it should not be diffi-
cult for a boy with a common school education to get
work, but it is, and it is almost certain that the entrance
of the female sex into many of the vocations hitherto
followed by males alone has much to do with the present

condition.

There arc manj" things they do quite as well as their
brothers and they certainly do not get a wage equal to
that of young men occupying the same positions. A few
years ago the business of the great stores was performed
almost exclusively by men. Now the male clerk is the
exception._

The only thing that is left for the boy is to acquire some
knowledge of a trade. Criminal statistics show plainly
that men who have professional skill in any of the arts
have no general tendency to crime. They have occupa-
tion for the mind and hands and that suffices to keep
them out of trouble.

It is the duty of the state to do something to check
the tendency to crime on the part of youth and perhaps
that duty might better be discharged by educating boys
in some trade rather than by giving them a smattering of
learning and turning them loose with ambitions badly
directed and an indisposition to perform manual labor.

NOW A GOOD TIME.
If Turkey is to be dismembered by the European

powers, or if these powers are to fight each other be-
cause of complications at Constantinople, why not now?
So far as material conditions go this is a good time for
war. Money is in abundance, the war spirit has been ram-
pant for five years, The Hague tribunal isn't worth its
cost for stationery—let 'em fight. We are still doing a
little desultory fighting and will not be in a position to
interpose on the ground of humanity. There is no other
disinterested power strong enough to make peace pro-
posals that would command attention.

A general European war would double the demand
for everything we produce—and that's prosperity for us.
The oldest living inhabitant cannot recall a year when
it was not said that Europe would be sooner or later in-
volved in a life and death struggle over Turkey, and that
whatever the effect on the other nations the sultan's
country would be wiped offthe map and the Turks driven
from Europe. It is well known of all students of Euro-
pean conditions that the inability of the other powers to
agree upon the terms of division is the one factor
which has kept the Ottoman empire intact. If they
fight for il and divide it with the sword, of course the
strongest will get the largest shares.

If the struggle is inevitable it would be better for all
concerned to have it over with, so that the work of re-

adjusting the map to fit the changes effected by cannon
could go on without interruption and without the prob-
ability of revision again in a few years.

A Curb on Speech-Making.

It seems that the time has come when Americans oc-
cupying public or quasi-public positions ought to be re-lied upon if not to act wisely on all occasions, at least torefrain from talking foolishly when it is not necessary
to talk at all. There are too many speeches delivered incongress with the idea of telling king, kaiser/czar or for-
eign president that we Americans have no use for any
rulers except our own particular brand. There are toomany impertinent resolutions issuing from legislatures
or aldermanic chambers informing outland parliaments
that they are not treating their own peoples as they
should. We could spare some of the grandiose newspa-
per calculations as to the sort of havoc our volunteer sol-
diers would make of the conscripts of the dual or triple
alliance after we had armed, equipped and trained them
We could even spare a few of the odious international
comparisons as to armament and military effectiveness
emanating from those bluff old seadogs and grizzled war
veterans of ours—men, to reverse a famous line, "who
never did a foolish thing and never said a wise one."

Whither Are We Drifting.

THEATRES
"The Chaperons," which opened a

four-nights' engagement at the Met-
ropolitan last night, is one of the most
delightful musical comedies which haa
been seen in St. Paul during the pres-
ent season. The company has lost
none of its attractiveness since its visit
to St. Paul last season, at which time
it scored a decided hit here. The or-
ganization has not been allowed to de-
teriorate in the interim, but comes
with most of the old favorites in the
cast, and with practically the same
personnel as appeared during the
company's engagement here last sea-
son.

The plot is of the thin and airy
kind, especially constructed for this
sort of light entertainment. A con-
servatory of trained chaperons in Paris
is first disclosed, and its preceptress,
in the person of Miss May Boley. a
pretty and clever young girt, who has
been connected for several years with
Mr. Perley's companies, becomes a
principal figure at once in the comedy
situations. George K. Henry appears
as a wealthy American. Adam Hogg,
ostensibly investigating the Paris ten-
derloin in the interest of the anti-vice
society, but really in search^of a miss-
ing seal that leaves ah estate to his
niece. Later he discovers his niece,
Violet Smilax, who is most ably im-
personated by Miss Genevieve Day, a
charming and pretty girl, whose act-
ing and songs add much to the success
of the production.

While the company has many clever
people, it is not an injustice to any of
them to say that Miss Eva Tangiiay,
who appeared as Phrosia, the girl de-
tective, was the hit of the evening.
Applause greeted her whenever she
appeared upon the stage, and her
catchy little song of "Billy's Very
Good to Me," was responded to by
more than half a dozen encores.

Miss May Boley, as Armanthe
Dedincourt, managing director of theEnglish and Continental Order of
Trained Chaperons, acted and sang
well, but her work was somewhat
overshadowed by the efforts of Miss
Tanguay and Miss Day, both of whomwon the hearts of the audience as soon
as they appeared on the stage.

The company as a whole is a good
one, embracing not only good singers,
but good actors. The chorus is with-
out doubt one of the best seen and
heard in St. Paul in a long time.

