WASHINGTON, D. C. April 12—
The Washington Post Saturday morn-
ing launched Senator Arthur Pue Gor-

man's presidential boom and at the
same time attempted to discourage
further efforts to keep the Parker

boom afloat. The relations betwee.?®
Senator Gorman and the management
of the Post are so intimate and cordial
that it is believed in Washington that
the Post in presenting the Maryland
senator to its readers as the logical
candidate of the Democratic party
simply fulfills the wishes of Senator
Gorman in the premises.

“Is the Parker boom receding?”’ asks
the Post. “It is still more than twelve
months before the Democratic national
convention and for many weeks the
acclaim for the popular New  Yorker
has been so. pronounced on the sur-
face that general opinion has almost
accorded the coveted honor. Southern
states have encouraged that conclusion
by very numerously declaring through
their leading public men a preference
for his candidacy. There has been a
readiness in many quarters to con-
cede to the South the right to name
the candidate, Judge Parker’s popu-
larity in that section has unquestion-
ably given impetus elsewhere to his
strength before the country.

Parker Comparatively Unknown.

“The scrutiny of three months’ care-
ful discussion of his qualifications has
brought out nothing discreditable to
Judge Parker. His critics have been
able to suggest no sources of weakness
in his personality or his political rec-
ord. He is well thought of in New
York state and enjoys the prestige of
having carried the state by a big ma-
jority, far beyond what any Demo-
cratic candidate has been able to do
since the presidential campaign of 1896.
He has suffered nothing from the ex-

ecutive administration in Washington.
Value of Political Experience.

“The greatest Republican presidents
have had prolonged experience of
Washington before assuming executive
duties, of whieh no better example can
be cited than the late President Mc-
Kinley. His tact and diplomacy in
dealing with congress and handling
public questions: constitute a great
monument to his memory. President
Cleveland, in the minds of hundreds
of thousands of voters a great execu-
tive, although he made lamentable
mistakes, had become a national char-
acter before he was nominated.

“President Harris had” seen service
in the senate, and Garfield, like Mec-
Kinley, was a veteran in national legis-
lation before he was promoted to the
highest office in. the land. President
Roosevelt- had had legislative experi-
ence at Albany, had held important
bureau positions in Washington, had
been governor of New York before he
became vice president and then presi-
dent. Judge Parker, if nominated and
elected, would, come into the White
house with less experience and with
less of a public caréder than any other
president of the United States, for the
military commanders, like the first
Harrison, Taylor and Grant, who rose
to the highest civilian honors, all had
extensive experience with men.

Gorman Skillful as a Leader.

“Such reflections’ on the part of
thoughtful Democrats have decisively
checked their enthusiasm for the Park-
er boom and turned their attention
more to some candidate who has a ca-
reer in which the business men of the
country can repose actual confidence.
There has undoubtedly been of late
much more serious consideration of
Senggor Gorman than during what may
prove to have been the heyday of the
Parker boom. The requirement that the
Democratic candidate must be accept-
able to New York fits the Marylander,
for he is known and esteemed among
the empire Democracy quite as widely
as in his native state.

GERMAN VERBS
TO BE RESGUED

Kaiser’s Mailed Fist Will
Protect Despised Part
of Speech.

—

LONDON, April 12.—The kaiser has
come to the rescue of the German verb.
For those who are unacquainted with
the tortuous beauties of the German
tongue, it may be as well to state that
the position of the German verb has
hitherto been one of profound disgrace.
It has had to lie at the end of the sen-
tence,

To those who know only the English
language this may appear a small
thing, but when it is remembered that
there is no limit to the German sen-
tences it becomes a great thing. It
was Mark Twain who first pointed out
the great commercial value of this ar-
rangement, For a German author
might publish his work in as many
volumes as he chose, knowing that the
public would have to buy them all in
order to discover the verb at the end.
The same authority also cites the Ger-

man newspapers, in which the verb is-

often over the page; and if the paper
has had to go to press in a hurry, often
missing aitogether.

The following is a wirelessly literal
translation of the message:
“Burghers: When I have been en-
gaged in the course of my imperial oc-
cupations in perusing the writings of
our state secretaries, statistics com-
mittees registrars, and transaction re-
corders of our vereins, it has often
grieved my fatherly heart to see the
disrespectful manner in which our no-
ble German tongue has been treated.
“And when in the innermost recesses
of my imperial understanding I have
analyzed the being of this seeming dis-
respect, it has been revealed to me
that it lies not so much in the uncom-
prehending mind ignorance of the Ger-
man people for that same mind ignor-
ance, the deed of wiliful neglect of our
priceless heritage (which, indeed, it
were treason to neglect) as an offense
which my imperial mind cannot bring
itself to attribute to the children of our
German lands, who, more than all oth-
ers in this world, because of our noble
traditions of religion, literature and
art, and because of the glorious desti-
ny- to which, under the guidance of
Providence, Abraham, Moses and my
illustrious and eternally to be com-
memorated ' grandfather, the German
people have been led across wastes of
desert journey, must ever revere, not
only in abstract worship but by prac-
tical application of its glorious quali-
ties to their most proper and suitable
uses, the tongue, the language, the folk
expression of its innermost heart, but
rather to a mind confusion, not un-
natural to a people engaged under my
august leadership in enterprises of
imperial moment, as to the right posi-
tion of certain parts of speech in that
tongue which binds you, burghers, as
brothers under my fatherly affection,

Verb's Cry of Despair.

“And what were these parts of
speech, long enshrouded in deepest
night owing to the mind confusion of
the people, which I resolved in my
heurt to free from their darkness in-
cumbered oblivion? Chief among them,
burghers, I found crying in deepest
need ‘to me for my imperial protection
and salvation the verb. The need once
realized, it became not so much my
duty as my imperial pleasure and priv-
ilege to fulfill this need, to free with
my own kaiserly hands this being, this
verb, which call to me, not unheeded,
in darkest soul agony from the end of
the sentence. Germans, hear them, in
humility, in that obedience to my prov-
idential wishes which is its own won-
drous reward, my imperial meaning in
this so vital matter to the world health
of-our tongue. The verb, long languish-
ing in uttermost heart’s perspective
grief, shall by this right hand of mine,
which inherits the strength of my ever
blessed grandfather, be restored to its
rightful place; not the place which our
grammarians (obedient though they
rightfully were to the traditions of our
tongue) had in their limited but un-
inspired wisdom placed it, but to the
place which it occupies in the meaning
of the German sentence,

Verb No Longer Despised.

“Burghers, this right arm is power-
ful. Shall it, that shields you, that en-
courages you, that feeds you, that leads
your armieg and designs your navies,
not extend its father shelter to this
now cowering but soon to be exalted
verb? It shall not be said that Wil-
lam’s arm ever failed in so maitifest
and compassionate a duty. Henceforth,
then, the verb shall be honored, not de-
spised; exalted, not humbled; crowned
with precedenge, not weighted with
heart’'s perspective. Place it, then, in
its true position. For me, as my im-
perial wisdom shall dictate, it may be
necessary now and then, as before, to
humble the verb by placing it in my
from time to time writings in that long
vista whose distance it yet may crown;
but for you, burghers, shall be reserv-
ed this new use, this fulfillment of our
tongue’s need, which sthall place it
safé under my Kkeeping in the on-
sweeping van of the world’s well being.
