SAN JUAN, Porto Rico, April 15.—
The grand jury today called many
n'itnessea in the smuggling cases in
Aiiiih officers of the United States
aavy and other prominent men are in-
volved, and secured from the court
commissioner who presided at the for-
mer hearings, a copy of the testimony

taken.
The prisoners who are confined in

'.he penitentiary for smuggling have
presented a petition requesting that
they be pardoned and released unless
.triers guilty of the same offenses are

punished.
Twu more officials were arrested at

Mayaguez today In connection with the
municipal Frauds there. The bail of
Superintendent of Public Works Baes,

of Mayaguez, arrested April8, charged

with frauds amounting to $10,000 to
120,00, has been fixed at $35,000. Bonds-
men were not secured.

Washington Explains.
WASHINGTON, D. C, April 15.—

The attention of the officials of the de-
partment of justice was called today
to the published dispatch from San
Juan. Porto Rico, to the effect that the
United States attorney there had de-
dined to prosecute criminally a num-
ber of army and navy officers for al-
Ii K'-'i smuggling, explaining his action
by the statement that he was acting

under instructions from Washington.
The following statement was made by

the department:
"The facta are that the treasury de-

partment approved a settlement in one
of ihe pending crises, on the basis of
relief from the criminal liability upon
payment of a fine equal to double the
amount of duties. Instruction to this
effect was given to the United States
attorney at San Juan by the solicitor
<>f the treasury and upon inquiry by

the United States attorney of the de-
partment of jusiic-e for confirmation
of this instruction the subject was
brought before the cabinet and it was
directed by the president that Secre-
tary Moody and Postmaster General
Payne should investigate the entire
subject upon their arrival at Porto
Kirn, and that the cases should be
dealt with in accordance with their
recommendation.

"The recommendation was that all
criminal proceedings should be dis-
missed and discontinued upon the pay-
ment of the civil obligation, as above
indicated. In accordance with this
recommendation the attorney general

directed the United States attorney for
Porto Rico to dismiss pending cases
and to present no more cases to the
grand jury until he was otherwise in-
structed. The cases involve certain
officers of the army and navy and
civilian employes of the government of
Porto Rico."

Instructions Emphasized.

The department of justice today re-
ceived a dispatch from the United
States attorney at San Juan stating

that the judge having jurisdiction of
the smuggling cases had instructed the
grand jury to proceed with the inves-
tigation notwithstanding the order of
the department of the justice to the
United States attorney not to prose-
cute them. He asked for further in-
structions, to which the department

has sent the following reply:
"Your duty is to obey my instruc-

tions to dismiss pending smuggling

cases and present no new cases until
otherwise directed. Considerations of
moment not confined to Porto Ricans
or individuals involved have moved the
administration, after full investigation

and deliberation, to the course direct-
ed, which will be adhered to. But if
the judge calls upon you or court re-
quests, you will perform your usual
functions before the grand jury. The
fact that the government may not or
will not prosecute if indictments are
found does not prevent consideration
by the grand jury."

"WEARING" AND "USING"
ARTIFICIAL LIMBS

New Act of Congress Explained by the
Pension Commissioner.

WASHINGTON. D. C, April 15. —
Commissioner of Pensions Ware today
Issued an order interpreting the act of
March 2, 1903. concerning cases of
those who have lost limbs in the serv-
ice. The ruling Bays:

"The said act contains the words, 'or
where the same is in such a condition
as to present the use of an artificial
limb,' the word 'use' is not to be con-
sidered as equivalent to the word
'wear.' A person may be able to wear
an artificial limb when it would be of
no use. There must be some practical
utility to the use. The words of the act
above quoted apply to instances where
the amputation is below the middle, In
length of the bone, but above the joint.
In such cases, where the condition is
such as to prevent the use of an arti-
ficial limb, the increased pensions shall
be granted. Where the amputation is
made at the middle or above, there can
be no use of artificial limb. The middle
point of the bone shall be determined
In accordance with the Curran decision
of the office,"

The storm at Brighton and Coney isl-Jind was the severest in thirty years
The new bulkhead at the foot of OceanParkway was wrecked In several places
and board walks, bathhouses and othersmall structures were washed away

TO BRING CHINESE AND
JAPANESE INTO LABOR UNIONS

Western Federation of Miners Contem-
plates a New Movement.

DENVER, Col., April 15.—The West-ern federation of Miners is contem-plating a movement quite new in the

way of labor unions. It may organize
the hosts of Chinese and Japanese em-
ployed in the mines and smelters of the
Northwest and British Columbia. W.
D. Haywood, secretary of the federa-
tioa, tcy: they are willing to become
organized and affiliated with the fed-
eration and that the American miners,
who, he says, refuse to work with non-
union men of their own nationality,
have concluded that there is no reason
why they should forego their princi-
ples in the case of the Chinese and
Japanese. Besides, Secretary Haywood
pays, these foreigners have frequently
shown themselves to be in sympa/if
with unionism and have sacrificed their
own interests in aid of a cause where
there was nothing to influence them
other than their sympathy.
