that they arise from perfectly natural
causes and are the logical outcome of

machine production, improved trans-
portation facilities, plentiful capital
and of increased competition, which

has forced the managers of industrial
enterprises to reduce the cost of pro-
duction to a minimum—and further
that the expense of transportation and
sale of products is much less under
the industrial combination than under
the former system—a great saving be-
ing effected in the cost of production
and general plan of operation.

“Those who oppose the formation of
industrial combinations are strenuous
in their efforts to secure such legisla-
tion as will materially restrict the op-
eration and management of these vast
corporate enterprises. They maintain
that the ‘captains of industry’ who,
with their mighty power of concen-
trating wealth, are constantly extend-
ing the field of their operations, are a
menace to society, not only in an in-
dustrial way, but also from a social
standpoint. They declare that these
enterprises are veritable monopolies,
with the power of compelling the peo-
ple to pay higher prices for the neces-
sities of life than would obtain under
the competitive system; that they
stretch out their mailed hands to reach
the very sources of government itself,
controlling legislatures, congress, the
courts and great civic bodies; in short,
that they are an incubus on the whole
social structure, endangering the very
existence of the republic.”

Concentration a Ballast.

“I cannot help coming to the conclu-
sion that the concentration in few
hands of so large a number of the in-
dustrial concerns throughout the coun-
try must have an effect like ballast on
a ship, to steady the situation; that the
evolution which has gone on so con-
stantly during the last half dozen years,
by which all sorts of productive insti-
tutions have been welded together, has
resulted in placing the management of
these large concerns in the hands of
men of the highest experience and of
great financial strength.

This is emphasized by the further
fact that certain industries, like the
iron and steel, controlled as they are
by a comparatively few men, owning
the raw material and the transportation
facilities, and finally producing the
manufactured article, must be in a bet-
ter situation to restrict the output and
adjust supply to demand, with less loss,
than could possibly be expected were
their constituent companies resolved
into original ownership, with conse-
quent competition and cost of adminis-
tration. In other words, is it not a fact
that the iron and steel industry, that
the sugar industry, that the combina-
tions producing various articles of ne-
cessity will be enabled, by their finan-
cial strength as well as by their able
management, to adjust the affairs of
their corporations to changing condi-
tions, and thus put off, or at least
greatly mitigate, the era of depression
which has been so common in our coun-
try as far back as 1837?

“If I am right in this hypothesis,
there is much that is advantageous to
the business interests of the country
in this one regard; that the aggrega-
tions of capital engaged in manufact-
uring productivity will result in ad-
justing supply and demand and in
avoiding the great cry which comes up
from the soclalist, that the capitaligt
makes slaves of his workmen, when-
ever the day of Industrial panic comes.

Is It a Touch of Socialism.

“Does this mean that there is to be a
realignment of ideas on the subject of
private ownership? Has there come
another evolution which practically ob-
literates the tradition of centuries, that
a man may do what he chooses with
his own? 1Is it a touch of socialism,
and must we be prepared for greater
changes? The conclusion is irresistable
that in the central government rests
the power to determine that the indi-
vidual or the corporation transacting
any business that is interstate in its
character cannot hold, maintain or
operate any property that results in
injury to the public. Surely such a
contention in effect materially tends to
centralize power in the national gov-
ernment.

Solid Prosperity.

“The farming community is in a hap-
py condition of mind; the harvests
have been boustiful; prices have been
remunerative, without regard of lo-
cality, and for the future we are ad-
vised of the prospective record-break-
ing winter wheat crop in store for the
farmers of the Middle West and South,
and sounds of joy are heard on all
sides. Farm lands have risen in price
with rapidity, too rapidly likely, indi-
cating that the returns to the land
owner have resulted so profitably as
to raise the investment value of all
well situated agricultural property. The
transportation companies cannot haul,
with  their present equipment, the
freight offered. "Nothing need be added
to this statement, as it tells the whole
story. More equipment means, of
course, the employment of an army of
workmen, to produce cars, engines,

rails, ete., so there is work in this field
of activity for years to come.

The railroads are upon a sounder
basis than ever in our national history.
Their management is in the hands of
the most conservative men, and the
outlook for their future is the brights
est. Thirty millions of people labor
in this blessed country of ours, whose
wages were never so high, who never
had so many of the comports of life,
nor were so well housed and fed. They
have the advantages of a better educa-
tion than ever, more libraries, more
asylums for the poor and unfortunate.
Labor naturally enough has organized
itself, ready to demand its share of the
profits under the new condition of
things. It should have a care not to
insist upon -advances so great as to
make it impossible for our manufactur-
ing institutions to sell their wares in
competition with the concerns of the
Old World.

Currency System Faulty.

“We have much to deplore in connec-
tion with our monetary system. An ex-
perience running over a considerable
number of years has given me a partial
insight into the defects of our fiscal
system. The currency system is faulty
in that it is inelastic. The subtreas-
ury system of the United States is
faulty, in that it withdraws from cir-
culation the results of returns from
customs and internal revenue, so that,
as a natural consequence, when pros-
perity abounds, and money Is mostac-
tive, when people spend most freely, at
that time the revenues of the country,
increasing as a result of imports, is
certain to withdraw from ecirculation
large sums that ought to remain in the
channels of trade. This fault will un-
doubtedly be corrected at the next ses-
sion of congress, although, in the mean-
time, in my judgment, when the crops,
great in prospect, are to be moved, you
are likely to see an exceedingly sharp
demand for the necessary funds to
start the crops in motion.

“It is the purpose of congress to per-
mit the public funds, both customs and
internal revenue, to be deposited in
national banks and to secure them by
certain kinds of municipal bonds.
plan seems to be the only feasible way
to correct a faulty system—for I take
it that the subtreasury will never be
abandoned by the government. To ob-
viate this absorption of funds on the
part of the United States it should be
placed in banks, with proper security,
in order that it may be released and
thus enter the channels of trade. It is
confidently expected that there will be
relief in this direction, and if it comes
in time there will undoubtedly be a
much less acute financial situation
than now apprehended by those who
are Immediately in the purview of the
monetary atmosphere of New York
city”

Again taking up the subject of combina-
tions, he said:

“It seems to me that it is your duty, as |

it is mine, and that of every other good
citizen, to lend his ability, his good will, 4
and to utilize his citizenship agalnst ev-
ery incursion of capitalization that looks
to the invasion of the laws of the states,
or in any sense appears as a public men-
ace.
Cites a Famous Story.

“You will remember the story of the

oor fisherman, related in the Arablan
Nights, who drew up in his net from the
Sea a casket covered with rust and slime
and closed with the seal of Solomon. He
took it in his hands, and holding it to his
ears, heard the voice of a spirit impris-
oned within, speaking in tones of en-
chanting sweetness, and offering to him,
the poor fisherman, the sceptre of power
and the command of all the riches hidden
by earth or sea, if he would release the
prisoner. The fisherman foolishly broke
the seal by which the wisest of men had
confined the enemy of mankind, and there
came from the casket an unformed ecloud
which towered to aven, and which at
last condensed into an awful, malignant
demon, who stood dilated to the skies. |
The fisherman lured this evil one into his
prison, closed the seal and hurled him
back into the depths.

“There is lald upon you and the men
of this generation who are devoted to
the country, loyal to its hopes and its
inspiration, and who believe in its future,
to so utllize your talents that the greed
of men, clothed in corporate form, shall
not work evil to the people of our com-
mon country, a similar duty.”
