How Flies Are Able to Taste.

The proboscis of the fly and the
tongues of bees and ants are furnished
with numerous delicate hairs set in
minute pits. These are perhaps con-
nected with the organ of taste: but,
though the exact locality of this sense
in insects is uncertain, we know that
the groups of cells in the tongues of
animals called taste bulbs form in part
the ends of the organ of taste. These
vary in number, increasing in the high-
er animals. They are very close and
exceedingly numerous in man, while
the tongue of even the cow has some
35,000 taste bulbs.

It would be interesting to know
whether each special taste excites a
special group of nerves and that only,
thus corresponding to the auditory
nerves. These taste bulbs were dis-
covered in 1867. Each one consists of
two kinds of cells, one set forming an
outer protective covering, through an
opening in which project from five to
ten of the true taste cells. Through im-
portant, they are not apparently an es-
sential part of the organ, for birds and
reptiles have none, but neither have
they a keen sense of taste, except per-
haps the parrot.—Chambers’ Journal.

Artistic Wall Paper.

The artistic side of the manufacture
of wall paper is the development of a
very recent period. In this develop-
ment different manufacturers and de-
signers have had a hand. Some of
these are living today and deserve all
honor for their labors. If any one man
has had more to do with this work than
any other, that man was William Mor-
ris. 'When William Morris first entered
upon his work there was very little
that was artistic in wall paper; when
he finished his work wall paper was
a thing of beauty and a joy forever.
The period in which Morris worked
lay between the years 1856 and 1896.
Thus the influence of William Morris
was so recent as to be almost present
with us today, and it is not too much
to say that not a line of wall paper is
manufactured in this country or in
England that does not show marked
traces of his taste and originality,—

MORE WONDERS OF RADIUM.

Terrific Force in a Tiny Particle of the
New Chemical.

Radium fis one of the rarest things
upon earth and i{s never found ir} the
pure state. It must be disassociated
from the other substances with which
it is combined by long, tedious and
costly chemical operation. It is ob-
talned from a mineral called pitch-
blende, found in Bohemia, and, during
the two or three years that have elapsed
since its discovery by Mme. and M.

That is all that exists, un-
combined, in the world, and even that
is not the pure thing. It is mingled
with more or less barium.

The Curies do possess, however, one
tiny bit of chemically pure radium.
It weighs about half a grain and is
said to be of the size of a buckshot.
M. Curie has declared that he would
not sell it for 100,000 francs. If he and
his wife have a monopoly of this pre-
cious substance, they are not getting
rich out of it. The demand is not
active. Half a grailn of impure radium

$5,000.

A thief who should run off with a
bit of radium as big as a small dia-
mond would find that he had canght a
Tartar. If he kept it in his pocket he

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TO GO TO SIBERIA.

Americans Wanted to Develop Russian
Mining District.

A hundred American citizens are to
be sent to Siberia to work in the mines.
As every well informed reader of Rus-
sophobe melodrama knows, this is one
of the most appalling fates that can
overtake the most miserable sons of
men—in novels. Yet, not only are the
100 Americans ready to go, but the
sole difficulty at present Is to choosa
from more than 1,000 applicants only
the very best men.

The scheme is this: Russia has, in
Siberia, a country of great and varied
resources, and some 6,000,000 miles in
extent, the population helng about 1
person to the square mile—by far the
smallest in the world for a habitabld
tract of like area. Russia herself is
busy with the southern frontier of Si
berian territory, and the relations of
that frontier to Mongolia, China and
Manchuria, a large part of which,
probably 3,000,000 square miles in all,
is destined to come under Russian rule,
Hence she has no spare energies ¢ de-
vote to the development of remote
parts of Siberia, however rich or
promising these may be. Siberia re-
sembles the northern regions of our
own continent, and the northeastern
peninsula of Chukch, which runs up
to Bering strait, and at one point comes
within forty miles of American terri-
tory, is in climaie and character not
unlike our own Alaska.

This suggests the gold of the Klon-
dike, and it'is well known that Siberia
{s rich in gold deposits of much the
Same nature as the along the Yukon
river and its tributaries; and this is
especially true of the Chukch penin-
sula, which runs up to Bering strait
and the western line of Alaska. Not
being able to develop her resources
there, for the reasons that we have
given, Russia has turned to the United
States, confident of finding here the
help she needs, and recognizing our
national gift as ploneers and settlers
of new lands. She is willing to open
an immense area of about 200,000
square miles—or twice the area of the
Philippine islands—to American min-
ers, whose claims will become thelr
absolute property in perpetuity, sub-
ject to a small land tax.

In order to carry the scheme into
operation a company of transport :
