ST. PAUL CLUB STILL
AFTER DOWNTOWN PARK

Manager of Local Team Asks Council to
Pass Ordinance.

The St. Paul baseball club made anoth-
er unsuccessful attempt last night to se-cure the city councils permission to erect
a downtown ball park. As in the previous
attempt, the plan was blocked by the
board of aldermen.

Wishing to avoid all unnecessary public-
ity, a special meeting of the assembly
was held last night, and at this meeting
a resolution to amend the ordinance re-lating to the erection of frame structures
within the fire limits was introduced.
The amendment suggested the repeal of
the section fixing a six-foot limit tor
fences and the removal of block 5, of the
Central park addition, from the fire lim-
its.

Block 5 is the block bounded by Min-
nesota. Robert and Twelfth streets ai t
Summit avenue, the block first selectedby the local management for a downtownpark site.

Assemblyman Van Slyke threatened to
upset the plans before the resolution got
as far as the board of aldermen. Theassemblyman insisted upon knowing what
the resolution meant, and Assemblyman
Wheeler explained that it was designed
to permit a downtown ball park. Mr.
Wheeler declared that the residents in theneighborhood concerned were opposed to
the erection of a ball park, and that ho
would vote against the resolution. As-
semblyman Van Slyke voted with him but
the assembly passed the measure.

When the resolution reached the board
of aldermen, which followed the assem-
bly, it was quickly sent to the: committeeon .streets. No comment was made, norany opposition offered.

Present at the meeting were T. L, Blood
and a number of others having homes near
the proposed park, and it was at theirsuggestion that the measures were sent
to the committee. Later in the evening
AM. Dobner secured consent to a special
meeting of the board for next Monday
evening, and then the future of the down
town ball park will be known. Saturday
a meeting of the committee on streetsmay be held, at which the property ownersnear the proposed block will be given a
chance to say whether they favor or op-
pose it.
