back at Clague for his amendments to
Erickson’s multitudinous county com-
missioners’ compensation bills.

FRASER A SPRINTER.

One

Gets an Appropriation Bill Through irl2
Last Hour.

One of the best pieces of legislative
work of the session is credited to Rep-
resentative William Fraser, of Olm-
sted county. The board of control, by
the construction of a ditch, practically
ruined some private property adjacent
10 the state reservation at the Roches-
ter state hospital for the insane.

The
governor evidently took the cue early
and gave over any hopes he may have
entertained of directing legislation or
securing legislative-indorsement of his
plang .and policies,

The, legislature, or, .more properly,
the senate, refused to grant Van Sant
the board of control law amendments
he desired. It not only refused to sub-
mit te..the people the .constitutional
amendments for a wide-open tax pol-
icy, which he was announced as fa-
voring, but neglected to provide for
the submission of any tax amend-
ments.

The house, through its committee on
public accounts and expenditures and
special committees, stirred the dry
bones that had been allowed to rest
in peace for six years, and the investi-
gations could not by the widest stretch
of Imagination be considered as fur-
nishing any cheer to the administra-
tion. Two of the governor's appointees
and their methods were criticised, and
curative or corrective legislation rec-
ommended.

From a purely political standpoint
the investigation prosecuted by the
house, committee resulted in a decided
black eye for the Van Sant machine
that purposes to control the next Re-
publican state convention. The exam-
ination of the conduct of the state
auditor’'s offiee-hy former Auditor R. C.
Dunn dashed a_house of cards to the
ground.

The administration forces have con-
sistently and persistently opposed any
movement calculated to result in the
nomination of Dunn for governor in
1904. It was an open secret that the
examination of the auditor's office was
manipulated by forces outside the leg-
islature to commence at a date so
late that its completion and a report
prior to the adjournment of the legis-
lature were considered next to impos-
sible.

Regardless of what the investigation
might have developed had the report
been delayed until after adjournment,
it could not have been made public for
two years, and Dunn, as a candidate
for governor, would have been com-
pelled to face the imputation of guilt
implied by an investigation. The com-
pletion of the investigation and the
report, laudatory ‘in the extreme of
Dunn’s administration, and a tax rate
of 1 mill, also due to his administra-
tion, leaves Dunn in a much stronger
position, and in a large degree spoils
the plans of the organization which
would read him out of state politics.

All in all, the Thirty-third legisla-
ture did little to farther the plans of
Gov. Van Sant and his lieutenants,

RAIL SHIPMENTS DECREASE.

High Ral] Rates Force Shippers to Use

Water Route. X

The competition of the lake lines for
flour and grain traffic is having a serious"
effect on the east-bound roads. REast-
beund shipments by the all-rail lines last
week were the lighfest in many months,
and present indications point to an ex-
ceedingly light business during the sum-
mer,

The all-rail rates are now higher than
they have been for years at this season,
and flour and grain shippers are unable
to pay those rates. The lake and rail
rates are also higher than formerly, but
they are sufficiently lower than the all-
rail rates to make shipments by lake pos-
sible. It is not considered probable that
the present high rail rates can be main-
tained much longer.

Under existing conditions rates cannot
be cut secretly, and consequently if a road
finds it has to make lower rates to se-
cure business, it must make an open
reduction by filing the reduced tariff with
the interstate commerce commission, Suca
action on the part of any-one’éf ifite east-
bound roads will compel all others to come,
down with the rates.
