"When a child is put in a good home,"
she said, "he has taken the first step

in higher civilization. It would not
be race suicide if we were to have
homes into which only two or three
children were born; quality and char-
acter signifying more than a horde."

Floral Notes for April.

April Is a good month to procure na-
tive ferns from the woods. They will
do well*in the average dooryard if a
large quantity of the rich brown leaf-
mold is lifted with them and placed
around the roots. They should be
preferably planted in the shade, and
will require no extra attention other
than a thorough watering now and
then. In the fall it is a good plan
to put around them a quantity of rich
decayed stable compost.

Sweet pea seed should be sown as
soon as the ground can be worked.
Usually the earlier they are sown the
finer they will be. Dig the trench a
foot or ten inches deep, and fill a
generous layer of old manure in the
bottom. Over this fill in fine, mel-
low soil until it comes within a few
inches of the top. Sow in the seed
quite thick, so that they will not fall
to come up well. Iftoo thick, do not
hesitate to thin out two inches apart
at least. Cover an inch deep and have
the two rows in the trench about eight
inches apart. Fill in around the young
plantlets as they grow upward, and
give early support. Wire netting is
generally best to use, although stout
beech branches are also serviceable.—
Woman's Home Companion.

After the management of his sister's
estate at her coming of age he return-
ed it to her doubled in value. In the
social world he numbers among other
clubs a membership in the Metropoli-
tan club in Washington as well as sev-
eral prominent organizations in New
York.
