RAILROADS WIN SUIT.

Michigan Supreme Court Decides State
Assessment Case.

LANSING, Mich., May I.—The supreme
court has knocked out the action of State
board of assessors in fixing the average
rate of taxation of the state in assessing
railroad property. The court holds that
the state assessor had no authority to
increase the value of property on the
theory that local assessors had failed to
assess at its full cash value as provid-
ed by law. The board is ordered to deter-
mine the avnage rate from the assess-
ments of the local assessors. This will
decrease by about 1600.000 the aggregate

levied against railroad companies.

PLECHNER IS PROMOTED.

Chief Clerk Becomes Assistant Purchasing

Agent of the Great Northern.

P. B. Plechner, who for many years
has been chief clerk to Howard James,
purchasing agent of the Great Northern,
was yesterday appointed assistant pur-
chasing agent. He assumed his new du-
tit s at once.

Mr. Plechner has been employed in the
Great Northern's purchasing department
for ten years. He rose from a minor po-
sition to Mr. James' chief clerk. A short
lime ago it was decided to create the
office of assistant purchasing agent, and
Thursday the position was tendered to Mr.
Plechner. For the present Mr. Plechner
Will also perform the duties of chief
clerk.

Sir Charles Rivers Wilson, president of
the Gland Trunk, says that it is not true
that some of the Influential English stock-
holders are opposed to the project for a
Pacific line. When interviewed at New
York recently he said: "I explained the
scheme to about 1,000 of our stockholders
at the recent annual meeting and there
was not then, nor has there been since,
the slightest objection urged. We can es-
tablish our line to the Pacillc coast in one
of two ways —either by constructing new
lines or by entei lug into very close con-
nection with existing railroads under ex-
clusive and favorable traffic arrangements.

The men were allowed to
leave, those locally in charge of the work
having no authority to grant the raise.

When
the colored people found out the Van
Dunk woman was going to marry a white
man they were angry, surrounding the
parsonage, shouting and hooting. They
tried to break up the ceremony, but,
failing in that, waited outside until the
couple came out. Hilderbrandt and his
wife then were pelted with decayed vege-
tables, sticks, stones and tin cans all
the way to the station where they board-
ed a train.

CALLS CONVICTION OF
HOWARD A CRIME

Ex-Gov. Taylor, of Kentucky, Talks in
His Hoosier Retreat.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., May I.—For-
mer Gov. W. S. Taylor, of Kentucky,
commenting on the conviction of
James Howard for the murder of Gov.

WASHINGTON, D. C, May I.—The
case of the United States which is to
be laid before the Alaskan boundary
commission has been completed and
Mas today delivered at the British em-
bassy here.

The next step will be the prepara-
tion of the counter cases and these
must be delivered, one in Washington
and one in London, July 3 next. All
this is preparatory to the meeting of
the joint commission, which will take
place in London on Sept. 3, on which
date the printed arguments of counsel
must be submitted.

Mr. Landger protested
that he was a United States official
and could not be fined in that manner,
and the judge sentenced him to three
days' imprisonment for continued dis-
orderly behavior. The consul left the
court room without being arrested.

EXPRESS COMPANY IS
ROBBED IN MEXICO

Courier and H| s Friends Help Themselves
to Treasure.

MEXICO CITY. May I.—The fact that
the Wells-Fargo Express company was
robbed of $42,000 at Silao last Thursday
has just came to light. A small safe Is
usually carried from the through Mexican
Central train to the office and thence to
the Guana Juato train by a courier. On
the morning of the robbery the express
messenger warned the man to be careful
of the safe, telling him it contained a
large sum of money.

Instead of taking the safe to the office
the courier took it to his home, called in
friends and opened it. The money was
extracted and distributed. About forty
persons were arrested and all except
about JII.OOO recovered.

ZERO IS AN ANCIENT TERM.

Was In Use by the Babylonians Thirty-
Six Hundred Years Ago.

The term zero, which is used to desig-
nate a cipher and in meteorology the en-tire absence of heat in the atmospherewas, according to a mathematical histori-an, Moritz Cantor, used by the Babylo-
nians about the year 1700 B. C Thishowever, is merely a supposition. It has
not been definitely established that zerowas in use any earlier than 400 A. DAbout this time it was used in India and
several centuries later the Arabs began
to employ it. Through the Arabs its use
became known to Europeans during thetwelfth century. It was not generally
adopted in Europe until several centurieslater, notwithstanding its great advan-tages. For a considerable time therewera two parties among the European ed-
ucators. One party known as the algor-
ists. favored the adoption of the Hin-doo system of notation (falsely calledArabic), with its position values, whilethe other, known as the abeists. favoredthe Roman notation, without zero or no-sition value. "The general adoption of the Hindoo sys-
tem was greatly facilitated by the factsthat it was explained in most'of the cal-endars for more than a century beein-ning with 1300 and that the mediaevaluniversities frequently offered courses dt>
voted to the use of this notation,
