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HITS THE AMERICAN FARMERS.

The'new German tariff has not yet
gone into effect, but when it does it will
hit agricultural imports pretty hard.
Under the law the new duty on wheat
is about 45 cents per bushel, against 22
cents now; the new duty on corn is 30
cents, against 10 cents now; the new
duty on butter is 3.2 cents per pound,
against 1.5 cents now; the duty on
cured meats will be 5 cents per povjnd,
against less than 2 cents now: the duty
on cattle will be $4.28 per head, against
half that amount now: the duty on
horses per head will be increased from
$4.76 to from $21.42 to $85.68, and the
duty on hogs will be increased from
$1.19 per lH>aa to $4.l'S.

The heavy duties on the new Ger-
man tariff bill fire subject to scaling
down by reciprocity arrangements. We
can get into the German market on
better terms than are held out to us if
we grant German goods corresponding
concessions in the American market.
The present attitude of the United
States senate, however, toward recl-
proclty treaties does not hold out much
hope of any mitigation of the German
tariff against us. for if the state de-
partment were to negotiate a treaty, in
nil probability it would be allowed to
slumber in the same pigeon hole which
now hides the reciprocity treaties ne-
gotiated by the McKinley administra-
tion.

It" the farmers speak out before the
next congress meets it may be that the
senate can be aroused to the serious-
ness of the situation.

THE VALUE OF EGGS.

It is a very difficult thing to estimate
the value of egrgs. To look at a lot of
eggs it Is not an easy matter to esti-
mate their value by appearances, it
they are for table use very much will
depend upon their freshness, -which
cannot always be indicated by external

irances. If they are for hatching
Pin poses it will he necessary to know
the kind of stock from whieh'they came
find their fertility. In either case a de-
parture from the desired things will be

of valuation. Poultry
keepers who eater to a special tradecan afford to know the freshness of the
egfs they place on the market, and by
this knowledge they will be able to
vouch for their freshness and thus addlargely to their value. The cry in win-
ter everywhere is for fresh eggs. Not

r:s eggs, but eggs that arefresh. The poultryman who can be
fully assured of this is the one who
Eivys his business close attention, visitsthe nests often, and he will mark every
egg- as it is collected. This is the only
ironclad rule that will assure absolute
freshness, and if he is honest he will
Boon work up a trade that will com-
mand such prices as will fully com-
pensate him for his extra pains Snd
trouble. Should he desire to be dis-
lionest he will soon go out of the busi-ness, as his .rade will soon leave him.

SEED CORN.

The Question of seed corn for 1903 isone of no little concern to a large sec-
tion of the northern part of the corn
growing section. The climate condi-tions of 1902 were such that through
the section referred to but little of thecorn raised properly matured, and un-
less special pains were taken hardly
any of it is fit for seed. A supply ofseed corn should be secured at once by
those who failed to save it, and such
seed should be tested to determine itsvitality. Men who put this job off-un--1 renting time are likely to have
trouble. *
