NEW HEAD FOR CARLETON.

President Sallmon Will Be Installed With
Ceremony Today.

NORTHFIELD. Minn., May s.—Prepa-

rations have been made for the reception
of about 800 guests for the inauguration
of President Sallmon, of Carleton col-
lege, which will take place tomorrow.
The students will meet in Gridley hall
and addresses will be made by students
and visiting delegates. A reception will
be given by the president of the board
of trustees, the president and the presi-
dent emeritus to the guests, with lunch-
eon at Gridley hall. The Inaugural pro-
cession will include, besides the faculty
and students, superintendents of schools,
normal schools and academies, clergy,
city officials, presidents of colleges and
universities and the governor of the state.

PASSENGER TRAINS COLLIDE.

Two Men Are Killed and Seven Injured
on the Pere Marquette.

SAGINAW. Mich., May 4.—Two per-
sons were killed and seven severely injur-
ed, one probably fatally, in a head-on
collision between Pere Marquette pas-
senger trains at Mayville today. The col-
lision took place on a curve. The men
killed were Fireman Albert J. H. Os-
mond and Baggageman Gus Plager. The
cause is due to one of two reasons: That
the engineer bound east received correct
orders and being late neglected to read
them before pulling out of Mayville. or
that the dispatcher made the mistake innumbering the orders.

Hose Company Horses Dash Uncon-
trolled Down a Heavy Grade.

Fire yesterday destroyed an old
house on North Main street, near the
Atwood B mill, belonging to John Ber-
geron. In going to the fire department
members of the hose company had
a narrow escape from injury. While

agoing down the Myrtle street grade
the harness came off one of the pole
horses and the team started on a dead
run, the driver being unable to control
it. The horses were caught at Main
and Myrtle streets and no one was in-
jured.

FATHER WALSER WILL
PROBABLY NOT BE HELD

Evidence Thus Far in Reichlin Murder
Case Is Not Strong.

LORAIN, Ohio, May 4.—"lf Father
Walser were to have his preliminary
hearing right here in my office now and
Ihad to use the evidence Ihave now in
my possession against the man, in my
judgment I think I should let him
go," was the remark made by Mayor
King today when asked what he
thought of Father Walser's guilt in
connection with the killing of Agatha
Reichlin.

Coroner French, Chief Braman and
Prosecutor Stroup held a like view.
Prosecuting Attorney Stroup stated to-
day that in his opinion the evidence at
hand was not sufficient to warrant
holding Rev. Walser to appear be-
fore the grand jury.

Attacking an Officer.

Louis Erwin was arrested last night
charged with assaulting Detective Fraser
with a knife. Erwin was loitering about
the corner of Ninth and Wabasha street
and Fraser told him to move on.

Erwin then became abusive and. It is
said, drew a knife. Detective Fraser
seized his wrist and disarmed him after
a struggle. The patrol wagon was sum-
moned and Erwin was sent to the station.

tions of which disease closely resemble
paresis except to thes eye' of a skilled
specialist in neurosis. In other words,
Ames is a neuraesthenic.

Confronted with thfrse peculiar con-
ditions the defense realizes that there
is difficulty in establishing the validity
of a plea of insanity. One day Ames
appears as sane as any other man.
He suffers from recurrent spells of
nervous exhaustion jytjich leave him
in a condition ofmental cofiapse for the
time being-, these peVlods of collapse
being superseded by: periods of un-
wonted mental alertness. .

Thus it is that Mr. Erwin has found
it necessary, in his opening address, to
embrace so many avenues of escape
for his badly beset client.

His Defense a Denial.
The demeanor of Ames on the stand

was that of a man in a corner. He was
so palpably on the defensive. His de-
fense was a positive denial of every-
thing and was practically a repetition
of the spectacle presented when Fred
Ames was on the stand, except that
Fred Ames exercised a more complete
control of his facial muscles, and alto-
gether cut a better figure than the doc-
tor is doing.

The state rested Its case at 1 o'clock
yesterday morning. After examining
half a dozen women, who testified that
they had paid money to Gardner forprotection, and Louis Anderson, who
told of having received $50 "from Chris
Norbeck, which he turned back to Ray
Harris, the day she had been fined, a
recess was taken until 2 o'clock at the
request of the defense.

At that hour Mr. Erwin began his
opening address to the jury. First, he
made a play on the credibility of the
witnesses produced by the state. His
address was theatrical, as all Er-
winian addresses are, and he laid great
stress on the deeds of public service tobe credited to Ames. The attorney
dealt with Ames' war record, told of
his services to the country, of the ill-nesses he had suffered, of his return-ing from the war weighing sixty
pounds less than when he donned the
Union uniform, and of his dropping
from his horse with exhaustion.

Makes the Insanity Plea.
Mr. Erwin then launched into a dis-

cussion of insanity and the influence of
long present disease such as Ames had
contracted during the war, in produc-
ing- mental disturbances. He took up
the last half of his time in giving the
jury information as to the character
of medical testimony to be introduced
by the defense, indicating evidences of
insanity which had been manifested by
Ames—all of which he was careful torepeat, were consequent upon disease
contracted by Ames in the service ofhis country.

