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FAST SERVICE MAY
RESULT IN RATE

WAR

Omaha Announces New Chi-

cago-St. Paul Train Sched-

ule and Weak Lines Are

Preparing to Retaliate by
Catting Fare—Burlington
and Milwaukee Will Meet

Time Reduction.

Beginning with tonight the Omaha
will run a twelve-hour train to Chi-
cago, making a reduction of fifty-five
minutes in running time.

The announcement of the new
schedule was made yesterday and the
action of the Omaha officials will prob-
ably bring on a rate and time war be-
tween the strong and weak Chicago-St.
Paul lines.

Already it has been semi-officially
announced that the Burlington and the
Great Western will meet the Omaha's
fast schedule and at the Milwaukee
office it was said that another fast
train will be placed in operation by
that line. Although it could not be
confirmed, there was a persistent
rumor on the street yesterday that the
Wisconsin Central, Rock Island and
the other long routes will announce a
cheap rate Monday or Tuesday to off-
set the strong lines' fast time.

The time and rate war has been
brewing for two months. Ever since
the Milwaukee road announced its fast
service to Chicago two months ago, the
steam has been gathering. At that
time the Omaha threatened to place a
fast train in service, but a temporary
truce was effected.

The Milwaukee road agreed to run
its eleven-hour and thirty minute train
only from St. Paul to Chicago, while
the monopoly of fast service on north-
bound traffic was given to the Omaha,
which ran a twelve-hour train.

But yesterday the battle broke outanew, when the official announcementof the Omaha's new fast service was
made. Railroad men were aware of
the proposed action for some days, and
It is said that the Milwaukee and Bur-
lington are already prepared to an-nounce their new fast service.

The Omaha's fast time will be made
by the limited, which leaves St. Paul
at 8:30 p. m. It formerly arrived at
Chicago at 9:25 the following morning,
but under the new schedule will get toChicago at 8:30 o'clock.

The circular announcing the change
in the limited's time was accompanied
by another circular telling of several
other time changes on the Wisconsin
division of the road. The most im-
portant is the establishment of a new
service between Elroy and St. Paul. A
train known as No. 7 will leave Elroy
for St. Paul at 10:10 in the morning,
arriving in St. Paul at 4:45 p. m.
Train No. 3, which formerly cared for
the local traffic between Wisconsin
points and St. Paul will be discon-
tinued. No. 3 arrived in St. Paul at
10:55 a. m.

TRAINMEN STRIKE.

Mobile & Ohio Is Tied Up by Labor
Troubles.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., May 9.—Mobile &
Ohio conductors, brakemen, yardmen andbaggagemen all along the line between
St. Louis and Mobile went out on strike
at 9:30 o'clock today because they were
not given a 10 per cent increase in wages
for freight service and a 7 per cent in-crease for passenger service, which they
have been trying to get since January
last. About 800 men are involved. The
strike was the result of a canvass of
votes among the employes.

Mobile & Ohio, in a statement given to
the public, says that the strike of the men
has come as a surprise to the company,
and that the men quit without notice.

The management, according to thisstatement, met committees of the men
last winter and granted a percentage of
increase of pay. At the Mobile & Ohio
office it is stated that this increase thengranted was 7% per cent to passenger
men and Shi per cent to freight men. The
officials say that not more than 600 men
will be affected by the strike. It is statedthat thus far the passenger service hasnot been interrupted.

VOTE WILL BE COUNTED TODAY.

Great Northern Trainmen's Committee
Wilt Meet at the Windsor.

The polling of the Great Northern men
on the double-header question is complet-
ed and the result will be known today.
However, no announcement will be madeuntil Monday. This morning the com-
mittee of trainmen who conducted the
vote will meet at the Windsor hotel, andtoegther with Grand Officers Newmann
and Garrotson will canvass the ballots.

Two of the committeemen will not reach
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St. Paul until noon, as their train has
been delayed. They are the men who
polled the Western division, so the re-
turns which they carry are most impor-
tant and may decide the question.