"The Chaperons" is far superior to
the. average run of musical comediesseen in St. Paul this season, and theunusually large audience last night

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GLOBE IS THE BEST.
Al H. Wilson so often that they might
be pardoned if threatened with ennui,
but if any chilliness was ever appar-
ent, it was completely overshadowed
last night by the cordial reception ac-
corded him and his company at the
Grand.

Melody of the sweet, heart-entranc-
ing kind has ever been Mr. Wilson's
one redeeming trait, and when his
friends last night heard him in that
old favorite, "The Tea Kettle Song,"
their gladness was of that kind that
only repeated encores and a curtain
speech would satisfy.

Last year Grand theater-goers saw
Mr. Wilson in the "Watch on the
Rhine," but this year his talents and
that of a capable company are directed
at interpreting a very pretty little bit
of Knickerbocker history, to which
Sidney R. Ellis, the author, has given
the title of "A Prince of Tatters." It
is perhaps the best production that
Mr. Wilson has ever been associated
with, and he sustains the confidence
with work of exceptional ability. Ev-
ery act permits the use of his voice in
those Tyrolean effects that he can sing
with such sweetness, and their rendi-
tion is perhaps the most pleasing fea-
ture of the entire attraction.

Mr. Wilson has excellent support.
Prominent in the company are Miss
Kate Beneteau and Miss Fanny Blood-
good. The work of these two has much
to commend. Of the other members,
George Riddel, J. J. Fitzsimmons and
Harry Fischer contribute largely to the
interpretation of the story, and do it
most satisfactorily.

The production teems \u25a0with situations
and scenery that are historically in-
teresting, representing the year 1700,
but a laughable anachronism is con-
tributed when the curtain rises in the
first act and displays a smugglers'
rendezvous.with a center piece of liquor
casks, bearing the name of a modern
brand of rye. Later —in the year 1700,
mind you—Miss Fanny Bloodgood,
whose soubrette tendencies are not to
be scorned, puts to night a lot of
drunken slodiers with a bell-mouthed
blunderbuss in one hand and a shining
Smith & Wesson revolver in the other.
The use of a very modern looking gun
in another act is also slightly mislead-
ing.

On the whole, however, "A Prince
of Tatters" is both well played and
staged, and if there were any inaccura-
cies, they were overlooked by the au-
dience, which was free with its ap-
proval.

Fred E. Wright's original New York
company will present the beautiful pas-
toral play, "York State Folks," at the
Metropolitan opera house the latter
half of this week, beginning Thursday
night. The sale of seats and boxes for
this engagement will open at the Met-ropolitan box office this morning.

Next Sunday night James O'Neill will
begin a half week's engagement at the
Metropolitan opera house, presenting
his big production of "The Manxman."
This play is by Hall Came, author of
'"The Christian."

The Dilettanti Mandolin orchestra
gave a pleasing concert at the Metro-
politan opera house yesterday after-
noon to a rather slim but appreciative
audience.

WELFARE OF THE
MUNICIPALITIES

Much Good Expected From
National League Meeting

at Detroit.

DETROIT, Mich.. April 12.—The Na-
tional Municipal league should ho
cheered and encouraged by the con-
sciousness of success, in its work.
Through the great cities there seems
to be an awakening of honorable civic
activity. In many cases this has been
notable.

The great primary interests of the
league work—such as municipal educa-
tion in colleges, federation of reform
forces, nomination reform, police re-
generation, uniformity in municipal ac-
counting — show marks of healthy
growth.

All these questions will be reported
on, carefully considered and discussed
at the Detroit meeting April 22-24,
making it a stimulating source of edu-
cation to those interested in the solu-
tion of the American municipal prob-
lem.

The question of a broader unity of
action on the part of the reform ele-
ments of the country will be discussed
by J. Horace McFarland, of Harris-
burg, the president of the American
League for Civic Improvements, and a
number of other speakers. These will
include Vice President Charles Rich-
ardson, of the National Municipal
league; Vice President C. C. Brown, of
the American Society of Municipal Im-
provements; Vice President and Mayor
M. Mlllard Palmer, of the American
Municipalities, and Secretary Charles
Mulford Robln3on, of the American
Park and Out-Door Art association.

The subject of "Instruction in Munic-
ipal Government by American Educa-
tional Institutions" will be considered
by Dr. John A. Fairlie, of the Univer-
sity of Michigan, and Wilson L. Gill,
of New York, will speak on the
"School City; the Successful Miniature
Model of a Republic as Applied to
Schools."

It is reported that the Minnesota leg-
islature will leave the present primary
election fraud untouched.

ClintonRogers Woodruff, entitled "A Year's
Work," will, ,-is heretofore, be a re-
view of the municipal situationthroughout the country for the preced-
ing ye.tr.

At the Boston meeting of the league
one of the most Instructive and encour-
aging sessions was thai held at San-
ders' theater, over which President
Eliot presided. By the Invitation of
the senate of the University of Michi-gan, one whole day of this meeting
will be spent at Ann Arbor. The after-noon session will be presided over by
President Angell, and will be given to
short addresses by leading delegates,
calculated to interest the students.

A pressing municipal problem is that
of nomination reform. This will he
given careful attention at the Detroitmeeting. Horace ]•:. Deming, ofNew York, chairman of the committeeon nomination reform, will state the
conclusions reached by the committee
and outline the trend of the most ad-
vanced thought on the subject.