The jury was informed that Dr. J.
W. McDonald, who had attended Amesas his family physician, would testify
to various hallucinations which hadi
beset Ames during his attendance upon
him. Ames had believed that his moth-er's house on Lake street had burned
down; and no argument could remove
from his mind the impression that thishad occurred. Another that his wife
had obtained a divorce, and that it wasconsequently improper that she should
remain in his house. The doctor be-lieved that Judge Elliot had the di-vorce papers, and that the judge knew
all the circumstances.

Again the mind of Ames rambledover the details of an imaginary opera-
tion which he and McDonald had per-
formed on a chiia, removing the stom-
ach and liver, leaving the baby in acondition to recover.

Dr. A. E. Clarke, formerly city phy-
sician under Ames, was also announcedas able to tell some important things
bearing- on Ames' mental condition, andthe attorney for the defense promisedin conclusion to establish Ames' mentalunsoundness.

Ames Takes' the < Stand.
Immediately after Mr. Erwin'a introduc-

tion. Ames was placed on the stand. Thedoctor denied all the inctiminating con-
versations testified to by Gardner, thepayment of the money, etc. He admittedthat he had heard rumors of grafting andhad ordered the chief to stop them. Hisunderstanding of the case was that mem-
bers of a political organization were col-lecting the graft. He fenly learned ofGardner's claim after his return fromNew Hampshire.

After that Ames was led over the de-tails of his trip to New Hampshire thereasons for his going via Chicago' and
other similar features. Ames said
rather testily, that he did not know why
he had gone. All he knew was that he
did go.

Under cross-examination Ames was ex-
tremely irritable and short in his an-swers. He became confused in his an-
swers to questions and seemed in a fever
of suppressed excitement. His cheekswere flushed and his eyes shone bril-liantly. Ames declared that he had never
received any notice to return from his
bondsmen or anyone else, but he ahd
received notice from attorneys repre-
senting the bondsmen asking for money,
but he felt that his prqperfy holdings InMinneapolis amply protected the bonds-men. -'"If you had property to protect your
sureties, why did straitened circum-
stances force you to lf-ave Louisville and
go to New Hampshire?"

With a shout Ames replied: "I could
have sold all my property and cheated
them out of it if I had wanted to, but I
held on to it to protect my bondsmen."

When Dr. Ames was called to the
stand he surveyed the jury closely afterbeing seated.

Examined by Mr. Erwin he said he was
61 years old. He came to Minneapolis
the first of May, 1851.

asked Mr. Erwin.

be within the limits of the power of
the legislative body enacting it. Con-
gress has no power to punish bribery
at all elections. The limits of its pow-
er are in respect to elections in which
the nation is directly interested or in
which mandate of the national consti-
tution is disobeyed, and the courts
are not at liberty to take a criminal
statute in its terms beyond the power
of congTess and change it to fit some
particular transaction which congress
might have legislated for if it had seen
fit."

NATIONAL GUARDSMEN
COMPARING NOTES

Secretary Root Throws Light Upon
New Militia Law.

Is Unanimously Re-elected
Colonel by the Line Of-
ficers of the Regiment.

Col. McC. Reeve, of Minneapolis,
was unanimously elected to succeed
himself as colonel of the First Regi-
ment of the Minnesota National
guard. No other name was presented
for the colonelship and the election
was simply a matter of form made
necessary by the new National guard
law, which provides that all officers
holding commissions for ten years
must be re-elected.

Assistant Adjutant General Mead, of
St. Paul, presided at the meeting
which was held in the armory last
evening. The line officers of the regi-
ment were present at the election.

Col. Mca Reeve is at present in Far
Hill, N. J., on business, but will return
to this city in a few weeks. He has
given up the idea of establishing resi-
dence in California.

There is but little doubt that he will
accept his re-election. He was notified
by telegraph of the action of the meet-
ing. He is the only officer who is af-
fected by the action of the new national
guard law.

The meeting of the Interstate Na-
tional Guard association, which takes
place in Columbus, Ohio, this week
was discussed. The meeting will be
of vital interest to the national guard
organization all over the country and
Minnesota guardsmen will be well rep-
resented. Their representatives will
be Col. C. A. Van Duzee, Maj. G. C.
Lambert, Maj. Oscar Seebach and Maj.
Fred B. Wood.

Maj. Seebach will spend several
weeks in Washington before he re-
turns. He goes there in the interest of
the state's claim against the federal
government resulting from the recent
war. As the assistant adjutant gen-
eral of the state he is in charge of all
pension claims and he will also visit
the war department in the interest of
these.

Seventeen wiremen of Minneapolis were
ordered out on a strike yesterday morn-
ing by the Electrical Workers' union. All
of the men are employed by the firm of
W. I. Gray & Co. A part of the menwere employed on the state capitol at St.
Paul.

More Wiremen Go Out.

At present there are but two electric
companies that are affected by the strike
—the General Electric company, whosemen went out a week ago. and the W. I.
Gray & Co. men. Other companies will bebrought into the struggle shortly. The of-
ficers of the union said last evening that
they would not act upon the agreements
of the companies as a body, but would
maintain the working rules and pass upon
any violation on the part of any of thecompanies as they come up.

In accordance with the action taken
by the Glass Workers' union at its meet-
ing Sunday evening, forty or imore putty
workers refused to go to work yester-
day morning.

Ten firms are affected by the edict. The
men are out for a nine-hour day and a
28-cent an hour minimum. Negotiations
were on for several weeks before the
strike was ordered, but no agreement
could be brought about between the firms
and the men.