There were no developments in the sit-
uation yesterday, both the company offi-
cials and the men waiting for the returns
of the vote before taking any action.
Nothing will be done until Monday, when
Mr. Garretson will announce the result to
Manager P. E. Ward, of the Great North-
ern.

A meeting of twenty-one non-union
trainmen was held yesterday afternoon
at the Merchants' hotel to "discuss ihe
labor situation and to decide what action
the non-union element will take regarding
the strike, should one be declared. '. t
was decided to take no action until the
result of the poll is made known.

SCALPERS ARE ENJOINED.

New Orleans Judge Issues Orders ProMb-
Itlng Dealing in Excursion Tickets.

NSW ORLEANS. La.. May 9.—As the
result of applications by the combined
trunk lines entering this city. Judge Part-
lange, in the United States circuit court,
today, issued an order to all the ticket
scalpers doing business here to show cause
next Wednesday why an injunction should
not be issued restraining them from deal-
ing in any way whatever in the reduced
tickets which the railways are to put into
effect for the Confederate reunion whiel*
meets here on May 19.

The companies alleged that they have
made arrangements to sell tickets at one-
third the usual rates, and unless relief
is granted through the courts the return
coupons, or unused portions of these tick-
ets, will be fraudulently acquired and
disposed of by the scalpers, causing loss-
es through damage suits and otherwise.

REGENTS SURRENDER
TO THE BOARD OF

CONTROL

Formal Conference at the
University at Which the
Board Takes Over the

Financial Affairs of the
Institution and Approves
Transactions ofthe Regents
Up to Date.

The members of the state board of
control yesterday visited the state uni-
versity, and, in conference with the
board of regents of the university,
came to the conclusion that it would
be the better plan for the board of
control to immediately take over each
and every transaction of the boaYd of
regents from the month of February,
and to become responsible therefor.

With the board of control went Ar-
chitect Johnson, who inspected the
grounds and buildings, in company
with Dean W. M. Liggett, and these
yesterday came under the control of
the board also.

Present at the conference were Pres-
ident Northrop, of the University of
Minnesota; President of the Board of
Regents Judge Greenleaf Clark; Vice
President J. T. Wiman, Minneapolis,
and Dean W. M. Liggett, of the agri-
cultural college.

The greater portion of the confer-
ence was the giving of advice to the
board of regents and requesting them
to submit plans and estimates regard-
ing what they thought the better man-
ner in which to proceed in the differ-
ent affairs incident to the new depart-
ment of thte board of control.

O. K. All Accounts.
It was thoroughly understood and

appreciated by the board of regents
that the proceedings of yesterday were
in accordance with and pursuant to
the instructions received from State
Auditor Iverson.

Of much of this business the board
of control is utterly ignorant, but it
yesterday took the entire responsibility
of approving all the transactions of
the university, whether those trans-
actions took place prior to yesterday
or not.

However, several trusts of the board
of regents w%re not taken charge ofby the board of control, such as the
trusteeship of the hospital for crip-
ples and the same relations maintained
toward the state geological survey. It
was decided that these were matters
resting with the regents independent
of their capacity as regents.

About thirty days must elapse be-
fore the business will be in running
order. Books must be procured,
voucher* and innumerable supplies'
must be furlnshed, but in the mean-
time the business will be conducted asbest it can be done under the impro-
vised circumstances.

By the act of a former session of the
legislature, an appropriation of $25,000
was made for the enlargement of the
law building, and this was looked into.
Another appropriation of $20,000 ex-
ists for the provision of tunnels to
convey heating pipes from the central
heating plant to the various buildings.
An appropriation of $2,000 exists for
the changing and remodeling of theheating apparatus of the dental apart-
ment. The last legislature allowed an
appropriation of $11,000 for the enlarg-
ing of the campus, and of this sum$2,000 will be spent immediately for
the grading of the lot already secured.A sum of $40,000 is at the disposal of
the board for the building of a boys'
dormitory at the agricultural college
and for equipping the same. All these
things were looked into at yesterday's
conference and approved, and will be
gone ahead with as soon as matters
can be gotten into shape.
